At
Rome ne courta deateroualy and aasiduously
pope and cardinal*. Here he I* ? partner of
the German emperor, with the object of se-
curing the election of a reactionary pope
in tbe future and of wrestling from Fiance
the preponderance in the Catholic domain.
That ia why he has been entreating the
pope for the la*: two year* to concede to
r.lm a Belgian cardinal of the Curia, but
aa M. Hanataux haa vetoed *ucb a crea-
tion under the pretext that France should
receive one first, the king's wish has not
yet been fuiflUed.

At present Leo XITI. Is much worried
over * *ort of coup d'etat that Leopold ha*
recently carried out at Brussels. The king,
who reigns and who governs, wishes to
force upon the people the "one name vote."
Bare, the former Liberal minister, today
holds "the king's secret." a* they used to
say in the eighteenth century. The Frere-
Orbap party haa no longer any existence
at the -polls since the district system of vot-
ing came In. Crushed between the great
bodies of Catholicism and Socialism, It has
sunk to the oondition of a quantity that
may be neglected, if, however. Belgium
should be divided Into 1»2 autonomous dis-
tricts, local influence* or Acquired position*
may restore it to animation.

The citiea would take the party back,
while the Catholics would become mere-
ly a rural party. It would mean the re-
turn to the scene of the anti-religious
party, tha breaking up of the Catholic
majority, and tbe destruction of the great

Conservative association*. Once before,
three year* ago, the Conservative Catho-
lics obeyed the king by tmttlng Off their
Socialist and Democratic appendage. That
wa* the flrat act of tbe dram* which will
end with their complete defeat.

It wilt be remembered that in 1*95 a co-
alition of sovereigns, of cardinals and
conservatives, was formed throughout the
world for the purpose of resisting the
democratte Catholics. Cardinal von
Schoenbom. In the name of Emperor
Francis Joseph; Cardinal Kopp, In behalf
of Wllhelm 11., and the king of the Bel-
gians. on his own account, begged the
pope to disavow his supporters, the Chris-
tian democrats. Some Belgian conserva-
tive (from* supported tMs irreverent de-
mand. Leo XIU. remained Inflexible.
Nevertheless in Germany the Center sail-
el wfth all Mil set Into imperialism, sweet-
ening Mgr. Hetteler's report. In Belgium
the Conservatives repudiated the Catho-
lic democrats. Wllhelm 11.. at the time
of his last Journey to Rome, declare! In
person t« the holy father that he looked
upon those who should favor democracy as
hU foes, Jtk a celebrated audience Csrdi-
r.al Kopp explained to the pope that the
Catholic socialists held no position and
that the elements composing the status
Itin were able to check for some time the
triumph of progress and of democracy. It
Is the policy of Louis XV.: "After is let
the deluge come." It will be understood
easily that I.en XIII. did not appreciate
this short-sighted wisdom. He Knows
that Ixisils Philippe's cab is in waiting *or
sovereign* and men who content th«'tn-
setvea with resisting "thu stronger side"
of their !»eiiod In the mid.lie of a revo-
lution to use Rivaroi's phrase

Puritans a* the Rev. Dm. Cooper and
Mather, of Boston, for the enthusiast
Whltefleld. for the Anglican B shop of St.
Asaph. and for th«; Abbes de La Roche and
Morellet he showed as much affection and
respect as lie did for Hwihn Lord Le f)e«-
penser. Thomis Paine, and others closer
In sccor 1 with his own views. Nor was it
ever a ane-slded regard.

No man in Pennsylvania exercised .such
influence over the Quakers. Ma«sa« husett?
made him her agent in Oreat Britain, and
he servi«d her faithfully, even to the de-
fending of her religious Intolerance against

English criticism. In France the papal
nunoio consulted him frequent ky an J fol-
Icwed his advice in the changes the Revo-
lutionary war made possible or nersssary
in the Catholic church In Am»rSc*. Abso-
lutely unsectarian as he was Franklin ap-
parently was trusted by all sects, and he
seems never to have reused a service that
he could render any one of theta.?Paul L.

Byron Snow,
who for years commanded a trad.ng
schooner sailing among the islands of
Micronesia, ;o a New York Sua reporter.
"Nsarer at hand the white tine of break-
ers against the reef appears, and lastly
the low land, rising from tour to ten
feet above the surface. Among the tree*
are the scattered houses of the people,
and. in the Gilbert group ot islands, tit*
great manabea, or council house. If your
ahsp is to touch at the :siand you Snd
the channel ieading from the open »'«

into the central la«*M>n. and If wind and
currents are favorable, s*u easily in and
drop, anchor in a smooth, sheltered hav-
en. Except in Certain piratical islands
which you are supposed to sense
enough to avoid, tne people receive you
hospitably and invite you Into their
houses, where they otter you palm juice,
fresh or fermented, molasses and water,
or green cocoanuts, which you eat with
a spoon. The high-pitched roofs of the
bouses, thatched with pandanus ieaves.
rest on low poets, and there are no sid«e,
so that when you sit down on tht mat
spread for you on the floor the interior
arrangements of all the other houses in
the Tillage are open to your view.

"In the days when I traded amoug the
Micronesian Islands cocoanut oil WAS the
prncipai thing the natives had to traffic
With. They obtained it by scraping co-
coanut meat fine with a knife or shell
and then pressing the oil out in a rude
handpress operated with a long lever.
Half a dozen natives would sit on this
lever, like American country boys on the
top rail of a fence, while the oil dripped
down into a calabash set to catch it. It
was a job that suited excellently their
Ideas of labor. But their way of getting
the cocoanut from the tree in the tirsi.
place was something to strike a white
man as work that he would rather let out
than try to do himself. Of course, they
Had to climb for them, and to get up the
fifty feet or so uf smooth-barked trunk
to where the nuts were they used several
different methods. The usual one was to
cut notches in the tree large enough to
give a hold to the great toe. and up these
the Inlanders would walk as casny and
surely as a sailor would climb the ratlines.
The first climbing of the tree, the work
of cutting notches, took some little time,
but after that the native looked on the
palm trunk as a ladder.

"Another way was for the climber to
tie his feet together a few laches apart.
Then, putting one hand around the trunk,
with the other he would push himself
away, at the same time drawing his feet
up, one after the other, and keeping the
cord that tied them pressed against the
tree to keep him from slipping hack. Then
be would straighten himself up for a
fresh start. In this manner a man would
work himself up a tree trunk very fast.
But the star performance was for the
climber to use no helps, but simply clasp
the trunk with both hands to keep from
falling backward and walk straight up the
tree. Most of the young men made a point
of climbing in this way. If there was any
haste to give the cocoanut* or tf people
were looking on. The cocoanut oil that
they obtained the natives bartered with
the traders for fishhooks, plane irons,
large knives, scented oils, beads and to-
bacco. In recent years the preparation
of copra for shipment has taken the place
of the production of oil. and a greater
variety of goods Is demanded In the Mi-
cronesi&n trade, owing to the civilisation
Introduced by American missionaries. To-
bacco the Christianised natives never use.
while the unconverted Islander may be
known by his pipe, which, when not In
use. Is carried about stuck through a hole
in his ear.
