NO CHANCE FOB ARID LAND.
Little Prospect of Legislation llor-

'\u25a0« the Present tfessloa?Hosts
and Senate Divided.

«>l«\ MPI A. March fc.?There is a very

slim prospect of ar.y legislation at this
session on the arid land question. The
stat»>. as is well known, h.is been granted
I.iXo.UWW acres of arid Sand within its
boundaries by the Iriited States, title to
which {masses when the lands have been
reclaimed by placing them under irrigat-
ing dutches. Various legislatures have
tackled the problem in years gone by. and
considerable money lias been spent in test-
ing various propositions looking to the
reel «i mat ion of the lands. In passing H.
B. 4V, by Sharp, amending the set relat-
ing to the ar.d lands, the house this
morning took action directly contrary to
the position assumed by the senate Th>
senate had Indefinitely postponed a meas-
ure similar to the Sharp bill, and hadpassed .Miller's bill, No. <>;. providing for
« continuance of the work under the arid
land commissioner.

The question in dispute between the two
houses is this: Whether It is best for the
land comoi sslon to take charge of the
arid land grant and to investigate the
questions presented in the proportion to
reclaim it. or to continue the office of arid
lard commissioner at a large salary, with
never-ceasing appropriations for engineer-
ing, office expenses, etc. The house In
the passage of the Sharp bill this morn-
ing has decided In favor of allowing the
land 'om mi salon to take charge of the
grunt and to undertake to formulate a
fiian for the reclamation of the land.

The Hamilton transfer bill was first on

general file on the calendar thin morning.
Miller, T. J., moved the adoption of the
majority report of the committee for the
indefinite postponement of the bill. Ham-
ilton asked for the substitution of the
minority dor the majority report, the mi-
nority report recommending the passage
of the bill.

Hamilton, the father of the bill, asked
earnest consideration of his bill.

"Sec. 5. Whoever refuses to comply, up-
on demand, with the requirements of sec-
tion 4. and whoever violates any of the
provisions of this act. shaJ be guilty of a
misdemeanor, and shall be fined not ex-
ceeding 11"0 nor less than 13, or imprison-
ed the county jail not exceeding 100 nor
less than thirty days, or both. Any per-
son found guilty of manufacturing, offer-
ing for sale, or selling, an adultera'ed ar-
ticle of food under the provisions of this
act, ahali be aijudged to pay. in addition
to the |w»ralties hereinbefoie provided for,
all the necessary costs and expenses in-
curred in inspecting and analysing such
adulterated articles of which said person
may have been found guilty of manufac-
turing, aelling or offering for sale."

Aa la favorable Report.
The Plummer bill, appropriating $15,00#

for the purpose of paying the outstanding
obligations incurred by the Washington
state commissioners to the Transmississip-
pi and International exposition at Omaha,
was reported back by the committee of the
whole with the recommendation that it do
not pass.

Gunderson'a bill (H. B. 31S>, appropriat-
ing 1400 for a fish way in the Skokomish
river, was recommended by the committee
of the whole for passage, as was Frye's
<H. B. 2Ts», appropriating 123S for the relief
of Capt. Edward E. Hardin.

Committee of the whole recommended the
passage of Knglehart's bill (H. B. +>»),

transferring to the general fund all moneys
in the state treasury to the credit of ths
revolving fund of the penitentiary.

At 12:30 committee of the srtiole arose, re-
ported the bills back and took a recess
until 3:30 p. m.

Action Delayed oa the Veto.
When the senate met at 2.a message

was received from Gov. Rogers vetoing
the capitol commission bill. Senator T.
J. Miller, the father of the bill, heing ab-
sent. objection was made to immediate
consideration, and it was agreed that it
should be taken up at 2:9) p. m. today.

State Auditor Chef tham notified the sen-
ate that $a»,000 additional would be re-
quired to complete payment of the ex-
penses of the legislature, making; a total
cost of 162.000.

Yeend this afternoon offered a resolu-
tion. which passed, limiting speeches to
two minutes, with privilege to speak only
once on each bill.

The senate receded from amendments
to H. B. 370. the fish bill.

The senate rtfused to concur in the
house amendments to the bill for a home
for the blind, the house endeavoring to
locate the same at Vancouver.

The senate on motion of Plummer re-
ceiled from the senate amendments to the
Bedford bill (H. B. 245), better known as
the delinquent tax bill. The objrctlonabie
section was in effect tD allow a board to

sit in each county and allow rebabs on
taxej and penalties when it was shown
that trie same were excessive. The senate
also adopted the emergency clause.

FUh Bill Ii Passed.
The senate during the afternoon consider-

ed the fish bill, for the protection and prop-
agation of food fishes, establishing licenses,

regulating the catch and sale of fish. and
fixing penalties.

\MU*hlre of King attacked the bill, par-
ticularly rev-lion 6, which fixed the rate of
licenses. He moved to reduce the license
fee for ftrpt-ciass purse seine* from SSO to
$25. He knew, he said, that in advocating
a reduction for the purse seine fishermen
he would be opp<>s?<t by the trjpmen and
the combine of wealth. But he was look-
ing out for the poor fishermen, the men
with small Incomes and lame families.
The trap men hud capital and were not de-
pendent upon the fish Industry for a live-
lihood; the trap was the appMance of the
rich, tne seine of the jujor. Yet In this bill
the tax was as great for the one as the
other This was unfair. He proi»»eed to
do all in his power to see that the indi-
vidual fishermen secured Justice, and It
w.ts only Justice that the latter should pay
only half what the trapmen did.

Biggs of Whatcom believed the hill was
< qultable. it had been looked into care-
fully. and was all right without amend-
ment.

Mcßeavy of Mamn said the trap men
paid 1 cent for each fish besides the license
fee. This had not been stated, and made a
big difference in a year's husino**.

Meglcr of Wahklahkum said nine tenths
<>f the purse seines were owned by frap
men.

Davis of Snohomish wis opposed to the
amendment.

Th«» WHshfre amendment failed, yeas 4,
nays 25.

Wils/ilre then attempted to reduce the
license fee of second-class purse seines
from to $lO. This, too. failed. The op-
posit!: n was too strong, and Wilshire- gave
up the tight in d'sgust.

The Paul senate bill fixing the maxi-

mum rate of freight for steamboats was
indefinitely postponed. Th« Opposition
came from Senator Baum, who explained
that in the swift waters of the Columbia
river and |wx>r wharfage facilities it would
be Impossible to handle wheat at the rates
fixed in the bill. "Okanogan and Doug-
las counties depend upon the steamboats
on the Columbia." he said "and if this
Mil is passed it will stop the building of
new boats and cripple an imj-ortant auc-
tion of the state."
