Keatarea of the Parade.
Grand Marshal E. P. Ede«n. chairman of

the committer on parade. Is rapidly filling
In the outline* of what will undoubtedly be
the most brilliant street pagt-ant ever pre-
sented In Seattle. He said yesterday:

"I have just received a <oramunu-atlon
from Capt. Terry, of the lowa, saying that
he ha* been directed by the secretary of
war to assign for participation in the
Fourth of July parade in this city a detich-
ment consisting of two companies, or about
IOC men I expect to go over to the naval
nation Monday to confer with Cap? Terry
a* to the details of transportation for the
men and th*- part they will take in the
parade. It is possible ihat one or two
Vlrittsh war vessels may be in our harbor
next week, and if they are there Is no
doubt that we i*n secure thetr co-operation
in celebrating the Fourth.

"My plans for the floats are coming on
well. 1 have now aasurance of about forty
floats that will take part in the parade,
and the generous priie* offered are serv-
ing as an Inducement for the nreparatlon
of elaborate and original designs.

"Thus far th# following organizations
have definitely accepted the Invitation to
tak* part In the parade, the Woodmen rf
the World promising to put 1,000 men in line
of march. Stevens Post No. 1, G A. R .

Companies B and C. Ftrat regiment. Na-
tional Guard of Washington, Denny school
Rough Riders. Seattle Company No. 1 Unt-
formed Rank Knights of Pythias, Columbia
Lodge No. 2. A O. U. W.. Select Knlghis
A- O. V. W . Letter Carriers Association
branch No. 7t. Knights of the Maccabees.
Woodmen of the World. Butchers' Union.
"I know that there are other organiza-

tions. civic, fraternal or military, that are
looking forward to taking part In the
parade. Let me "urge them through the
Pogt-Intelligencer to report to me at once,
ga I am now at work mapping out the
parade. Unlet* they report to me bv s
?"clock neat Wednesday afternoon I shall,
fee compelled to assign them a place in tha
third division Along with the floats.

"The several lodges o« the A. O. U. W.
of Seattle and victj\}ty are making a united
effort to have their nart of the parade on
July 4 the higstri* thine' of the kind ever
seen here. A beautiful float, representing
some special f»at»ir» of the order, is being
devlssd for t&ai Occasion and It <* expected
that the parade of Workmen will be a dis-
tinguishing feature of the day.
