AUSTIN, Tex., June 36. ?(Staff Corre-
spondence Chicago Tribune.*?The anti-
trust conference of governors and attor-
neys general of states, cmceivec and
planned by Gov Bayer* of Texas and
scheduled for September 3D ;n St. Louis, is
already malting a stir in the iand. Today,
three months in advance of the meeting.

Governor Mayers holts In nis hands enough
gubernatorial acceptance to insure an im-
portant occasion, whatever may be the out-
come of the deliberations.

That the meet.ng will attract no en£ of
attention goes without saying; that it will
prove a perplexing enigma to some of the
governors Is equaJiy certain. For exam-
ple. the indications are that the governor
of New Jersey will not be in St. Louis on
the day In question, nor will the governor
of Washington find it convenient to be on
hand. Gov. John Riley Tanner of Illi-
nois, who. according to his letter, is an
open enemy of trusts, will be present and
participate. The proceedings will be
watched by the trusts and by the people
of the country as well.

In suggesting the conference Oov. Sayers
had no purpose in view other than
that distinctly announced in his circular
letters, and he hopes that there will be a
general attendance without reference to
the views entertained by any one upon
this or sny other question. No thought
of personal or party advantage Influenced
him in the step which he has taken, and
he wtshes hia letter to be diatinctly under-
stood by all as suggestive only, whether
the Idea originated with him or with any
one else is a matter of no moment. The
same letter has been addressed to the gov-
ernor and attorney general of every stato
and territory. No one has been omitted.

«*Hets Msek Vrom Marmeay.
It is Gov. Bayers' opinion that with har-mony of action much good can be accom-plished and with united effort on the part

ef as many a* twenty state* the result
will not be doubtful. He has decided riewsas to what should be done at the confer-ence but feels that any expression by him
at this time would be inopportune andmight be misconstrued. There is no dis-
position on his part to thrust himself to
the front. He wili be content to let others
lead. There has l>een and will be no cor-respondence whatever between any othergovernor or attorney general and himself
that has been or will be kept from the
public, nor does he expect to do more prior
to the conference than what has already
been done. to each governor and
attorney general the unquestioned right
to act on the suggestion of a conferenceas he may deem most advantageous to the
people of his own state, having discharged
what he believes to be his right and im-portant public duty. Gov. Bayers will
quietly await the result of the action he
has already taken. .

Ever since Gov. flayers Issued his' invi-
tation he has been deluged with telegrams
asking why he called the conference and
what nla vlerrs are on the trust question,
and to what extent, if any, politics has
entered Into the matter. He has thus far
declined to discuss the question, but he
is opposed to trusts and he would do any-
thing within his power to wipe them out
of existence. He has given the matter a
great deal of thought, but here is the story
of how the projected meeting originated:
One day In the spring, when the Texaslegislature was wrestling with the trust
question. Gov. Bayers saw tn a Texas pa-
per a statement In effect that the attorney
general of the United States had said:

?The general government has not thepower to maks and enforce legislation cal-
culated to abolish the trusts."

Go*. Bayers read the statement and
reached the conclusion that If the general
government had not the power to abolish
the trusts, then the states had It. The au-
thority must be reposed somewhere, and It
must be In the states, so he struck the idea
of getting the governors and attorneys gen-
eral together, with a view of securing con-
cert of action. He decMed to take the In-
itiative to bring It about. The invitation
for the St. l»uts meeting was the result.
Now the governor, being a man of idea*
and convictions. is not going to St.
empty-handed in the way of antitrust ma-
terial. He will take anti-trust ammuni-
tion with him. Willingly or unwlllinglv,
he has made himself the leader in the
movement, and «o his views are of more
moment at this Juncture than those of any
other governor or any other six governors.
He Is a p'oneer, a pathfinder, in this new
departure.

Bill I'aMed by Legislature.
The Texas legislature, which adjourned

th»- other day. passed a bill relative to
trusts, wh;ch has been approved by Gov.
Bayers, The measure is a strong one
This Texas law ts a mosaic production,
made up of the Arkansas law and sam.-
new features of fit local conditions. It
met with the approval of Attorney General
Smith and a committee composed of five
lawy« rs from the senate and an equal
number from the house.

BACCALAUREATE SERVOS.

Wan Uradeated Jast a Half Ccatary

Asm Which Fact He Recalls la

aa Affectlag Address to the Grad-

uates This tear at Ba del Services

NEW HAVHN, Conn., June 35.?Presi-
dent Timothy Dwlght. the venerable retir-
ing president of Yale university, today
preached his last baccalaureate sermon

before the graduat-
ing classes of the
academic and scien-
tific departments.
The occasion was al-
so the 60th annivers-
ary of President
Dwight's own grad-
uation. Many of his
old classmates were
in attendance.

The graduating
class occupied the

greater part of the body of the Battel
chapel. Ail of them wore the academic
robe and with them were many visitors
from out of town.

President Dwight's address was largely
of a retrospective and personal nature.

At the close of the sermon. President
(Dwight addressed a valediction in the most
solemn and impressive manner. His voice
often choked with emotion.

His words were:
"And now, my fellow students, and may

1 not almost say, my classmates of the
das* of iXMf. let me aak you to rise. The
words which 1 have spoken to you have
had a very personal meaning. So much
of the personal was there In them that
they may have seemed more adapted to a
friendly conversation than to be presented
to you in a large public gathering. But
the occasion must be the reason for giv-
ing them to you here. I can scarcely tind
it poasi&e to speak to you In any other
way. You are. with me. leaving the uni-
versity. You and I go forth together, you
the younger brothers and I the older.
But we are all of us going forth into a
great and glorioua brotherhood. Fifty
years separate us in point of graduation,
but in this brotherhood there is no sep-
aration, for we are all members of a great
college home. You stand Indeed at the
end of your college careers, with much
faithful spirit, much of energy and with
many pleasant anticipations. But for me
the summer day has passed into tbe late
afternoon. For you It is still morning.

"I have tried to speak to you of what
life teaches, and of that loving Father
who orders our life's movements for us. I
have not told you anything of sorrow and
of disappointment They will meet many
of you, and some of you possibly many
times. The costs snd the results of them
you alone will know. But you will And
as the years go by that they are helpful
to the upbuilding and to the glorifying of
the soul within you. and that the divine
I'ather, If you tiust to His undying
can?, is ever iesdlng you out of darkness
into the sun.nhine of His love. When the
clouds of the summer day pass away they
leave the sky the brighter.

"i wish for each of you life's greatest
blessings, its greatest happiness and the
best that It can give you. I wish you Joy
and that your sorrow* may be scanty.
May they a.s for God's children work out
your entire go<xl and give evidence that
you are under Hla care and keeping. I
wish for you that faith in Christ, the ex-
pression and the sign of the Father's love;
I wish for you to lose every doubt, every
questioning fear, every weakness and sin
and that your life may be full and abound-
ing.

"And so I hid you farewell. May the
long sismmer day and the sunset hour at
the end of it be tilled with beautiful light,
and triity the closing twilight season bear
thoughts and hope* of the better and the
happier life beyond. May your testimony
and mine unita together as It comes from
our personal experience In the words of
the psalmist's song about our loving God
and Father who 'Maketh the outgoings of
the morning and evening to rejoice " "

LOUISVILLE. Ky., June 25.-T*p to * late
hour tonight there is no sign-sf aa affrse-

ment between any tew or the Deiaocratic
candidates for governor, end it seems like-
ly that the first ballot taken when the con-
vention meets tomorrow will result Just
about as did the eleventh on Saturday

night Candidates end their managers have
been on the go aO <Jay, out of one con-
ference into another, but so far to no pur-
pose. The l.Ott delegates in the conven-
tion are divided so evenly that there Is not
a difference of SO votes In the strength of
the three candidates. Stone, Goebel and
Hardin. But of these Ooebel Is the strong'

est because of the solidity of his support.
Me controls his following absolutely, and
can vote them for himself or throw them
to either of his opponents at will. Neither
Stone nor Hardin can do this, and. for that
reason neither to in a position to make
advantageous terms.

There has been a break In the Stone-
Goebel combination since balloting began,
caused primarily by the action of Goebel'a
managers In voting the seventy votes of
Louisville solidly for the Kenton county

leader on the first ballot.
The Stone people say their understanding

was that the vote was to be divided equal-
ly between Stone and Ooebel, but the lat-
ter, it is said, produced a written agree-
ment covering the combination of the two
forces up to a temporary organisation, but
containing no mention of the Louisville del-
egation. Chagrined as the Stone people are
at the failure of the combination promptly
to effect the nomination of their candidate,
it is not believed they can, in a spirit of
revenge, bring about the nomination of
Hardin. They threatened to try th!« when
Ooebel showed such surprising strength oa
the first ballot, and went so far as to start
a stampede, but Ooebel's nerve and cool-
ness checkmated It. On the other hand,
the Hardin people cannot throw their
strength sol'dly to Stone, for they are di-
vided in the matter of a second choice and.
as was the case yesterday, many would
go to Ooebel in case of a break.

A noteworthy feature of the contest is
the Hardin campaign. Coming into the
convention with a hundred votes short of
a majority of the delegates, beaten at ev-
ery point In the temporary organisation
snd weakened by adverse decisions of the
credentials committee, involvihg scores of
seats, the Hardin managers, with consum-
mate cleverness, jumped Into the fight when
the game seemed lost, withdrew the name
of George Hardin and left Goehel and Stone
to fight it out. These two fell into the
trap and fleW at each other's throats, w'.th
the result that when the convention ad-
journed last night Got-bel and Stone had
split and Hardin on the last ballot stood
highest in recorded votes.

Meanwhile the three-cornered fight
grows warmer and the delegates, who have
spent nearly a week trying to nominate a
state ticket, may yet have to look outside
the trio now occupying the ring to find a
leader upon whom they can unite.

AMERICA* PROPOSALS LIKELY TO

BE REJECTED.

The SsggMtlsa That Private Prop-

erty sa the High Seas Be Lett Ca-

aalcsM Qariag Hostilities Dees
Nat Meet With Mask Favor.

LONDON, June 38.?The correspondent
of the Times at The Hague says: Follow-
ing is the text of Russia's naval proposal:

"Acceptation of the principle that for
the term of three years the sum of naval
budgets shall be determined, with an en-
gagement not to increase the total during
that triennial period, and with an obliga-
tion of announcing in advance for said
period:

"First, the total in tonnage of those ships
of war which it is proposed to build, with-
out specifying the models thereof: se>ond,
the number of officers and crew in the
navy, and third, the expenditures on
works and ports, such as forts, docks, ar-
senals and the like."

The question of the exemption of private
property at sea from capture in time of
war has entered on a new stage through
the issue of the statement of the American
delegates. I hear on good authority that
a certain foreign power may extend the
discussion to the declaration of Paris, with
a view to getting rid of one feature, whicli
is not considered advantageous.

The first half of the voluminous paper is
merely a summary of past action on the
part of the United States In the matter.
The proposal itself follows:

"Private property of all the citisens or
subjects of the signatory powers, with the
exception of contraband of war, shall be
exempt from capture or seisure on the
high seas or elsewhere by the armed ves-
sels or by the military forces of any of

the said signatory powers, but nothing
herein contained shall extend the exemp-
tion from seisure to vessels and their car-
goes which may attempt to enter a port
Blockaded by the naval forces of any of
said powers."

The American delegates, referring to tha
fact that the circular of Count Muravieff
excludes extraneous matters, say:

"The fact of our having received the In-
structions herein referred to from the pres-
ident of the United States shows that our
government believed that the scope of the
conference was wide enough to include this
question."

They urge as an argument that their pro-
posal. if adopted as a rule of war, would
amel.orate the hardship of naval warfare,
but it has been conclusively proved by ex-
perience in past wars that the destruction
of sea borne commerce is one of the most
humane ways of reducing the pawer of an
enemy. As a great thinker once observed,
it Is better to destroy men's property than
their lives.

For the moment the question Is whether
the subject is one which can. consistently
with the terms of the Muravieff circular,
be submitted to the conference. It seems
scarcely .probable that the matter will be
solved in a sense favorable to the Ameri-
can proposal At all events some of the
leading delegates consider it outside the
competency of the conference.

Genua Objections Withdrawn.
LONDON. June 2#.?'The correspondent of

the Dally News at The Hague says:
"Count Munster, the head of the Ger-

man delegation, has received Prints Hnhen-
lohe's instructions, and Germany will with-
draw her objections to the establishment
of a court of arbitration, provided the ob-
ligatory clauses are expunged.

"The Russians themselves do not expect
a majority for their disarmament propos-
als. which are not advanced seriously."

Secotlatlona Proceed Smoothly.

The Berlin correspondent of the Stand-
ard says:

"Negotiations between Germany and the
Tnlted States regarding a compromise on
arbitration are proceeding snnoothly, all
the more so ns England seems Inclined to
eccept the result and Austria, Italy and
Russia have already declared themselves
ih Its favor."

TRAXSVAAL SITtATIOSIMPROVES.

Seial-Ofliclal Missions Aim to Ar-
range a Campromlse.

LONDON. June 25.?The final attitude of
Great Britain appears to have had the de-
sired effect on the Transvaal complica-
tions. The latest cablegrams from South
Africa talk of various semi-official mis-
sions for negotiations between Cape Town,
Bloemfonteln and Pretoria, u.ming to ar-
range a franchise compromise on a basis
of five or six years' past residence

President Kruger is represented ns
agreeable to some arrangement, but is
finding considerable difficulty In handling
his own conservative elemwits

In a reported interview he Is alleged to
have said, regarding the war rumors, that
mountains were being made nut of moll!
hills, and that he was firmly convinced
that yueen Victoria would never allow
"letting loose the dogs of war" ever South
Africa.

LONDON, June IS. The government of
the South African republic, according to
a dispatch to the Daily Mail from W-me, !s
ordering large quantities of rifles from
Italian firms for immediate shipment.
