The weather has been
aplendid, hut cold. The cold ix easily
enough borne I would rather spend a
winter here than in Seattle The ther-
mometer gets very low, bhut the alr i® per-
eotly still-not a leaf trembling in a week.

t s also perfectly dry. There ls about
a foot of snow on the ground.

“The river is open in many places, and
I= nowhere frogen more than three feet
on a level It gverflows, freezes up and
then breaks out again. There is an abund-
ance of fish ¥ we caught over fifty

raylings. But there has been no game

of timber here and spruce grows in for-
ests.  In dlameter the trees are from six
Inches to twenty-four and thirty inches,
and from seventy-five to 100 feet in height.

NEW CONPANY  FORMED.

ANACORTES FERTILIZER FACTORY
CHANGES HAXNDS,

Seattle and San Frameisco Mea the
Purchasers—They Will Enlarge
the Plant—In Experienced Hands
a Large Tra@e Ia mkbated.

Articles of incorporation were file¢ yes-
terday by J. Furth, George W. Dickinson,
E. 8. Neufelder and James 8. Goldsmith,
of Seattle, and Nicholas Ohlandt, Clarence
W. Coburn and Alexander F. Morrison, of
San Francisco, forming a company to be
known as the North American Fertilizing
and Fishery Company, with a capital of
$150,000, paid up.

“The object of the company,” said
James 8 Goldsmith last night, *'ig to take
the fertilizing and fish oil plant at Ana-
cortes and eniarge it so as to turn out
about 200,000 to 300,000 gallons of fish oil
and about 3,000 to 3,000 tons of fertilizing
material per annum.

‘“There {s absglutely no truth in the story
that a fertilizing trust is to be establiished
on this Coast or that we are galug to In-
vest a million and a haif in the business.
Our capital iz emtlr what; the articles of
incorporation state it to be. We ‘ntend
to run the plant on a business basis and
think we see a good profit ahead.

“Nor is it true,” continued Mr. Gold-
smith, ““that we have entered into any con-
tract for the sale of our output for ten
years or any other perfod. We are sure of
2 market for all our product, but have
made no contracts with anyone. Of
course, such a contract could be paid at
a price, but we will nrobably be in the
open market. In addition to the demand
on this Coast we expeot to establish a
trade with Japan and other Oriental coun-
tries, There will be no trouble in finding
a market for our produects.

“The company will probably start active
operations at Anacortes in enlarging, put-
ting in new machinery, etc., within the
next two weeks., Just when we will be
ready for business I cannot say, but it will
not be long. As to bu'lding other factories
that s a matter for the fumre."
