Though seasonably quieter in many lines
the strength of the pusiness sit-
uation remains apparently unabated and
the half year closes with the commercial
and financial community contemplating
very satisfactory returns in the recent
past and manifesting a tone of cheerlul
confidence regarding the outicok for the
last half of 156. In the volume of business
done, the first half of 1898 will certainly
rank higher than the best hitherto experi-
enced, and the notable rise in prices which
was such a feature of the spring, has
done much to reconcile traders to the ad-
mittedly small margins of profits, which

modern business operations tend toward
making permanent. Touching this matter,

it might be added that staple prices toGay
are in a majority of instances well above
quotations ruling for some years past, the
general level, in fact, being the highest
since early in 158 In some instances, of
course, notably in iron and steel, recent
advances have brought the l:)'el of prices
well above anything report since 1882,
t h it is to be remarked that much of
the busineas done in that industry this
spring was at oid levels, the most san-
guine observers in this line having failed
to accurately gauge the real proportions
of the late advances.

NEW RAILROAD  BUILOING.

Line From Weiser, Idaho, to the
Seven Devils Begion.

SHELBY GENERAL MANAGER.

Hie Is Here Looking for 500 Labor-
ers—Line Now Under Comstruction
for a Distamnce of 100 Miles—=Will
Push on to Bufialo Hump and
White Pine Sectien—Conmnects at
Weiser With Oregom Shert Lime.

The newspapers have been strangely &l-
lent about a new and important railway
line now under construction from Weiser,
Idaho, extending northward into the Seven
Devils copper region, and projected fur-
ther into the Buffalo Hump country and
the white pine region of Idaho.

The name of the company is the Pacific
& Idaho Northern. Its general manager is
P. P. Shelby, whose long experience as
general manager of the Montana Central
and afterward as vice president and gen-
eral manager of the Coast lines of the
Great Northern, with headquarters in this
city, has thoroughly equipped him for his
present position.

Since Mr. Shelby’'s retirement from the
Great Northern he has been living on an
extensive ranch at Parma, some thirty
miles from Weiser, where he has probably
the most diversified crop in the state of
Idaho. He has one field of alfalfa a mile
long, and iIn his possessions he includes
both a hop ranch and a fruit ranch. The
free, out-door life of the ranch seems to
have agreed with him, and as he s=at in
the lobby of the Butler yesterday he was
looking better by far than when he left
the confining office work and raiiroad
cares that used to tie him cown in the
Burke block,

“What am I doing now?” said he, “Why
I am going back to railroading again. 1
am general manager of the Pacific &
Idaho Northern road, which is now build-
ing from Weiser, Idaho, northward to the
Seven Devils copper region, a distance of
something more than 100 miles.

“Another road will go from Huntington
to the same region by following down the
Snake river, while our road goes up the
Weiser. The starting points of the two
roads are within twenty miles of each
other., It is a strange thing in the anat-
omy of nature, and one to which I think
attention has never been called in the
newspapers, to fiml two streams flowing
parallel to each other for a hundred miles,
yvet flowing in opposite directions.

“From the Seven Devils region it is our
purpose to carry the road on ints the Buf-
falo Hump couvntry and the white pine re-
gion of Idaho. We shall have agricul-
tural and timber traffic enough to support
the road, in addition to the mining ton-
nage.

“The object of my visit? Well, it ‘s a
very practical one. I am here looking for
men to work on the road. We want 500.
‘We have now about 400 to 500 at work, but
we want 500 more. Yes, the road will be
standard gauge, with sixty-five-pound steel
rails and steel bridges. The construction
and equipment will be first class. The lo-
comotives and rolling stock will be entirely
new. We are building now about one mile
of track per day.

“Our ra'lway connects at Welser wit
the Oregon Short Line. No, the people o
that combnany are not interested in our
company, though they have treated us well
as to facilities, etc., and will naturally look
upon our line as an important feeder. It
will open up an empire as large as the
state of Ohlo, with magnificent timber.
agricultural and mineral resources, now
lyving dormant on account of the lack of
railway transportation.

“It iz particularly well suited to home-
seekers. It is well watered and fertile, and
as good wheat can be raised there as in
the Palouse country, agd that, too, with-
out {irrigation. We figure that if one-half
of what is told of the copper mines is true
they will afford a great tonnage. and
the demand for copper is now so great as
to amply justify the opening up of a new
copper district,
