COPPER RIVER MINERS RETURN.
Roundly Denocunce the Country and
Criticeise Capt. Abercrombie.
Twenty-one Copper river miners return-
ed on the City of Topeka yesterday, and
there 18 not a man in the crowd kindly

disposed toward the country. With one

voice they condemn it as a gold producer.
And they unhesitatingly say that in no
land under the sun is the prospector met
with such hardships. *“I consider the Val-
des trail the worat trail in any country
of which mining history makes mention,
and that Valdes glacier is a veritable
deathtrap.” is the verdict of Dr. Leroy C.
Townsend, of Beaver, Pa., and the physi-
cian of the Keystone expedition which

sought the Copper river clime eighteen

months ago.

The scurvy-stricken miners of the Cop-
per river will ever have reason to hold
Dr. Townsend in grateful remembrance.
He was their ministering angel. Appalling
as is the death list, he, the survivors say,
saved scores of lives. He went into the
country to mine, but devoted his entire
time and attention to the sick, receiving
nothing in the way of remuneration save
the consciousness of having saved the
Hves of fellow men.

When the scurvy reached its height Dr.
Townsend established what is known as
the Copper Center hospital, and equipped
it with a regular corps of male nurses. To
this fnstitution the stricken miners from
a radius of many miles about Copper Cen-
ter were taken for treatment. As fast as
they recovered sufficiently to travel Dr.
Townsend sent them on to Valdes.

The men who returned on the Topeka
left Valdes June 25, taking the Excelsior
for Sitka and Juneau, where they caught
the Seattle steamer. They have no words
of commendation for Capt. Abercrombie,
U. 8. A, leader of the government's Cqp-
per river exploring expedition. Their prin-
cipal grievanoce took root in a circular no-
tice extensively posted at Valdes and vi-
cinity. In this the captain gave notice that
he would give all idle men employment at
the rate of §1 a day for thirty-five days,
thus enabling them to pay their steamer
fare back to the states, leaving each with
$ In cash, so they would not be ““amenable
to the vagrancy law,” as the captain is
sald to have worded his notice,

A. D. Smith, of Washington, is particu-
larly bitter agauinst Capt. Abercromble, and
R. V. Kirkham, a Montana man, says that
the captain is doing nothing in the way of
rendering real assistance to the Copper
river contingent. @mifh boldly declares
that & sawmll has been established with
government funds and that the lumber is
being sold for speculative purposes.

Capt. Abercrombie {s making poor prog-
ress with the trail he is constructing to
tha interor, according to Kirkham.
It is a case of blasting through rocks much
of the way, and Kirkham avers that not
over a mile of the highway had been com-
pleted when the Excelsior left. Dr. Town-
send, however, expreased the opinion that
Capt. Abercrombie would eventually suc-
ceed

About 30 miners remained {n the Copper
river district when the Excelsior left Val-
des. There is now no sickness to speak
of, the scurvy vietims having either re-
covered or left the country.

Renton Co-operative Mining Com-

HOLD A VERY LIVELY MEETING.,

Shareheolders Tura Out in Ferce
Frem Renten—Pass Resolutions
Amid Enthusiasm Which Effectu-
ally Preveat Amy Offier Being
Made—Repeort of Condition of the
Mine and Plans for the bluture.

Germania hall was the scene of a lively
meeting yesterday afternoon, when a large
number of the shareholders of the Renton
Co-operative Coal Company met to decide
whether a proposition made to them to
sell the property should be accepted.

By a vote the shareholders adopted a
set of resolutions, which ended, at least
for the time being, the proposition to sell.

The Renton Co-operative Coal Company
owns coal property in the town of Renton,
estimated to inciude about 880 acres of
land. The company was formed in 1885,
since which time it has been contributing
materially to the coal market of the Pa-
cific coast. |

According to a report of the secretary
its financial operations have been, in a
measure, successful. This report is to the
effect that the output of coal for the fiscal
year ending June 15, 1899, was 17,860 tons
more than last year, and that the floating
bonded indebtedness of the company has
been decreased $6.204 since June 15, 1898,
The sole object of yesterday’'s meeting was
to take action relative to the proposition
made by Griffith Davies to buy the prop-
erty, paying $125 per share for all stock
which had already been sold by the com-
pany, and to pay up all the indebtedness
of the company.

It is said that Mr. Davies represented
a syndicate of New York people. L. C.
Gilman was present as counsel for Mr.
Davies, and R. B. Albertson for the com-

pany. ’

About 300 shareholders and miners from
Renton were present. It is reported that
those who desire to buy the property did
not, in the first instance, make the offer
to the company through its officers, but
endeavored to secure control of stock held
by individuals.

This did not, it is said, meet with the
approval of those present at the meeting.
The first step thken by the shareholders,
when the meeting convened, was to pro-
hibit the voting by proxies. This, it is
sald by those who are after the property,
was the cause of the failure of the sale,
as the Renton shareholders, most of whom
were present, do not favor disposing of it.

A Set of Resolutions.

At yesterday’'s meeting things went
smoothly until the selling proposition was
made, when A. H. Howell, who has been
connected with the co-operative colony at
Port Angeles, rose and presented a set of
resolutions. There was a lively row, it is
sald, between the president of the company
and Mr. Howell, as to whether at a spe-
cial meeting, such as this was, they had
any authority to pass resolutions. A vote
showed that the Ipopular sentiment de-
manded the read na- of the resolutions.
They were read and adopted amid great
enthusiasm and applause. The resolutions
were as follows:

Whereas, The shareholders of the Renton Co-
operative Coal Company have been recently aroused
by an impending danger to their co-operative insti-
tution, and which strikes at the very life of their
company and the present means of livelihood to
that portion of the shareholders working at Renton,
cansed by certain efforts being put forth to pur-
chase, on the side, the majority of the stock in the
company, thus gaining control of the same and force
the balance to submission; and,

Whereas, A ber of sharehold
lots and acre tracts at high w::-

ve buildi thereon, ma ractically value-
to the h by the teansfer of this property
to a different kind of corporation; and,

Whereas, This kind of agitation must prove inju-
rions to the welfare of the company, it is desirable
that the shareholders place themselves on record as
to the character and nature of consideration that
the shareholders will give to a proposition .of pur-
chase, and thereby dispose of this question in the
future; therefore, be it

Resolved, That the shareholders of this company
disapprove and condemn any method or means of
securing control of the majority stock, or the ascen-
dency in this company for the purpose of changing
its character and the original intention of its or-
ganization as expressed in its articles of incorpora-
tion and by-laws %

Resolted, That the shareholders of this company
will only counsider a proposition to sell when it
comes in a definite and specific form to the presi-
dent of the company, through him to the trustees,
and then to the sharcholders, with s certificate of
deposit of one-tenth of the purchase price as a
guaranty that the intention of buying is in good
faith, and a notice of thirty days given to the
shareholders before coming together to deliberate
upon the proposition.

Resolved, That the propeosition of purchase must
include the property and improvements of the share-
holders, who, in good faith, bought from the com-
pany, and desire to sell, as well as the entire prop-
erty of the company

Shareholders Stand United.

Resolved. That until such an offer is received we
deem it absolutely necessary that the shareholders
stand unitediy as one man agatest any invasion of
their rights and deprivation of their property by any
person or persoms whomsoever, until the property is
disposed of in equite and fajmess to all parties
concerned, as expressed in these resolutions

Resolved, That in contingencies, which ariee in
all circumstances of life, that the company should
provide sufficient funds om hand to purchase the
stock of those desiring to sell at a fair and reason-

PRICES UNEXPECTEDLY HIGH.

Treasury Agent Garretsoa Talks of
Seattle’s Federal Bullding.

Peter 8. Garretson, of the treasury de-
partment, who was directeC by the head
of his department to recommend a site
for a postoffice site for Seattle, says that
the property values in this city are far
above what he expected. He was in San
Francisco recently, and while there sald
to a San Francisco Chronicle reporter:

“I am afra!d there will not be much left
out of the appropriation for the erection
of a buflding after a site Is purchased.
Seattle’s appropriation is $300,000. This
must pay for a site and the erection of a
three-story building of brick and stone.
The cheapest site offered was $90.000, and

*This ‘matter,” | Mr. Vanderlip said last
night, “was only an incident of my real
work, the object of my present travels be-
ing  to inspect the several assay_offices
and mints throughout the country.: One
result of my labors has been the reduction
of charges in these offices. 1 have made
some reductions in the assay office at
San Francisco and the same thing will
follow here. . ?

“There is no reason why the charges on
the Pacific coast should be more than in
the East for the same thing, and :t is the
purpose . of the department to make them
uniform in all the offices, the same in San
Francisco, Seattle and New York.

“With regard to the assay office here I
am glad to say that it has far exceeded our
expectations. Both in the amount of busi-
ness -t has done and in its general con-
duct we are more than satisfied and you’
may regard it as a permanent institation
of your city. It is doing. splendidly. and
serving a useful public function. Not long
béfore the establishment of the office here
one was also provided for Deadwood, but
it has been a disappointment. -Yours, on
.the other hand, is, as 1 hdave sald, more
than meeting our expectations. I have not
the least doubt that it will continue to do
so and that the office will constantly grow
in the volume of business done.

“My- particular mission here is to person-
ally inspect it and to provide for the re-
duction in charges which I have intimated.
This I will attend to during my stay here
tomorrow."” ¥

Mr. Vanderlip was in Seattle about ten
vears ago and this is his first visit since
then and he says he can scarcely believe it
is the same place.

“I took a walk after dinner,” he re-
marked, “and was perfectly astonished at
its growth and development. Not an old
landmark of ten years ago could I find.
All of them are wiped out and in their
places the signs and marks of a great city,
There ‘s nothing in the West to compare
with it. With its advantages and the grip
it has on the situation it ought to make

“thie Pacific ocean team with veéssels bear-
ing commerce to its doors. *If the govern-
ment can heélp you to better advantages in
shipbuilding, or in other ways for your
benefit, you ought ‘to see to it that your
wants are kndwn and pressed.

““The Northwest is no longer an unknown
quant'ty, but is recognized as a great sec-
tion of -the country that is rapidly coming
to the front. Its people, as well as those
of Seattle, should go to Washington and
ask for what they want.”

Speaking of the general conditions of the
country Mr. Vanderlip said: ‘““They are ex-
cellent; sound, active and  promising.
Everywhere business is prospering, money
is plenty and the cry of hard t'mes is pass-
ing away. As to politics there is not much
to say. I do not see now how anything
can prevent Mr. McKinley's renomination
and it looks almost as if not only his
nomination but- re-election will be by
acclamation. 1 was of this opinion before
leav'ng the East and my visit to the coast
has but confirmed it."

Mr. Vanderlip will spend today in Seat-
tle, devoting as much time as needed to an
inspection of the assay office. He will
leave in the evening for Helena, Mont.,
on a similar mission. -
