Local authorities, however, nlnt that
Morrissey has a nature too trusting, sim-
ple and confiding to deal with Seattle
lawyers and their clients, and criticise
h'm a great deal for not keeping a more
strict watch on Foye when the latter's
case via about to be decided.

JAP LABORERS WOISDED.

Montana Cowboys Raise Havoc With
Great Northern Section Men,

More trouble ha* broken out between the
Japanese laborers on the main line of the
Great Northern in Montana and the cow-
joys. with the result that during the past
ten days over twenty wounded and bruised
Japs have returned to Seattle with inju-
ries sufficient to prevent them from doing
manual labor for several weeks to come.
Of their number the returning ls>borera re-
port two were so seriously wounded tnat
after lingering several days they died,
and are buried alongside the roadbed of
the Great Northern only a few miles from
Havre, Mont.

The latest to arrive, was a foreman. Mat
Kanaski. who tel!.:. In fairly good Eng-
Flsh a disconnected sttny of the trouble.
Kunaski is suffering from a sprained arm,
while the skin on his face would seem to
have come through a heavy siege of small-
pox. so pitted Is it from bruise* and sores.
Yesterday Kanaski was trying to arrange
with one of the other roads for the trans-
portation of his fellow lalwers In Mon-
tana to some more peaceful neighborhood
not infested with broncho busters. The
trouble in Montana will result in much
inconvenience to the Great Northern, as It
is in need of the men, nearly all of whom
have quit work.

Accordln- to Kanaskl's story, for sev-
eral months past the Great Northern road
has been shipping large numbers of Jap-
anese laborers to various points along the
main line, nearly all being secured In Se-
attle-. Kanaski and his companions were
shippt-d to Havre about t*o months ago,

but hardly had they arrived before th<Mr
troubles began Montana being a strong
labor union *tate. contract tabor, as ail
Japanese and Chinese an- looked upon,
Is not received without concern. The first
night in Havre food was refused them
at the restaurant, The following morning,
however, they moved to different sections,
where for the first time in forty-eight
hours they tasted food.

The new gang had hardly been at work
a week when a white man rode up to the
spot where tljey were engaged and inform-
al them that unless they left off work and
departed for other fields at once a lynch-
ing bee would be Inaugurated. Acting up-
on the advice of *mte of the white over-
seers, no attention was }>ald to the warn-
ing. and all went well until two weeks
ago today.

The day was warm, and the lafMr*-ni
had just quit work for nonn lunch, seek-
ing a ahady spot In a narrow cut n»*r
where they were engaged. Five minute*
later i cro>wd of mounted cowboy* appear-
ed at one entrain-*- and with Ktm* smok-
ing prow*led to ride up the rut. There
were f»i<out fifteen horsemen. and at th«
outset the Japs prepared for battle. » The
Mwhoyo. .«\u25ba» Kannski states, proceeded at
a reckless pace up the cut. knocking the
unarmed Jap* from **de to side wltn the
butts cf their revolver*, and urging their
horse* over their pro*trnte form*. When
the sm*ke of the battle cl«»red awny It
was found that eleven Jap* wer* more or
|i«!i seriously injured. One a few day*
inter died, ar.d «lght a wwk agn were
!nought into Seattle on the Great Northern
overland and turned over to the care of
their friend*. Two of these were so badly
wounded that they were transported t»n
stretcher*.

On Sunday last the cowboy* ma«le an-

other raid on a gang twenty mile* went

<>f Havre. Several were Injure*! and have
been brought here.

Kanaskl. in ?p<»kintf about the matter
V,.«t nipht, waa most emphatic that Mon-
tana was no good. and declared if he
never got work in America he would not
ip« back there.
