Col. Scannel saya the present would be a
good time for the invasion, aa the troop#
of Canada are being sent away to take
part In the African war.

Talk of 100,000 Being EsroUci,
"It has been agitated for years," con-

tinued the colonel, "that Canada should
either be annexed to the United States
or should have an Independent govern-
ment of her own. The present African
war will, in my opinion, see the first break
In the British empire. With an army of
100,000 Irish Nationalists engaged In the
lnvarfon of Canada, It would make thing*
Interesting for the English government."

Referring to the Fenian Invasion of
Canada of ihany yeara ago, Col. Scannel
said that It was a failure because thero
were too many generals and colonels and
no discipline. This would not happen now,
he said, since the men are well organised

In their leaders.

Flv* Humdred Enrolled at BaCsls.
BUFFALO. N. Y. Deo. SC.?A special

from Dunkirk says: The Fenians are said
to be organising here for an invasion ot
Canada. A man known to have knowl-
edge of the conditions of Fenian affairs In
Dunkirk says this city has been called upon
to raise 600 men, to form a part of New
York's quota for the 126,000 good men that
are to be enrolled throughout the coun-
try.

CONSIGNED TO EARTH.

THOUSANDS PAT PARTING TRIB-
UTES TO DWIGHT L. MOODY.

Pnbllo Funeral Services of Simple

Character, Held at Korthfleld,

Mass., and New York?lnterment
Made la Round Top Cemetery.

BAST NORTHPFIELD, Mass., Dec. 2«?
Funeral services over the remains of
Dwlght L. Moody were held at the Con-
gregational church today before a large
audience. Men who for many years have
been connected with Mr. Moody's evangel-
istic work took part Rev. C. I. Schofleld,
D. D., officiated, assisted by Rev. A. A.
Torrey, of the Moody Bible Institute, Chi-
cago.

There were services at the residence
early in the day, only relatives and close
friends being present Dr. Schofleld read
the Scriptures and Mr. Torrey offered
prayer. When the family had withdrawn,
the remains, which had been allowed to
remain upon a leather couch, were placed
in a casket, which was of simple design,
black covered and opened at full length.

The casket was borne to the church on
an oblong, black-covered bier, by about
forty students from the Northfleld Insti-
tute. Before the bier was raised white
roses were sprinkled about the casket.
Dr. Schofleld and Mr. Torrey led the pro-
cession, while following the bier came the
honorary pall bearers, Ira D. Sankey and
George C. Stebblns, of Brooklyn; R. C.
Morse and D. W. McWilllams, of New
York: Rev. W. J. Hardman and Rev.
George C. Needham, of Philadelphia.

The bier was placed in front of the pul-
pit and the lid of the casket removed,
showing a spray of palm and Ivy extend-
ing from the feet to breast A large num-
ber of villagers and visitors then began
to file past the body. Mr. Moody's face
had every appearance of one enjoying
peaceful sleep. The body remained on view
in the church until 2 o'clock.

At the public funeral service the music
was rendered by a choir of 150 students.
An Invocation was followed by the Scrip-
ture lesson, read by Rev. A. L. Plerson,
of Brooklyn. Dr. Schofleld then delivered
the eulogy.

The Rev. Mr. Torrey followed Dr. Scho-
fleld. His eulogy was based on Mr.
Moody's life, exemplifying the grace of
God. Remarks were made by Rev. H. G.
Weston, of Crazier Theological seminary,
Chester, Pa.; the Rev. A. T. Plerson, of
Brooklyn; Bishop Mollalleu, of Boston,
and Rev. J. W. Chapman, of New York.

The body was then carried to the burial
place at Round Top. The chorus sang
"Jesus, Lover of My Soul," and after
prayer and benediction the casket was
lowered to its resting place.
