room was at a premium over by the in-
competent atove, which waa doing Its

best to furnish some warmth for the
occasion. But what the feeble fire box
tailed to supply was made ujp by warmth
of applause, which became quite enthusi-

astic and prolonged at time*. There
were also quite a number of people In
the balconle*. Here and there hat* with
* mass of millinery unpn them Indicated

the presence of ladles. Stenographers,
supposed to represent the railroads In-
terested In the controversy were present
taking down the speeches word by word.

Robert Abrams was chairman. Those
on the platform, in addition to the speak-
ers, were Dexter Horton and Qeorgc Kin-
near. In the course of his opening re-
marks Chairman Abrams -invited the
members of the city council present to
take seat* on the platform, the council
having adjourned It* regular session for
the special purpose of attending the mass
meeting. There was no response to the
Invitation. The chairman stated that the
meeting was not a political one In any

aen*e of the word, notwithstanding an
impression existed that It waa to be such.
"It 1* a meeting," said he, " 'for the peo-
ple. by the people and of the people.' We
have been very busy making lnqulrlea
about the Northern Pacific, and at the
proper time decided to call a meeting.

The time ha* arrived, and now the meet-
ing 1* your*. Tou must not expect three
old men like Mr. Klnnear, Dexter Horton
and myself to fight a corporation like
the Northern Pacific Railway Company,
but If you will back ua up we will do our
part."

Chairman Abrams stated that resolu-
tions had been prepared and E. C. Kin-
near, ascending the platform, read them
as follows:

Reading of Resolutions.
"Whereas. The Northern Pacific Rail-

way Company has recently acquired the
ownership and control of all that part
of the water front of the city of Seattle
extending from a point 110 feet north
of Washington street to University street,
with the exception of about one block,
and has also acquired the ownership and
control of the property between Western
?venue and Railroad avenue from Tester
?venue to University street; and,

"Whereas, In addition to what is known
fta the 'mosquito fleet,' consisting of about
thirty-five vessels, which makes Its home
mostly on this part of the water front,
there 1s accommodated vrfthin this same
space annually about TtS other steam
and sailing vessels that bring to and

Bfrom this port every year an aggro*
"of not less than 1,500.000 tons of
ht, as well as a large number of

passengers; and,
"Whereas, The Northern Pacific Rail-

way Company 1b proposing to devote thl«
entire space to the purpose of passenger
and freight depots, with a multiplicityof
additional tracks, switches, freight sheds.
freight yards, coal bunkers, etc.; and,
/"Whereas, The Northern Paclflc Rall-

"

Company, In order to carry out this
purpose, has caused to be introduced in
the city council several ordinances (now

ending) granting to said company cer-
ln new and additional trackage fran-

chises on and over the public streets of

(the ctty, as well as for the vacation of
Western avenue and Marlon, Spring and
Seneca streets, for the use of said railway
company; and,

"Whereas. The passage and approval of
\u25a0aid ordinances, or any of them, would
be a great outrage upon the people of the
city of Seattle, enabling the Northern
Pacific Railway Company to monopolize
or destroy at will the. best part of oui
harbor for general use, obstructing our
sea-going commerce and making our
water front, as a place of business, dan-
gerous to life and property; and,

"Whereas, No surface crossings by on*
railway or another railway, wagonway
or footway should ever be permitted
when the same can possibly be avoided;
now, therefore, be It

"Resolved by the people of Seattle In
mass convention assembled, that said or-
dinances, and each and all of them, should
be promptly and forever defeated, and
we hereby pledge ourselves to the us*
of all" honorable means to accomplish
that result.

"Resolved, further. That we recognize
In the Northern Pacific Railwav Company
an old, bitter, malignant and uncom-
promising enemy whose most strenuous
efforts for the past twenty-six vears have
been put forth to cripple and destroy our
city and build up a rival city of its own,
almost the entire water front of which
rival It still owns and controls; that no
hostile move of the Northern Pacific Rail
way Company in the past has been so
full of danger to the welfare of this
city ns this bold and bare-faced attempt
to get the city Itself to turn over to the
Northern Pacific Railway Company the
absolute control of the chief and central
gateway of the city's sea-going com-
merce. namely, the wharves and the
streets leading to the wharves. In tlie
commercial heart of the city; and be II
further

"Resolved, That the chairman of thl»
meeting be and he hereby is directed fo
present a copy of these resolutions to the
city council."

Then while the resolutions were before
the house the speeches were iflade.

City Cojinrllmen Present.
Judge J. J. McOllvra spoke first. He said

he felt, along with the citizens of Seattle,
very much gratified that the city council
had adjourned to come to the meeting. Con-
tinuing he said In part:

"A foreign corporation never distinguish-
ed for its friendliness to Seattle has ac-
quired nearly 1,600 feet of the water front,
with the exception of a single block, in all
ten blocks, or about fifteen acres in area.
This property has been surreptitiously pur-
chased. Very few of the busings* men
knew that such purchases were being made
Now the Northern Pacific has come before
the council with five different ordinances ill
\u25a0which they nsk the vacation of Western
avenue for depot purposes, the vacation of
tJnlon, Spring and Seneca streets and for
the privilege of laying five other tracks.

"We think there are strong and coger.t
objections to these ordinances and that notone of them Should pass. This property
comprises almost all the available passage
ways to and from our harbor, and is i« the
heart of the city. "

"We have In Beattle a mosquito fleet
which make its home In this water front,
and though called the mosquito fleet, some
of the boats are very large. Including the
City of Topeka, Cottafte City and North
Pacific, etc. We have 728 vessels running
into this port In this mosquito fleet, aio
steamers and 168 sailing vessels, which
handle annually 8.067.564 tons of freight, to
nay nothing of the passengers. The num-
ber of engines that pass Columbia street
dally Is sixty; passenger coaches, flfty-two;
freight cars. 14S: vehicles, 431, and In one
year over 1,000,000 foot passengers."

Traffic Across Certain Streets.
Judge McOllvra gave similar estimates

for Marlon and Madison streets which were,
as a wtjolo. considerable In excess of the
traffic and travel on Columbia.

'?HCtoa vault tbis traffic be," be asked.

"with Ave additional track* on th***vacat-
ed streets?vacated, not for the ben wit of
th* people of Seattle but for tha Northern
Pacific Railway Company. Another tnlng
that haa been paraded before tha people Is
tha amount of money that la to be apent
on thaaa depots-about $400,000, I believe?aaIncreasing the taxable property of the olty.
I propose to ahow that tha olty will be
greatly damaged."

The Judge then went Into figures and the
future. In which he stated that thla prop-
erty proposed to be vacated would be oc-
cupied with manufactories, Just aa certain
portlona of the water front now arc. and
theae valuea would appreciate and be much
greater than Ifoccupied for depot pui-pose*.
He said the loaa to the city would be In
this particular over U.500,000. and that auch
Improvements aa coal bunkers, etc., would
depreciate the value of surrounding prop-
erty. There ahould In all be charged up
against tha railroad company a loss to the
city of more than (3,000,000.

"Theae are facta that cannot be dlaputed
and which you can all underatand. Another
thing la tha death trapa that would ba
created by this proposition?that la, surfacecrowing. One thing must come In the fu-
ture, the railroad tracks must be elevated,"
or tha tracks should be brought In as far
as Post street so that the streets can be
carried over them. The time has come
when Seattle la not subleet to the dictation
of any corporation. (Applause.)

Northern Pacific Shipping.
"Haa the Northern Pacific any shipping

that la required to come here? Their ship-
ping goes and comes twenty-four miles
from here?from Tacoma?and Is not per-
mitted to make Seattle even a way atatlon.
(Laughter and applause.) Why, then, do
they want this water front? It la for one
of two reasons: It la either to throttle the
commerce of the city of Seattle or to lay
It under tribute t In a city of thirty-five
aquare mliea It Is very strange that there
is only one place to erect a depot, and that
In the very heart of the city. The place
for the depota la on the tide flats aouth of
King street, and the first railroad in Seat-
tle. the Seattle ft Walla Walla railroad,
had Itß depot there, and the Northern Pa-

The Northern Paoiflc actually alio triad to
?Ida track u* entirely by surveying a line
on the other aide of Lake Washington.
Property on tha water front will depreciate
In value If theae plana of the Northern Pa-
cific are carried out. And where are the
C., H. A Q. and other railroad* that are
coming thla way golnrf to go If this water
front la given to the Northern Pacific.

"Thla matter can't help becoming a poli-
tical queatlon," he Raid. "The Republican
party control* the city of Seattle, end If
tbli thing goe* through the Republican
party will be responsible for It, and I am
not afraid of Republican voters on thla
question either."

Mr. White's speech waa frequently punc-
tured with loud applause and frequent
laughter.

Who Will Be Oom Paul?
R. H. Lindsay said:
"The affairs of the city ahould be'handled

for tha Interests of the city and not for
Individuals or corporations. (Applause.) It
requires no stretch to the Imagination to
aee that the Northern Pacific Is an enemy
of Seattle and has been for many years?-
this corporation which has insidiously
bought up valuable property and Interject-
ed Itself upon thla city. It'ls for the pur-
pose of benefiting itself and Injuring ua.
Ia there a citizen In Seattle today who
doea not wish that soma Oom Paul ahould
rise In the midst of a liberty-loving people
and say. 'remove your troops or we shall
take It as a declaration of war.' (Long ap-
plause.) Which one of you, gentlemen ol
the city cefuncll, who may be here will be
Oom Paul? (Applause.) I say build your
depot, gentlemen, but do not take up any of
the Street*." (Applause.)

Judge Jacobs said In part:
"Would it be politic or expedient to grant

the vacation of these streets to the North-
ern Pacific on the water front? I for one
bellevo not. Why should not the Great
Northern and other roada have the same
privilege? By this grant we would have
the water front hermetically sealed. When
the ram's horn was asked by a certain
railroad company, and when at a great
mass meeting I got up to state my oppo-
sition, I heard cat-call* and hisses, and
that was one speech, Mr. Chairman, that

Mast Submit Proposed Charter

Amendment or Explain Why.

MATTER TAKEN INTO OOURT.

Petitioners Allege That 1.980 Quali-
fied Voters of Seattle Have Beea

A. 3. Wells and J. W. Godwin, repre-
senting the committee of 100, yesterday
commenced another mandamus suit
against the city council to compel that
body to submit a proposed charter
amendment to the people. In this *ult
It I* sought to compel the aubmlsslon of
the so-called "Initiative and referendum"
amendment. Action was brought Satur-
day to compel the council to submit the
propoaed municipal ownership amend-
ment.

The second'mandairtus suit wa* brought
before Judge Moore, who granted an al-
ternative writ of mandamus, and made It
returnable at 9:80 o'clock Thursday morn-
ing, at which time the municipal owner-
ship mandamus case la also set for hear-
ing.
It Is stated in the complaint that the

clfic itself, after it absorbed the Seattle &

Walla Walla railroad, had its depot there
for many years.
Where Great Northern Comes In.

"Now, the Great Northern railroad has
very little, if anything, to do with this
meeting, and I am not pitting one road
against another. The Northern Pacific
has not erected anything in this city. The
Great Northern has platted the tide flats
for terminal facilities. Its purpose Is- to
erect depots on the tide flats south of
King street, and the Great Northern has
offered to divide Its holdings there with
the Northern Pacific at cost if it would put
its depots there. (Applause.) With the
present plans carried out, the Northern
Pacific would have a monopoly of the wat-
er front. On the other hand, J. J. Hill, a
man who has spent millions of dollars In
Seattle, brought here an Oriental steam-
ship line and built a railroad across the
continent without a subsidy (applause), Is
entitled to some credit for honesty of pur-
pose. (Applause.) It would be a- very sen-
sible thing for the council to do to submit
this question to the people at the coming
biennial election to be held Just seventy
days from toduy."

Critical Period Pace* Seattle,

dried up within me. I never got a chance
to deliver it. The council made the grant
and the people of Seattle sold their birth-
right for a mess of pottage?not potash.
Brother White. (daughter.) But the su-
preme court subsequently, when the grant
was contested, and I. hud gone on record
as against It, said I was the only sober
man In the city of Seattle. You seal up
the water front and you present a com-
mercial absurdltly to a city of 250.000 peo-
ple. as this city will be In a few years."
(Applause.)

proposition for the amendment was given
to the city clerk, who. In turn, presented
It to Corporation Counsel Humphrey. The
latter rendered an opinion, holding the
proposed amendment Illegal. He said in
part:

Judge Kpier said:
"Seattle and her possibilities of trade

have attracted the attention of the entire
civilized world In the last two or three
years.

"The clear intent of this proposed
amendment is that if 15 or 20 per cent, of
the qualified voters petition the city coun-
cil any question, however important or
trivial, shall be submitted to the people
for their approval or rejection at a gen-
eral or special and if approved
by a majority, shall be, by the council,
enacted Into law.

"The Northern Pacific was as quick to
see this as anybody. She came here. But
how did she come? I do not think, I do
not suppose, that there is one member of
this city council who would vote to place
all the present and future commerce of Se-
attle and Elliott bay in the hands of the
Northern Pacific, or any other single cor-
poration. If a vote were taken here to-
night, I do not think there would lie two
votes for the ordinances asked for by the
Northern racific."

"This amendment would abolish /he leg-
islative body of our city government, or
at least deprive It of all discretion, and
its acts would be ministerial alone. Such
an amendment would be In direct conflict
with the laws of our state. I do not be-
lieve changes In our system of govern-
ment so radical and fundamental can be
Inaugurated by amendment to the city
charter. I am of the opinion that this
amendment is not legal."

The proposition with opinion attached
was then circulated In the city for signa-
tures and 1,950 supposedly qualified voters
signed. The .petition was placed before
the council, and according to the com-
plaint this body refused to consider It.

It is contended that unless this amend-
ment is submitted at the election the will
of 1,950 voters will be thwarted and that
they will ne Irreparably injured.

Owing to the charter provision requiring
the city council to submit the amend-
ment at least sixty days prior to the next
general election, and requiring it to be
published, an emergency exists, according
to the complaint, which made It impossi-
ble to give notice of the application for
mandamus, and if notice Is given the writ,
in case one should be Issued, would be of
no avail. The alleged necessity for the
immediate issuance of the writ was
urged.

Hon. W. H. White, being called upon,
said in part:

This finished the speechmaklng. The
resolutions were adopted by an almost
unanimous rising vote.

"I have lived In Seattle twenty-nine
years. In that time there have lieen two
critical periods In the history of the city,
and we are facing the third one now. It
is proper for us to look into the Northern
Pacific's treatment of the people of this
state. It ha 3 changed its skin several
times, and to me it's the same old rattle-
snake It has always been. It Is under-
stood that the men at the head of that
corporation are now the old defunct Ta-
coma Land Company, and hope to enrich
themselves.

The petition to the city council against
the ordinances, which has heen published
by the Post-lntelllgencer, was read and
circulated among the audience. It receiv-
ed about 300 signatures. By unanimous
standing vote, the audience agreed to con-
tinue the same committee and to stand by
it, and then the meeting adjourned.

"At North Yakima the railroad company
refused to put the depot where the people,
the pioneers, had built their homes, and
destroyed the value of the property of the
original town. Northern Pacific people
bought up the land on Commencement bay
at a nominal price, deflected the railroad
there, nnd made Tacoma the terminus,
when Elliott bay had been first selected.
The people of this community went to
them and ofTered them half the water
front to come here. But no! The heart
of this people was nearly broken. What
did this people do? They began to oulld
a road for themselves to the wheat
fields of Eastern Washington. Now
this railroad company comes here and
asks for vacation of streets right in
the heart of the city. It practically va-
cates the distance from Yesler avenua
to University street. If Seattle had at first
been made the terminus of the Northern
Pacific railroad, she would today be a
city of 300.000 people, Instead of 80.000 and
Tacoma 40.000. The road between this city
and Tacoma was actually built and al-
lowed to rust and remain Idle for years
before a car was run over It, through fear
of building up this city."

TO AMEND CITY CHARTEB.
Proposed to Doable Mayor'* Salary

and Increase Those of Comp-
troller and City Conncllmen.

Resolutions contemplating the submission
to the people of charter amendments In-
creasing the salaries of the mayor, thecity comptroller and the members of the
city council were Introduced at last night's
meeting of the council. The resolutions
were Introduced by Councilman Castleman
and referred to the committee on charter
amendmentsi

Under the proposed amendments the sal-
ary of the mayor will be Increased from
J1.500 to $3,000 annually, payable monthly
It Is also proposed to increase the salary
of the comptroller from *2,000 to (2,500 an-
nually, payable monthly.

The amendment provides that members of
the city council shall be paid annual ulary
of *f«00, the s>ame to be paid In monthly
installments. It also provides that In caseuny councilman absents himself from any
regular meeting of the council the sum of
flO shall by deducted trom tola At

Contractors oa the Magraolls Blnfl
Army Post Ready to Turn Over

Unless some unexpected clrcumatance

should prevent It, Nlchol* St Crothera, the
contractors on the army poet building*
at Magnolia bluff will turn over seven of
the new buildings to Constructing Quarter-
master Robinson. About ten days ago
Capt. Robinson Inspected the buildings that
have been completed, and found that some
small changes and alterations were neces-
sary. These have been made by the con-
tractors.

The original contract of Nlchola te
Crothers amounted to (82,000. This Includ-
ed the erection of officers' quarters, quar-
termaster and commissary storehouses and
barracks. These buildings have been com-
pleted, but the contractors are now en-
gaged In building a hospital building and
several other structures for the post, on
a later contract.

ATTACHMENT BRINGS TROUBLE.

Two Damage Salts Filed Agslait
Leo Schwtbacher.

Damage suits aggregating IA.000 were filed
In the superior court yesterday afternoon
against Leo Stfhwabacher. The trouble
hinges on an attachment Schwabacher Is
alleged to have made on 1200 worth of wire
cable owned by Robb & Swan, contractors
on the Cedar river water pipe line.

Robb & Swan say that they had a good
reputation and stood well as a business
Arm. but that Schwabacher maliciously and
without cause persuaded Justice Swingle,
of Arthur precinct, to docket and Issue
process against them. Their wire was at-
tached. with the result that their business
was injured, and the report spread that
they were insolvent. They ask for 92,000
damages, and $175 to requite them for ex-
penses In connection with the suit.

Robb brings a separate action against
Schwabacher for $1,600 damages.
