Prof. Ls<le>, a German Geologist,

Whose Hone la la the Stat* of

Vstklsgtes, Makes a Remarka-

bly Rich Find Near Fort George,

?a ike Upper Fraaer River, While

Gathering; Conifers of Doaglas Fir

The search for the sources of the rich
placers of the Fraser river, like that for
tha lost rocker of more northern mining

fields, has long been a popular pursuit of
tha prospectors of the province. Hitherto
all these efforts have been In vain, but

this fall explorations have been conduct-
ed by a German geologist In the Cariboo

district Which lead to the belief that the
??mother lode" has at last been found.

The discoveries upon which this belief
Is founded are the result of explorations

made by K. Ludloff, who. after a lifetime
?pent In prospecting and In mining, Is now
engaged In the employ of an association
of Baltic (Russian) noblemen who are
anxious to replant their forests from the
seeds of trees indigenous to British Co-
lumbia. In accordance with these-ksstruc-
tlons he has collected a large number of
conifers, principally of the Douglas flr,
and while thus engaged came upon min-

eral deposits which, to use his own words,
"belong to the most important In the
world's records."

Character of the Deposits.

FACTS ABOUT THE LB ROI.

Nearly Fonr Million Dollars Invested
In the Property.

During the past year the Le Rol mine
was closed down for the whole of one
month?February. For the remaining elev-
en monthß the estimated output was 93.337
tons, a monthly output of 9.455 tons, giving
an estimated average return of about
$1,300,000, or clo«e on a million and a half,
for the eleven months.

REPUBLIC, Jan. 9.?Superintendent Gra-

ham, of the Old Glory mine, located on
Klondike hill, reports the tunnel now in
thirty-five feet, and there are already evi-
dences that the vein is near at hand. Sev-
eral small stringers and bunches of quartz
have been cut, which look very favorable.
The vein Is directly on top of the mount-
ain.

There was no positive incident in the day's busi-
ness even for the beare to base their operations on.
Their conclusion was rather a negative one as to
the chances of a favorable change from the present
depressing influence For the present it is obvious
that capital has no inclination to move in to
stocks, and it is noticeable that the investment ab-
sorption was a feature of the market during the last
week in December and which continued into the
first week in January has. to all intents and pur-
poses, ceased at the present level of prices. A.
aeries of encouraging events has afforded a pretty
go<>d test of speculative sentiment by being to-
tally ignored. There have beeu new entries into the
ranks of dividend-paying stocks, and increases in the
dividend rates of established dividend payers.

The money situation has ceased to cause anxiety,
owing to the return flow from domestic centers and
the cessation of the drain on the subtreasury. Money
markets abroad have come through the crisis of the
yearly settlements and are steadily working towards
ease, so that the drawing of gold from New York
is now believed to have ceased, at least for the time
being. Far-reaching accomplishments towards har-
monizing great railroad systems have been announc-
ed. and disastrous trade wars have been patched
up. according to all appearances. The small effect
produced by all thc*e important developments is
cited by the bear element as indicating small hopes

for any advance in prices.

There was* a small opening advance in stocks in
opposition to the heaviness in London and in sym-
pathy with strength in Sugar and Brooklyn Transit.
