tion are Aslaties—Chinese and Japanese
With the passage of thig bill, the Chinese
will be excluded and the Importation of
Japanese contract laborers prohibited
Neither the Chinese nor Japanese have
political powers and were not eligible to
citizenship under the republic of Hawail,
nefther could they obtaln homestead |
rights. The Chinese have come to Ha- |
wall Intending to return to thelr native |
Jand wheh possessed of what to them 18 a
compéetence. The Japanese largely have
the same purpose.

Qualities of the People.

The Portuguese will furnish a part of the
citizenship of Hawall. They are orderly,
peaceable, Intelligent and industrious. The
native Hawallans will furnish also a part
of the citizenship. They are Industrious,
peaceable and generous people. The free
schoel, free church, free press and man-
hood suffrage have marked their prog-
resy. The government of the islands has
shown the same progressive development
All the younger Hawnallans speak, read
and write the English language. But, per-
haps, the chief consideration as to the fit-
ness of the Hawallan people for a terri-
torial government is that the dominant
clasn, both in polltice and business, is
American. The government and policy of
Hawall will be ghaped in aceordance with
American ideals Amsociated with the
Americans in Hawall are the English and
Germans, and it seems certain that the
chief Hawailan immigration in the future
will be from America and Western Fu-
rope,

Who Are Citizens?

The persons who were citizens of the
republie of Hawall on August 12, 1868, are
defined in article 17 of the constitution of
Hawall.

“Article 17~ All persons horn or natural-
fzed In the Hawallan islands and subject
to the ]nﬂud(»nnn of the republic are cfti-
JBens th A

This Inchudes all who were subjects under
the monarchy and all who became cftizens
of the republic.

Disqualifications Stricken Out.

SAYS:

“Gen. Buller always thought it impossi-
hle to hold the triangle of Natal north of
the Tugela, but the initial mistake was
made owing to the miscaleulations of the
Boer strength and the fact that millions
worth of stores had been collected at
Ladysmith. From the first he regarded
the rellef of Ladysmith as a forlorn hope.
He did not feel justified in ordering a sub-
ordinate to perform such a doubtful task.

““The absence of good maps has cost
much blood. An attempt to thrust the en-
emy back from Brakfontein or Doorn
kloof would have cost 3,000 men, and since
at Jeast two brigades must keep the door
open behind us, too few would have re-
mained to force the way to Ladysmith.
Moreover, Gen. Buller remembers his
army is the only army for the defense of
the rest of Natal. Therefore, 'he decided
to withdraw and try elsewhere,

“Another flerce attempt wiil be made to
force the Tugela. Great Britain must
realize the ugly fact that the rellef of
Ladysmith would strain an army of 50,000
and that 1000 men would not be too
many. The country, therefore, must be
prepared for a heavy loss, and perhaps
for disappointment

“Remembering that 2donsiderations of
hono®*. more than policy, demand cease-
lesg effort 1o relieve Ladysmith, the whole
army, despite disappointments and re-
treat, regards Gen. Buller with sympathy
and {rust such as are seldom seen even
in fortunate cirecumstances.

“The security of Southern Natal is our
important consideration. The necessity of
obtaining control of Delagoa bay is very
apparent. The ingress of foreigners and
war materlal is ceaseless. Surely, a set-
tiement with Portugal would be only a
question of money."”
