OvVING to the announcement by Coun-
cilman McArdle that he would run as
an Independent candidate*for council-

man from the First ward, there is every
prospect that the approaching contest will
be one of the most interesting to be rec-
orded of the "Flghtln' First."

Mr. McArdle's arch enemy In politics
In the First IK BOBS Way. He claims that
th* First ward bona «leprlved him of the
nomination for councilman from the First
In the Democratic city convention Inst
week, and in support of this there is no
lark of evident# to show that Mr. Way
and his henchman, by Invading the con-
vention and causing a fight in the First
ward delegation, succeeded In drfoatln*;
Mr McArdle.

However, the fluht between Mr. Mc-
Ardle and Mr. Way dates back farthe\-
than the late Democratic city convention.
In the summer of IHW Mr. McArdle an-
nounced himself a candidate for the fusion
nomination for the lower house of the
legislature. lie claim* that this announce-
menr win made after consultation with
Mr Way, whom, he asserts. agreed not to
oppose him.

Mr. McArdle was defeated for the nom-
ination by Mr. Way and hi* frfends. James
«'onway was named by the Way faction.
Mr McArdle. however, had hi* redress,
which he proceeded to take out l»y fighting
Mr. Way. who wan a candidate for the
state senate. Mr. Way w:»s defeated.

There Is no doubt, his friends say, that
Mr. McArdle would have been renominate!
In the Democratic convention, had It not
been for Mr. Way's influence, which is
r«*«pnyiHlhl* for the nomination of Way's

friend. Mr. Navln. He ha*, therefore, de-
termined tur run Independently for coun-
cilman and ha*. It Is claimed by his
friend*, the support of enough voters in
the Fli«<t ward who .ire opposed to th»
Way reKlm** to Insure his election.

Mr McArdle raised in New York,
educated In tliei common schools of that
state, and removed, when a young man. to
Minnesota. He was elected a member of
the legislature of Minnesota in !***>. In MS"
tie wus elected a member of the city coun-
cil of Minneapolis serving three years.

At the expiration of his term he came
to Seattle, and was fleeted a member of
the leginiature of JW>. In ISJHI he was elect-
ed councUman, and ha* served four yeat*
In the rity s legls lative body. He f* a
Democrat.

The argument in what Is known a* the
"street, railway franchise case," wherein
ex-Mayor Wood and other* are seeking to

enjoin the city council from pasting an

ordinance granting « th'rty-flve-year fran-
chise, wa* finished in the equity depart-
ment of the superior court last ?veiling
Judge Moor* took the case under vi/la-
ment, promising a decision in a day or
to.

The argument yesterday was addresved
mainly to the question of whether ex-
Mayor Wood** complaint on it* face, as-
turned to be true, stated a case entitling
him to a temporary injunction. If the ourt

holds In favor of Mr Wood, it will then
proceed to consider the answer of the city
council and others, and the affidavit* filed
by the defendant, which deny many of the
allegations in the original complaint.

When the case came up yesterday it
stood as follows The defendants had
demurred to the complaint, and the plain-
tiffs had demurred to the affirmative r.n-
*wer of the defendants. From this con-
dition of things the argument taken c«s «

whole covered much ground, and involved
much that was of Importance. Ex-Mayor
Ronald. Jay <\ Allen and Alfred Battle
argued for ex-Mayor Wood's slle of th*
case, while ex-Corporation Counsel Don-
worth and John R Howe represent »1 the
opposition.

It was intended by those who eek to
enjoin the council that the provisions of
the city charter have not been followed
They objected to the provision allowing

thirty days In which to accept the fran-
chise. arguing that because in street im-
provement matters, etc.. parties must exe-
cute a contract within tsn days after t.ie
acceptance of their bid by the city. Mr.
Alien spoke vigorously on the monopoly
feature. He said the ordinance wis void
because it created one of the most gigantic

monopolies known. In opposition *o the
state constitution*^

\ot Pnhllnhed In Fnll.
It was further argued that the franchise

had not been published ten days as re-
quired by the charter. In this connec-
tion it was pointed out that what was
published did not cover the ground, a*
material points were left blank In this
way. it wa* said, the people were left In
Ignorance of matters on which they de-
sired to be Informed. "There Is uotnlng

said about the jier rent, the city is to re-
ceive." sild Mr. Allen. "If It was a cer-
tain per cent, a taxpayer might think well
of the proposition: but If It was another
he might conclude It was bad legisla-
tion.

"This ordinance Is Invalid because ft
Is an extension of existing franchises. If
this ordinance is not Invalid we might as
well burn the city charter, and go it
blind." In closing Mr. Allen contended
that a court of equity had the right to
interfere when legislative bodies \u25a0?xcecd
their powers.

Tn the course of their argument Mr. Don-
worth and Mr Howe called attention ro
the alleged fact that the plaintiffs were
determined to find fault with the procedure
in connection with the ordinance, no mat-

ter what it was. and said thet wh«n It
?ime to telling what should have been
done got into great confusion among them-
selves Mr. Allen in one part of his argu-
ment* said that the ordinance could not
be passed within thirty days after the
acceptance of the bid. nud in another
argued that the successful bidder must
accept the ordinance within ten days after
the council accented the bid. This would
require the grantee 10 accept the ordinance
twenty days before it was passed.

it was also shown that the uniform
course of procedure since the adoption of
the charter had been the same a* that pur-
sued in this case A number of cas» s were
cited, holding that where a law had been
uniformly construed one way by of fl-
eers charged wltH its execution, the codrts
would adopt that construction as correct,
unless It was plainly erroneous

Mr. Don worth asked If the Yesler way
tracks were to l>e torn tip because the char-
ter provisions might have Seen construed
in a different way from the construction
adopted, when it was apparent that the
construction was as reasonable at any that
could he proposed.

A Sew Franchise.
The proposed franchise was not an ex-

tension of any existing franchise, hut was
a new and independent one. under which
the highest bidder, whoever he is. to whom
the ? ouncil may award the franchise,
might construct, maintain and operste the
enilre system called for by the franchise,
without owning or using any of the ex-
isting tracks There was nothing to pre-
vent any person who should acqutra tha
franchise from hulldlnf and operating en.
tirely new line*.

The present

were not exchisive, but if the plaintiffs

were right in their contention*, the fran
t hlaes would become excluaive because the
plaintiffs were denying the right of the
council t« grant any other franchise*. In
fait if the plaintiffs were rlghf. Ii meaait

thut the court was to ignore the pro\talons
of the charier and ordinances* declaring
that existing franchises were not exciu-
slve.

interfered with city councils by temporary
injunctions in advance of a final hearing

of a suit, unless it was shown that Irre-
parable injury would follow If the injunc-

tion was withheld. In this case, it was
urged, no damages would bo lone the
plaintiffs in any view of the matter by

allowing the council to proceed with the
enactment of the ordinance. The plain-
tiffs would be In Just as good a position
if they brought suit later to prevent the
carrying out of the ordinance.

By adopting such a course the council
will be allowed to pass the ordinance, and
its validity may be passed upon by the
supreipe court before anything Is done un-
der It. If an Injunction is granted, the
council will be paralyzed and can go no
farther.
