E.B.CONNORS,OF THE OREGON.

Sent From the Famous Battleship Up

the Oruni River—There Taken by |

the Filipinos, and for Four
Months Held a Prisomer With
Other Americans—Writes Home

an Account of His Experiences.

It lias just been learned that a Seattle
man was among the party of Lieut. Gill-
more, which has recently returned to Ma-
nila after several months’ Imprisonment
and terrible hardship among the FlLipinos.
It was Edward Burke Connors, son of Mr.
and Mrs, J, W, Connors, of %9 Cherry
street, \uun,: Connors is a marine on the
battleship Oregon. He started his naval
work on the training ship Enterprise, at
Charlestown, Mass, and after serving on
her for a time, joined the Oregon at the
Procklyn navy yard in Deceraber, 1808, He
1% I8 vears old, and was born in Wailtham,

Masx. y

The marine has written a long letter un-
der date of January 6 to his parents, In
which he describes the incidents of his
four months' imprisonment among the Fil-
fpinos. He was with the party that steam-
ed up the Orant river, leaving Manila Sep-
tember 17 of last year.
the water suddenly merged Into shoal, and
the captain gave orders to go astern at
full speed; but the engineer misunderstood
the signal, and ran ahead, shoving the
craft onto a sand bar,

Scores of Insurgents were in the woods,
and in the afternoon opened fire on the
boat. “We manned the guns, and ntood
the Insurgents oft for over an hour,” pro-
ceads the letter; “but at the end of that
time two of our gung had played out, and
two of our men had been wounded. The
captailn was aft, working the Nordenfeldt

un, and I was not three feet away, load-

ng hoppers, when he dropped like a log.
1 carried him into the gangway and wash-
ed the p.acs‘n his @lde where he had
Leen hit.”

The crew was then given orders to leave
the ship in the small ts. Four men and
the captain took the only boat and pushel
off, giving the others, fneluding Connors,
orders to destroy the guns and make the
other side of the river by swimming. The
four men in the boat were killed by the
¥lipinos, and the captain dled on the way
across the river, Connors and his com-
rades were met midway by canoes of the
fnsurgents and taken prlnonenv

““As soon as we landed,” proceeds the
letter, “we were tled up, and should have
been boloed had not ap officer who had
more humanity than the others protested,
and stopped the angry mob of soldiers, We
were then marched to the town of Orani,
where we were kept for the night. Then
we were fed, given a dollar, and started
for the insurgent caplital, called Tarlac, On
the way we were kept at Porac for eight
du . After remaining at Tarlac two and

alf days we weora sent to San Carlos,
vh«-r« we were kept four days, receiving
the hest of treatment.

YAt the end of that tima twenty-four
more American prisoners were brought in,
and the governor of the province, thinking
he had too many to keep In one town, de-
edded to divide us into bodies of four and
distribute us among different towns in the
provinee. Three of us Belackets and a
puldier were sent to Binalonan, where we
arrived November 23, and were kept ten

A YOON- DISPATCH BOAT

PLACED AT THE SER-
RANDALL.

DUCHESNAY
VICE OF GEN.

Will Carry Messages and Transport
Men and Light Supplies—~Formerly
Used in the Explorattion of the

Sushitna by Capt. Glenn, U, S, A.

A dispatch boat for military service on
the American Yukon is 'to be placed at
the disposal of Gen. Randall, commandant
of the Department of Alaska. The river
steamer Duchesnay, now owned by the
government, has been designated for this
purpose. Capt. C. P. Elliott, a retired cav-
alry officer, now in the service of Capt.
Robinson’s division of the quartermaster’'s
department, has been assigned to the posi-
tion of commander of the vessel

The Duchesnay, which was purchased for
the war department from Canadian owners
a year ago, is now at Tyoonok, Cook in-
let. She went into winter quarters at that
point at the close of last season. The Du-
chesnay was purchased for government ex-
ploring purposes, Capt. Glenn used her
in his last ascent and exploration of the

Sushitna river, which he found navigable
for the Duchesnay for 125 miles, Capt,

Eillott was in command of her during this
voyvage, and also when she made an ascent
of the Yentno river, the principal tribu-
tary of the Sushitna, which was explored
for some distance. With the conclusion
of the Sushitna exploration work the Du-
chesnay went into winter quarters at Ty-
oonok. Ten days ago Capt. Robinson, as
quartermaster, receipted for the vessel

trom Capt., Glenn, leader of the Cook inlet
expedition, who was recently ordered to
SBan Francisco.

Besides using her as a dispatch boat,
Gen. Randall contemplates putting the
Duchesnay to varfed other uses, such as
moving small detachments of soldiers and
the quick delivery of suppiles. She will
carry twenty-five men and 100 tons of
supplies, and should the occasion demand
it, Capt. Elliott says she could carry 100
men, The Duchesnay requires a crew of
ten men. She is a speedy little boat, and
for her size is exceptionally strong and
seaworthy,

She will be towed to the mouth of the
Yukon from her present quarters probably
by one of the revenue cutters, It will be
necessary to make some alterations in her
preparatory for this long tow, and in the
furtherance of this work ship carpenters
will be sent to Tyoonok on the steamer
Bertha, which sails from Seattle for Cook
inlet April 8. Her officers and crew will
go north in time for the vesse]l to leave
Cook inlnt :1hnut the mhldl@ of May,
