An agent, or one of the large Eastern
lines who has Just mada a tour of the
Coa*t and spent yeaterday In Seattle, said
"Itwould not be surprising to Kastern rail-
road men to see Western jobber* aucceaaful
In their fight Against tho reclasslflcatl til of
artldea of freight as ln.iti*ur«tr«l January 1.

"Prior to iho first of the year there was
not a railway In the United States that
was able to handle the freight ofTircd
Particularly was thla true In th« West «n l
on the Pad fie roast Since then thrmstniK
of new freight car* hnve been turned out
of the shops, and even now almost every
Western line has a good supply and home
a nurplu*. The lines east of St Paul are
overstocked.

"While I don't mean to any that there Is
no bu*lne*«, 1 do say there Is not sufficient
to keep all car* now on hand emploved.

For thla reason railroads are for 'he ilr*t
time since July 1, rustling for business.
Whan thf* condition prevails, an agreement
to maintain rates Is a hard ono to adhere
to.

"The Western Jobbers are putting .jp nn
aggressive fight against the- reriasst fixation
tariff. and as I said before !n view of these
condition* It Is not at all Improbable that
tha old tariff will again be reinstated

"It Is reliably reported that two of the
Ht. Paul-f*hlcago lines are already cutting.
This, If continued, will have a bear n* on
the through Coast rate, and weaken the
railroad* In their stand against the in-
stallation of the old tariff."
