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ROUSING BRITISH MEETING.

@reat Crowd Turns Out and
Cheers the Queen.

WAR ENTHUSIASM RUNS HIGH,

Strong Pro-llrlgllh Speeches Made—
Audience Cheers Chamberlain,
Roberts and BPaller at Every
Chance—~Resolutions of Sympathy
for British Columbia Passed—-8$723
Is Raised for the Rellef Fund.

The big turnout at the meeting of the
British-American League, held at the
Acme Business college last night, was a
great surprise to every one. [t was ex-
pegted that not more than 100 would be
preésent; instead over 400 packed the hall
Bnthusiasm ran high when the names of
Joseph Chamberlain, lord Roberts and
Gen. Buller were mentioned. When zome
of the old English war songs were ren-
dered, the audience joined vigorously In
the chorus, and cheered to the echo at the
finish. *

After listening to the speeches, gome of
which were very witty, and indulging in
song, the league effected a permanent or-
ganization, with the following officers:
President, J. W, Pratt; vice president,
Griffith Davies; secretary, Austin Griffith,
and treasurer, David McKenzle. Resolu-
tions were passed expressing sympathy
with the people of British Columbia for
the heavy losses among thelr soldiers In
the Canadian contingent In South Africa.

The meeoting was called to order by John
W. Pratt, who briefly explained the ob-
Jeet of the organization, He sald its pri-
mary object had heen the ralsing of funds
for the benefit of the familles of the Brit-
ish soldiers killed and wounded in South
Africa. A higher purpose, he declared,
had arisen from this, namely, the cement-
ing of the hond between the United States
and Great Hritain,

After Mr. Pratt’'s address Walter Will-
fams sang “Hearts of Oak,” receiving tre-
mendous applause, James Gillison, -jr.,
the temporary treasurer, reported that
the league had collected $722 for its benefit
fund, and that an additional $183.50 had
heen promised, He expressed himself as
being confident that the $1.000 mark would
be reached. A constitution was then
adopted and permanent officera elected.

“Soldlers of the Queen,'” sung by Walter
Willlams, followed, and aroused great en-
thusiasm, those present joining In the
chorus and cheering at the end of each
verse,

The resolutions expressing condolence
and sympathy with British Columbia for
the heavy mortality amnnr her volunteers
were then read by Austin Griffith, who

faced them with a stirring tribute to

‘anada and the colonfes of Great Britain
in general. He sald: “They have risen
in the hour of need to maintain the honor
and Integrity of the British empire, to
malntain the supremacy of that flag which
for 1,000 years has braved the battle and
the breege as the emblem of progress and
the safeguard of liberty. Imperial unity
is_no longer a dream, but a reality.”
