General Election Will Probably
Take Place—Outcome a Surprise,
as It Was Belleved Government
Could Get Majority to Work With,

VICTORIA, B, C., Feb. 21.—The gov-
ernor has taken advantage of his posi-
tilon and has done what he is certainly
entitled to do, but what few expected
that he would do. He has diamissed
the Semiin administration, and there will
doubtless be a general election. The out-
come was not looked for, as the informa-
tion was given out this morning that the
Semlin administration had secured the
co-operation of five members of the op-
ftion, and upon meeting the house
ig afternoon would be able to continue
with the business of the country. This
was the result of negotiations which were
rried out last night and by which
arry Helmcken, Capt. Irving and sev-
eral other members of the opposition
were to join the government, It was
understood that at the conclusion of the
session Helmceken would enter the cabl-
net as attorney general, and that Turner
would probably become finance minister,
Qotton, Semlin and McKechnle remain-
members of the administration,
hen the house met this afternoon,
however, the premier rose and said that,
although he had advised the governor
at he was now in a position to control
e house and carry on the public busi-
ness, he had received a note from Me-
Innes dispensing with his services as ad-
yviser to the crown and nla(lnl; that he
would seek other advisers, He submit-
ted a resolution setting forth that as it
was undesirable that legislation should
g interfered with at the present time,
e house regrets the action of the lieu-

tenant governor in dismissing his ad-
ATR. Capt. Irving created an uproar
saying that the governor had been
aying his own game, referring to the
arrival of Billy MeInnes tonight from

Ottawa, whom his father is known to
be anxious to have included in the next
eabinet. Martin =ald that [rving should
apologize to the representative of the
queen, but the commodore retorted that
he would apologize to the queen, but not
to McInnes. Turner asked Semlin If the
governor had stated who were his new
advisers, and the Promlvr shook his head,
Turner then added that the provinee must
be In the extraordinary position of being
without a government,

Death of Vancouver City Patient Re.
ing Investigated.

- VANCOUVER, B, ., Feh, 27..-A great
deal of Interest 1s being taken In the in-
quest on the death of Willlam Fraser, a
atient who died In the ecity hospital on
ebruary 3 under peculiar circumstances.
Counsel for the relatives of the deceased
today Introduced evidence to show that
8 nurse had inadvertently administered
medicine containing polson. Fraser had
been treated for a fractured leg in the
hospital, Dr. McEwen, the house surgeon,
testified that two days before Fraser's
death the night nurse came to him and
sald that the patient complained that she
had given him the wrong medicine,
Later the day nurse came to him and
told him that the patient had bhegun vom-
iting and that he had vomited blood. He
then went to him and except for the vom-
fting found nothing out of the ordinary.
The patient afterwards complained of
burning sensations,
The Investigation will not. be concluded
for several days

While
there is ordinary fire protection In the
town, this was rendered” useless by the
choking of the pumps. The mill walchman
who tried to turn on the water almost
lost his life in the flames, but [inally
escaped from the burning building.

Smallpox Scare Over.

ROSSLAND, B. C., Feb. 27.--The small-
pox epidemic here has been practically
stamped out, and the quarantine has been
ralsed from the Cardiff hotel, and from
the Holm residence, both buildings hav-
ing first been subjected to a sulphur fumi-
gation for twelve hours. Stiill only those
children who have vaccination certificates
are permitted to attend school.

IMPORTANT SUITS ENDED,

Whateom Land Company to
the City Nearly $40,000 Due on
Street Grading Assessments.

NEW WHATCOM, Feb, 21.—The city
councll last night accepted a proposition
from the Bellingham Bay Improvement
Company and Bellingham Bay & British
Columbia Rallroad Company, whereby an
important suit will be ended and the com-
panies will pay into the city treasury
within ninety days the sum of about
£40.000 This amonnt is due on street grade
assesments on the property of the two
companies, and writs involving them have
been in the courts for several years,
Judgment has beon secured in the United
States supreme court agalnst the compan-
fes In two cases involving $12,000. On other
lots, where re-assessment had been made,

suils ware brought recently to determine |

the liabitty of the company for interest
on these re-assessments, The superior
court recently decided that interest is not
collectable on  street grade re-assess-
ments from any date or at any rate,

The proposition accepted last night will
consist In the city's accepting this su-
perior court deciglon as final, and the com-
panies paying the $13,000 judgment within
ten days and other assessments owing by

the companies within ninety days. In
other words, the two companies will pay
the face, without Interest, of all their
street grade re-assessments,

Attarney . W. Howard, for the com-
panies, also announced last night that
they would very soon pay all taxes for
the years 1897 1888 gnd 1808 owing both

county and ecity, These taxes will amount
to between $75000 and $90.000 The two
companies on November 1, 1809, paid all
their taxes for the years prior to 1897,
amounting to 140000, This large payment
of taxes, with that of the
Land Company and others, placed
county and city in a better financial con-
dition than they have enjoyed for years.
