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THE FLOODS N THE SOUTH.

DANGER TO LIFE AND PROPERTY
IS BECOMING GRAVE,

Property Damage Reaches Into the
Millfons—~Some Lives Have Al-
ready Been Lost and People in
Some of the Towns Are Starving.

LOUISVILLE, Ky., April 23.—The rains
continue throughout the flood districts of
the South, and danger to lives and prop-
erty is becoming more grave. It was
thought Saturday the crmisis was passed,
but In many localities the rain is failing
again with increased viotence. Late re-
ports to the weather bureau show that
heavy precipitation has been general with-
in the last twelve hours throughout the
flooded country. It was estimated Sat-
urday that $3,000,000 worth of private prop-
erty had already been destroyed, and it
is now thought probable this damage will
be heavily increased.

Mail and telegraphic communication has
been destroyed between the smaller towns
in Mississipp! and Alabama south of
Jackson, the northern limit of the floods.
Many farm houses have been swept away,
the occupants barely escaping with their

, and the drowning of a family of
seven negroes Is reported from Jackson,
Miss. The flood disgrict is roughly bound-
ed by a llne drawn from Mobile up the
Tom @ to the center of the state of
Alabama, thence west through Jackson,
Miss., to the Mississi rl river.

Around Columbia, s8., every rallroad
and wagon bridge is reported washed
away, and first crops are a total loss. At
Enterprise, Miss., the water stands five
feet in the houses and stores. At Meri-
dlan, Miss., the water 18 reported at six
feet in the streets and rising. Timber
and bulldings are reported destroyed at
Ellisville, Meridlan, De 8oto and through-
out the hn,you Plerra district, in Missis-
#ippl, and numerous small points in Ala-
bama report great damage.

Trains on raliroads into New Orleans,
which have not been abandoned entirely,
are running only in daylight, owing to
the dangerous condition of the track. The
Louisville & Nashville's New Orleans line,
which was In fair condition until jast
evening, 18 now cut in two by the de-
struction of a four-span bridge over the
West Pascagoula river, near Scranton.

ELECTION IS NULL

THAT HIS
AND VOID.

Members of Committee Differ as to
Some Features of the Evidence,
but Unite in General Conclusion
That Bribery Was Manifest.

WASHINGTON, April 23. —~8enator
Chandler, from the senate commiltee on
privileges and elections, today submiited
to the senate the report from that com-
mittee in the case of Senator Clark, of
Montana. With the report is a compara-
tively short Urief, covering only about fif-
teen pages of printed matter. It does not
rehearse the testimony, but simply pre-
sents the finding of the committee and ils
rcasons for its course.

Findings of the Committee.

The findings of the committee are stated
as follows:

“The finding of the committee is that
the election to the senate of Willlaru A,
Clark, of Mcntana, is nuil and voll, on
acocount of briberies, attempted briberies
and corrupt practices by his agents and of
violation of the law of Montana defining
and punishing crimes against the elective
franchises. fn view of this finding the
committee reports and unanimousiy rec-
ommends the adoption by the senat: of
the following resolutions:

* ‘Resolved, That Willlam A. Clerk
wa® not duly and legally elected to a seat
in the senate of the Uniled States b:.'. the
legislature of the state of Montana.”’

Early Action Urged.

The report concluded with a strong rec-
oemmendation for early consideration of the
case, as follows:

““The sena®e should, as a duty to itself
and to the country, demonstrate by its ac-
tion In this case that seats In the Unne_d
States genate, procured as Senator Cla'k's
has been procured, cannot be retained ‘hy
the deliberate judgment of the senate. The
senate also owes a duty to the people of
Montana, who, conscious of the bad re-
pute into which the state has fallen by
reason of vast expenditures of money in
connection with {ts election, manifested
such a public sentiment that the iegizlature
of 189 passed a statute which if obeyed
would have redeemed the state from {ts
bad name. For the direct and gross viola-
tions of that statute and the consequent
discredit which continues to resf upon the
state, Montana has a right to expect a
prompt and decisive remedy from the ac-
tion of the senate upon the report of this
committee.”

Reasons for the Finding.

The committee states that its finding is
made in view of the certain admitted or
undisputed facts, with their attendAnt
circumstances, appearing in the testi-
mony taken by the committee, and these
are enumerated under five headings, as
follows:

1. The e

2. Quotes the law of 1805 relative to
crimes against the electlve franchise,
which limited, In purpose and amount,
the political expenditures which could be
made in any election, eiher by a political
committee or a candidate, especially nam-
ing a candidate for United States sen-
ator, who could not give more than $1,000
to any one committee in a county and
could not pay more than $1,000 for his
personal expenses in lawful ways specl-
fled.

3. Asserts that Clark has been con-
stantly a candidate for office, and gives
hig record In that respect and notes the
organization of a committee in his in-
terest in 1898, after consultation with his
friends in Butte. To this committee, the
report says, he gave unlimited authority
to spend money, which he agreed to fur-
nish, an estimate, however, being made
that at least $50,000 would be necessary in
the state convention, and that $75,000
might be needed to secure the legislature,
In the canvass which ensued the approx-
imate expegdityres, admitted by various
members of his committee and their as-
sistants, were as follows: By Charles W.
Clark, $25,000; hy [cDermott, L000; by
Davidson, agent, L000; by Wellcome,
$25,000; by Steele, $11,000; by Corbett, $5,000;
by Whittemore, $4,0800; by Cooper, $2,900;
mainly furnished by Charles W. Clark,
and the amount of these expenditures
Senator Clark himself pald to his son.
The advance# and payments made by Sen-
ator Clark to his committee and agents,
as admitted by him, amounted to about
$139,000, of which sum Charles W. Clark
received, on August 12, 1808, $13.000; Octo-
ber 17, $20,000; November 23, $40,000: eb-
ruary 13, 1900, 320662, and in addition to
this $139,000, Senator Clark paid $5.000 to
McDermott, one of his agents: $.000 to
Wellcome, his attorney, and $5.000 to F.
C. Day, a member of the legislature,
None of the members of the commitiee
nor their assistant made sworn returns
required by law, nor did Senator Clark
himself make any return.

The committee adds
that “it would unnecessarily encumber
and extend this report to give these
additional facts in detail, but, in addition
to these unsuccessful attempts at brib-
ery, certaln other alleged attempts are
narrated, beecause there 1is ‘‘difference
of opinion in the committee concerning
them.”’
Whiteside as a Detective.

These latter attempts relate especially
to former State Senator Whiteside's con-
nection with the candidacy of Senator
Clark, and his efforts to expose the sena-
tor's methods. The teulmoné relating to
Whiteside, State Senator Clark, ate
Senator Myers and Representative Garr is
then outlined, and the committee remark-
ed, for a majority of its members, ‘‘the
three accusers “hiteside, Myers and
State Senator Clark) undoubtedly ocen-

fed the position of detectives, o will-

lly deceived the parties with whom they
were dealing and against whom they made
charges. On the other hand, the parties
against whom they testified, and who
make denials, are charged with crimes to
which, if gulity. they would be quite cer-
}aln to add to the offense of false swear-
ng.

“The majority of the committee, under
all the circumstances aring, are not
wming to consider the situation as one of
equiltbrium between detectives on one
hand and alleged lawbreakers on the oth-
er. If Messrs. Clark, of Madison; Meyers
and Whiteside testified falsely, they must
have contemplated, in the nning, a
conspiracy of the basest character, to be
followed up by perjury of the worst sort,
and they must have intended to pass
through ordeals, in the course of investi-
gations which would be made, which it
cannot be inferred they were willing to
subject themselves to merely to prevent
Senator Clark from becoming United States
senator.

Failure to Diaprove Charges.

“In the opinion of the majority there
was no affirmative disproof oduced by
Senator Clark, at any time, showing that
the facts In connection with the $30,000
were not true. The charge that the ac-
cusation and exposure resulted from a
conspiracy formed and carried forward by
Marcus Daly was a necessity of Clark's
canvass and defense, but Daly and Con-
rad and others who were suspected of
consgpiracy denied all knowle of th
$30,000, of which $27.000 was in $1,000 bills,
which had been produced by Whiteside as
money furnished by Wellcome in attempt-
ed briberies. No $1,000 bills were shown to
have been in the hands of any of the al-
leged Daly conspirators.™

The report then shows from the testie
mony that these large bills were in the
hands of Clark’'s supporters, and adds:
“In connection with the mnaldemllon‘:-f
these last four cases of attempted br!
ery of Clark of Madison, Meyers, Garr
and Whites!de, it 18 Important to note,
in view of the difference of opinion con-
cerning the creditabllity of Messrs. Clark
of Madison, Meyvers and Whiteside, that
the whaole cominittee finds that, if all the
teatimony conserning the 830.060, and all
the testimony of Whiteside and Clark of
. Madison were laid aside, there would still
remain sufficleng evidence in the case to
lead the commi to find, as it does, that
Clark’s election I8 void.

“From the briberies which have been
established, a majority of the committee
feels justified in finding there were other
successes in procuring, by corrupt prac-
tices, the votes of members of the legis-
tature where the facts naturally cannot
be directly proved.”

Conduct of the Republicans,

Of the conduct of the Republican mem-
bers of the legisuature who wvoted for
Clark, the committee saye: ‘““The (on-
duet of Republican members who left their
Republican candidate and voted for Clark
and gave him his election, in the opinion
of a majority of the committee, calls for
apecial critlicism, There was an absolute
deadlock, and no possibility of the elec-
tion of a Democrat without the aid of
Republicans., It is difficult to account for
these Republican votes for Senator Clark,
Senator (lark's candidacy had been taint-
ed, on the 10th of January, by White-
side's exposure.

“The facts exposed had not dHeen dis-
proved on January 28. The reasons given
for Republican votes for Clark seem to
be pretenses and covers. Clark, who had

Corruption Clearly Established.

On this point the committee adds the
following:

Law Points Presented.

Only two points of law are presented, as :

Clark Must Have Known.

Commenting on the legal phases
the case the committee says:

of

“According to the law, as understood |

by the committee, Senator Clark cannot
be permitted to retain his seat. He re-
ceived 54 votes, and there were 2
against him, leaving him an apparent ma-
jority of 15, If he obtained, througn ille-
gal and corrupt practices, eight votes,
which would otherwise have been cast
against him, he was not legally «lected.
More than this number of votes, the com-
mittee find from all the evidence, were
thus obtained.

“It also i3 a reasonable conclusion, ¢n
the whole case, that Senator Clark is fair-
Iy to be charged with knowledge of the
acts done in his behalf hie commit'ee
and his agents conducting his canvass. He

arrived in Helena from Butse on January 4 |
and remain there until after his election |
and was in constant conference with his |

committee and agents.”
Campbell and Daly Criticised.

Referring to Mr. Campbell's connestion
with the case, the report says:

“Much criticlsm has been made of the
contestants, especially of A. J. Campbell,
a member of the house of representatives
and an active prosecutor of the chargzes
ng:im.-t Senatcr Clark. Some members of
t committee cannot refrain from ex-
pressing their disapproval of many of the
methods ved by Campbell and White-
fide In the prosecution of the charges
against Senator Clark and they do not ap-
prove of the action of Mr. Daly in agree-
ing to furnish an uniimited amount of
money to carry on the prosecution.

“While it is true that brlber¥ can never
be proved by the testimony of the Lriber
nor of the person bribed, and that it is
almost necessary to obtain the required
information from go-betweens, or persons
who have explored the fleld and made re-
ports backward and forward as to the
probability of omunlng resuits by bribery,
yet some members of the committee believe
this does not justify the character of ucts
which are proved and established against
Mr, Campbell. Some members of the com-
mittee, however, do not join in any crit-
felsm of Mr. Campbell and Mr. Daly.”

Attempt to Bribe Judges.
