Shortly befere
the noon hour the woman appeared in
the sheriff's offire and requested Deputy
Pyle to assist her in the furtherance of
her matrimonial inclinations to the ex-
tent of signing the marriage certificate
an a witness to the transaction, and a few
moments after the request was made Es-
sie left the auditor's office equipped with
the Instrument which entitled her to once
more embark upon the sea of matrimony,
which in her particular case has proven
a stormy voyage

The woman's ftrat Identity with police
circles In this city was in the fail of
I©n, when she was arrested on a charge

of grand larceny, preferred by a con-
fiding acquaintance who said she had re-

lieved him of a considerable sum of
money. She was arrested and taken to
the county jail to await trial en the
charge

It was there that Miss Winters flrst
pitted her natural cunning against that
of the officers of the law in a well plan-
ned effort to circumvent the prosecuting
attorney's office in an attempt to convict
her of larceny. Shortly before she was
to have been arraigned on the charge
she procured a marriage license to wed
the man whom she was alleged to have
robbed. When the trial took place the
defendant's attorneys objected to the in-
troduction of the evidence of the state's
main witness on the well-known common
law principle that a husband cannot
give incriminating evidence against his
wife. Hut the court held differently, In
view of the contention of the prosecut-
ing attorney that the crime was commit-
ted prior to the consummation of the
marriage. Miss Winters went to Jail un-
der a sentence of twelve months. Subse-
quently she was released upon a certifi-
cate of two physicians that she was In
delicate health.

When the woman obtained her liberty
she forthwith renounced her spouse,
whom she had married behind prison
walls. Instituted proceedings for divorce
in the superor court ami obtained u
decree. In June last she was again ar-
rested on a charge of shoplifting and
languished for a term In the county Jail.
