GREAT CROWD WELCOMES THE |

NORTH COAST LIMITED.

Hundreds View the Interior of Eight |

Magnificent Coaches at the North-

ern Pacific Depot—Much Pralse |

The first of the “North Coast Limited”
trains inaugurated from St. Paul to
attle over the Northern Pacific on Sun-
day morning reached Seattle at £:43 last
night.

During the day General Agent 1. A. Na-
deau sent out invitations to a large num-
ber of prominent citizens to be present at
the depot on the arrival of the tramn and
examine it. In response a large rrowd
gathered and during the forty minutes be-
for it resumed {ts journey to Portland
many took advantage of Mr. Nadeau's
invitation to examine the train. There
were many exclamations of surprise ac the
elegance of each car and the verdict was
unanimous that it was the finest passen-
ger equipment that hasg ever entered the
yarde. This same train will arrive %ere
daily at 8:48 p. m. Heginning May 3 it

The other daily train over the
Northern Pacific will leave here at 7:15 a.

Mr. Fee was probably the happlest man
in the city. He asat in the observation car
with a party of friends and received many
congratulatioms.

“Comparing this train with our summer
sarvice of former years,” he said, “T don't
think I am wrong when T =ay it is 50 per
cent. better. We have elght cars on, as
follows: A postal car, n seventy-foot bag-
gage car, a combination second-class car
and smoker, a sixtean-section tourist
sleeper, a seventy-foot first-class coach, a
dining car, standard sleeper and observa-
tion car. These cars will form onr regular
north coast limited daifly train to Seattla,
Thera are 300 electric lights on the train,
run by a Westinghouse engine in the bag-
gage car.

““The entire gourney has heen a series of
ovations. At Fargo, N. D, and Moore-
head, Minn., fully 500 people were down
to see the train. We could not let all*zo
through, as we did not have time. We
have made our schedule time easily, and
there i8 no doubt but that we will main-
tain it every day.

Journeymen Demand an Increase of
Wages and Walk Out When the
Masters Refuse,

Sixty journeymen plumbers struck yes-
terday morning as a result of a secret
meeting held in the Collins building Mon-
day night.

'lzh(' strikers demand higher wages., They
are now recelving 4 a day: they want
$4.50. The master plumbers refuse to ac-
ceed to the demand, primarily, they ctaim,
because an agreement, drawn up and siegn-
ed by a joint conference committes last
summer has not been adhered to.
