Byerybody was vindicated today in the |
Repudblican state convention, With two
exceptions the state ticket was nominated
by acclamation. The contest over dele-
gates at large, the crux of which was the
fight made on United States Senator
Thurston, caused intense excitement while |
the roll was being called. But when the
result of the balloting, showing that both
the senator and Editor Rosewater, who
headed the anti-Thurston meovement, had
been re-elected, the convention gave It-
gelf up to the wildest kind of cheering.

The convention assembled at 2:30 p. m,
and shortly before 7 o'clock had finished
{ts business and adjourned sine die.

State Chalrman Orlando Tefft called the
convention to order and introduced as
temporary chairman George E. Jenkins, of |
Tuirbury. Mr. Jenkins spoke at some
Jength.

The temporary organization was made
permanent,

Roll call was ordered on delegates at
Jarge to the Philadelphia convention.

There were fourteen candidates, and
much interest was felt In the balloting.

Election of alternates at large and pres-
jdontial electors were made by acclama-
tion, For governor only one name was
presented, that of Charles H. Dieterich,
president of the German National bank,
of Hastings. His was the name to
head the ticket by arclamation. Mr. Diete.
rich accepted the nomination In a brief
speech, In which he predicted a reclama-
tion of Nebraska by the Republicans In
November.

The 'other nominati>ns were qulckly
made, ballots being taken only for attor-
ney general and superintendent of publie
instruction,

Chairman John I. Wehster, from the
resolutions committee, then Inid his report
before the house. Itz reading was loudly
applauded, and the report was unanimous-
ly adopted.

The platform as adopted exprerses the
Joy of the Republicans at the maay evi- |
dences of prosperity throughout the coun- |
try, strongly indorses Presfent MciKinley
and his administfation, points with pride
to the Dingley tariff law and its effects,
indorses the financial leglslation of the Re-
publican party, and while opposing stand-
ing armies in times of peace, declares in
favor of strengthening the navy.

We refer to the fact that all
restrictive legislation in the national con-
gress has been the product of the Re-
publican party, and we demand in sub-

stance the following amendment to the
cnm‘u_iu:!lon of the United States:
“fCongress shall have the power to

regulate and control any and all corpor-
ations, copartnerships and joint stock |
companies and to enact such laws as |
will prévent any and all combinations in
restraint of production and trade, the !
formation of trusts and such other com-
binations of capital as operate to prevent
free competition' "™

Another Guess at Roberts’ Object.

The new scene of operations and the
general movements of the varlous col-
umns are taken to indicate that Lord Rob-
erts is deploying his army preparatory to
beginning his northern march. It now
seems likely that it is the commander in
chief's intention to advance simultane-
ously from Kimberley, Bloemfontein and
Ladysmith, with the view of preventing
the Boers concentrating their forces at
any given point.

Look for a Speedy End.

A dispatch from Bloemfontein, dated
yesterday, chronicles the prevalling opin-
fon among the townspeople there that the
war is not llkely to last more than six
weeks, once the British advance begins,
but adds that the correspondent has been
unable to discover any ground for the
opinion beyond the fact that Gen, Car-
rington has arrived at the Marandellas
base, whence a flying column will be dis-
patched in a direction not made publie,

Expulsion of the British.

A dispatch from Pretoria gives the text
of President Kruger's proclamation expel-
ling British subjects from the Transvaal.

It says:
““As numerous burghers insist on the re-

ment is desirous of complying with the
wishes of the burghers and others favor-
able to the republie, all Britishers resid-
ing in the distriet and town of Pretoria
and the Witwatersrand gold fields must
leave the state within thirty-six hours
from noon, April 30. Exception will be
made in the case of those obtaining spe.
cial permits.”

: Boer Attack on Mafeking.

A dispatch from Mafeking describing the
Boer attack of April 11 says:

‘““The bombardment of the Creusots was
the hottest of the siege. Many shells en-
tered the hospital and women's laager.
Under cover of the artillery a large force,
commanded by Cronje, including the Ger-
man corps, advanced close to Fort Abra-
ham. The garrigson laid low until the Boer
forces were at close range, when they
firad a volley, killing five, wounding many
and the attack was repulsed. The bom-
bardment then ceased. The Boers, under
a Red Cross flag, later were permitted to
recover their dead.”

Homnors to the Naval Brigade,
