X., the new commnndsnt
of the T'nlted States naval station at
Bremerton Capt Burwell has succeeded
Capt. J. B. Coghlan, and has been at
his new post of duty but a few d iys.

He was In command of the gunboat
Wheeling at Taku early last May. being

ordored there at the rrquent of Minister
Conger to protect American Interests at
the Chinese capital, from th« Impelling

onslaught of Boxers. Th* Chinese fanrit
les at that time hnd given no «lgn of
their Intention to drive the foreigners

from the capital of the empire, or o
massacre the whites at the foreign
tlons.

Did Wot W«nt Troops.
rapt. Burwell had with him 100 Amer-

ican marlmw* from the Wheeling, well
armed and valiant. He wnt to Peking
May S and stopped two days at the
American legation with Minister Con-
ger. Fie offered him the servbe of his
entire force, with reinforcements If nec-
essary.

Minister Conger told him that In his
opinion the Chinese government was do-
-Ina all that could be expected und«r the
clrcymstances; that it had punlshe 1 the
marauders In the districts wnera upris-
ings had been reported, and that. In nls
opinion, the lauding of the American
troop.) would have a bad moral
nml serve to disturb matters rather th"n
to solve the problems presented by the
agitators.
