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HUMBOLDT FROM JUMRR.
Brings Many Klondike? and

$200,000 In Oold Dust.

RICH OPERATORS COME OUT.

Valuable Gold Quarts Dhroverpd on

Windham Raj?Glacier Ray F.i-
fltpment Continue* Secretary

Kpanldlnr I.earfß for JifatHr-

Ilenrs Many Protests AvniiiM
flondlng Privileges at Skasiray.

Steamship Humboldt, Capt. Bonifleld.
arrived from the North yesterday with
forty-one Alaska and British Yukon pass-
engers and 1900.000 in treasure. About
twenty-five of the passengers hail from
the Klondike, the list including Humboldt
Gates. one of the best known and most
successful men in the great gold camp.
He and C W. Hall brought out gold to
the amount of SI3O.QQO. a portion of it
being the proceed* of a sale of Gates*
interest in No 2# Eldorado. Gates is one
of the pioneers of the Klondike, to which
district he went soon after it* discovery.

Nathan Kresge was another Humboldt
passenger with more or less Klondike
treasure He and five or six others had
gold dust valued at from ST.<W to SIO,OOO
each.

700 Ser»on«l Ave.

The Humboldt's Dawson passengers
came up the river on the steamer Bon-
ansa King. Purser John Carroll reports
that the United' States revenue cutter
Grant with (Sen. O. I> Spaulding aboard,
left Skagw&y for Sitka the day before
the Humboldt sailed f«»r Seattle. August
1. Gen. Bpauldlng went North on pleas-
ure ami business. While at Skagwny he
took a trip as far as the Summit over
the White Pass * Yukon road, and heard
the request of the citizens of the Lynn
cannl metropolis for a suspension of the
British bonding privilege, which permits
British ships to discharge cargoes at
Skagwav and send them through In bond
to Dawson and other British Yukon
points.

Gen. Spaulding will probably arrive in
Seattle on the Grant today or tomorrow.

Juneau passengers of the Humboldt re-
port a rich quartz strike on Windham
bay. It was made tn A 1 Mays* mine.
May# staled that an open cut had been
mad<» In his mine across a vein twenty
feet wide which carries high values. TJie
vein was traced for ft.ooo feet and at every
exposed portion the same character of
rich ore was encountered. The poorest
average gave assay returns of Jl9.fio per
ton. There Is a streak about twelv»
Inches wide of particularly rt.*h rock
from which the lowest assay was s*¥>.
Some of the free gold specimens were
taken to Juneau where they attracted
much attention.

The Humboldt's officers report that the
Glacier bay placer strike is 111 attract-
ing many Juneau people to the new dls-

verjes.
While the Humboldt was at .Tunesu

Martin Lynch. A. C. Dolgood and F. M
Shaw returned from a prospecting f*in
to "T" harbor, about twenty miles dis-
tant from the town and near the Glacier
bay finds. The placers are three miles 'n-
land and between Bagte and Mendenha.ll
glaciers. Numerous prospect holes wcro
sunk, the gravel In several instances run-
ning 15 cents to the pan. There ar*
about 1.000 acres in the valley where the
discoveries were made.
