Tientsin dispatchesg dated August 23 say:
The Japanese troops are in possession of
the walls around the innermost part of
the forbidden city, but have not yet with-
drawn to the imperial palace, owing to
lack of government instructions.

No More Boxers in Peking.

Lieut. Gen. Linvitch, commander of tne
First Stherian army corps, (-ahllnr to 8t
Petershurg under date of August 18, says:

“There are no longer any Boxers iIn
Peking. They were driven out today by
the French and Russians, whose flavs are
holsted over the imperial ecity. The em-
press dowager, the emperor, the heir ap-
parent and the whele court have fled to
the gmvlnrr to Bhensl.”

L1 Hung Chang, according to a Shanghal
dispateh, dated yesterday, has once more
postponed his degarture for the north.

Ang so ‘imperial-
fem’ was born and its actual father was
W. J. Bryan. He is now’ endeavoring to

of imperialistic rule ‘comes frem a gen-
tleman who has accepted the nomination
of the fusion Populists, or People’'s par-
ty. * The Populists’ platform demands
that ‘the country should own and, oper-
ate the raiflroads in the interests of the
people.’ Is not that imperialism?”’
Filipino Trust in Bryan.

Mr. Denby then reviews the work of
the first Phillppine commisgion, appoint-
ed in January, 1809, and continues:

“Another commission was sent to es-
tablish a civil government for the Phil-
{ppines. It is now at Manila, and the
government it has framed will be put in
operation the first of September, 1900, Is
it not fair and right to assume that it
be tested in practice before it is con-
demned?

“It is belleved by the insurgents that
Bryan’s election will insure their inde-
pendence and they are encouraged to
hold out. The success of the Democratic
party means success for them. If the
Tagalos quit fighting and take the oath
of allegiance, on that moment the ‘para-
mount issue’ {s dead and so is the Dem-
ocratic party. In this contest the Dem-
ocrats stake thelr all on the continuance
of the fighting. It strikes one as odd
that the great party should stake its
hopes of success on the killing and
wounding that of our troops,

Cannot Turn Back.

“Will not a flame of patriotism rise
up over the land, which will testify that,
at all hazards, we will stand by the flag;
that, come what may, we will not turn
our backs on the Filipinos, a disgraced
and dishonored nation?

“What we may do with the Phillppines,
ultimately, i8 not the question now. The
Democratic platform favors ‘an immedi-
ate declaration of the nation's purpose to
give to the Filipinos, first, a gtable form
of government; second, independence, and
third, protection from outside interfer-
ence, such as has bene given for nearly a
century to the republics of Central and
South America.’

“In the list of things to he done, first
comes ‘a stable form of government.” We
are trying to give them that now. If we
retain that, the third clause, ‘protection,’
will necessarily follow. Why, If we do
not retain them, we should burden our-
selves with protecting them, is not clearly
perceptible. The modern doctrine seems
to be that we may not take any foreign
territory of our own, but that, whenever
a republi¢ is born, we must stand as its
protector.

“Why should we hecome the Don Quix-
ote of the world? Let us at least be hon-
est and when we say that the Phllippines
shall be independent let us say so, mean-
ing what the word imptes. l.et us have
no entangling alllances not stand sponsor
for people who are allens and whose abld-
ing place Is remote from our continent.

Reénl Question Presented.

“Pisguise it as you may, the real m’ea-
tion before the people, i1s wnaether the
armies of the United Stfftes should bhe
withdrawn at once, now and forever, and
the islands turned over to the Tagalos.
Mr. Bryvan would, as commander-in-chief,
have the power to recall the armies, and,
if he 4id, he would let loose the horrors
of a terrible revolution.

“We should not grant the Philippines
immediate independencs, because we have
assumed treaty obligations to the world
which we must comply with., We have

promised these people a stable govern-
ment and we ought to give it to them.
We have property interests in the islands
which should bhe protected. It is desira-
ble for us to have a foothold in the Bast
s0o as to foster and increase our com-
merce. We belleve that asociation with
us will elevate the Millpinos and improve
thelir condition,
Defense of MeKinley.

“l am not defending the Republican
party in this article, but I am defending
Willlam McKinley.

BERLIN, Aug. 28.-Official circles here
emphasize the statement that Germany,
after the taking of Peking, and Field
Marshal Count von Waldersee's appoint-
ment to the command of the allied forces
in China, stands {n precisely the same at-
titude as before. Germany, it s added,
still Insists on carrying out the pro-
gramme which the minister of foreign
affairs, Count von Buelow, published in
his cireular of July 3, and which was ap-
proved here and abroad. It iz also offi-
cially claimed that all the other powers
interested still adhere to that pro-
gramme, of which there now remain two
