"Instructions to the bravs soldiers of Ban-

dalahan, of Manila.
"Article 1. All Filipinos should observe

our fellow countrymen in order to see
whether they are American sympathlrers.
They shall take care to work with them
in order to inspire them with confidence
of the holy cause of their country. When-
ever they are assure*! of the loyalty of the
convert they shall instruct them to con-
tinue In the character of an American
sympathiser in order that they may re-
ceive good pay, but without prejudicing
the cause of our country. In this way
they can serve themselves, and at the
same time serve the public by communi-
cating to the committee of chiefs and of-
ficials and of our army whatever news of
Importance they may have.

"Art. 2. All of the chiefs and Filipino

brothers should be ready and courageous
for the combat, and should take advan-
tage of the opportunity to study well the
situation of the American outpost* and
headquarters, observing especially secret
places where they can approach and sur-
prise the enemy.

"Art. 3 The chief of thosa who go to
attack the barracks should send In first
four men with a good present for the
American commander. Immediately after
will follow faur others, who will make a

pretense of looking for the same office*
for some reason, and a larger group shall

be concealed In the corners of the houses
In order to aid the other groups at Iho

first signal. This, wherever it is possible

at the moment of attack.
"Art. 4. They should not. prior to the

attack, look at the Americans In any
threatening manner. To the contrary, the
attack on the barracks by the Bandalahan
should be a complete surprise, and will,

decision and courage. In order to deceive

and must take great care that the sentinel

la not able to discharge his piece, thus

The Republican convention which sd-
Journed at !2:*o today waa devoid of the
Interest engendered by strife and uncer-
tainty. Today's session was In reality
a ratification of what had already been
accomplished.

HELENA, Mont., Sept. s.?The Repub-
lican state convention today nominated
David E. Kolsom, a stockman of Meagher
county, for governor by acclamation. A.
J. Bennett, of Virginia City, wan also
the unanimous choice of the convention
for lieutenant governor. T. J. Porter, of
Miles City, was nominated for attorney
general, and A. N. Yoder, of Butte, "for
secretary of state. 8. O. Murray, of Mis-
soula, was choaen as candidate for con-
gress.

LONDON, Sept. 6,- 4 a. m.-Blr Alfred
Gaselee's dispatch, which shows that the
situation In Peking was unchanged on
August 29, Is the -only Chinese news this
morning.

' Rvery available seat In the (treat con-
vention hall via 'occupied when Chair-
man Stt-anahan's travel fell thin morning.

A great majority of the spectator* were,

however, women and the scene presented
by the gorgeous summer (rowns and the
brlght-hucd millinery as revealed through

the mate of moving fans, waa brilliant.
"Hie political features of the conven-

tion were the return of former Gov.
Black to the onranlaatlon fold, the demon-
stration accorded Abraham Oruber by

his colleagues of the N'ew Tork dele-
gation and the general prominence «Iven
to those who have at any time
opposed the organisation's will.

The applause throughout tha conven-
tion waa general. Hut there waa no
certainty of prearrangement of any de-
tail. It was when Gov. Hooaevelt entered
the hall at noon that anything approach-
ing the usual convention demonstration
was reached. The greeting accorded him
today was In the same spirit manifested
at Philadelphia.

An lalerntlai Feat are.

The cancellation of the order holding
hack the Fourth Indian brigade Is regard-
ed as Important. It shows that whatever
the outcome or the Russian policy, the
British government Is determined to have
sufficient troops on the spot adequately
to protect British Interests.

Considerable significance Is attached to
the statement by the Journal de Bt. Pe-
tersburg as possibly meaning a modifica-
tion of Russian policy. This papet Is the
organ of the Russian foreign office, Its
editor being a councillor of state. It Is
notert that, while the Journal de St. Pe-
tersburg announces Russian determina-
tion to maintain the solidarity of the pow-
ers, It only mentions the withdrawal of
the ministers, and not of the troopa at
Tientsin. It Is believed that the powers
might agree to such a modification of tha
original Russian proposal.

The question
which Is causing the delay In the presen-
tation of the report of the committee on
platform Is the nature of the declaration
relating to an eight-hour day.

Tonight the members of the convention
and a large audience of others listened
to speeches on the Issues of the day by
Senator Knute Nelson, of Minnesota, and
Hon. John L Wilson, of Washington.

Senator Helsss's Address.

Senator Knute Nelson addressed the au-
dience at considerable length, and after
paying a high compliment to the ability
of Senator Carter, said, among other
things:

?"We are on the eve of another presi-
dential election, and the question Is
whether the government Is to remain In
the hands of McKlnley and the Repub-
lican*. or be turned over to Bryan and
the Democrat*. Under the existing cir-
cumstances It la more than a mare party
question. Way bark In I*9l the great hue
and cry by the Democratic party was
than McKlnley and the tariff law was
Impoverishing the country and depriving
the laboring men of their wages. Un-
fortunately there were enough men to
VMte Cleveland and a Democratic con-
gress Into power. The Republicans had
reduced the national debt and under the
McKlnley tariff law the government had
sufficient money to run the country. Un-
der Cleveland the conditions were totally
?different. Instead of getting relief from
Cleveland, the country was plunged Into
the hardest and most perplexing condi-
tions In Its history The only reller the
Democrats attempted to give was known
as the Wllson-G.irmlt'v hill and was a de-
lusion and an utter failure as a protective
measure. It was. In effeet, a free trade
measure. While the annual revenue un-
der the MiKlnley hill was tlW.tMo.iSm it
w«s UtO.nm.wo undeT the Wllson-Gormley
hill and Cleveland had to fcorrow money
The only result was that there was an
Industrial panic and the national debt
wis increased IW.'Wt.non

Perhaps the most Interesting feature
of the convention was the fact that the
speech nominating Benjamin B. Odell for
governor was made by former (lov.

Krank IV Black, who had been outside
the organisation breastworks since Thoo-
dore Roosevelt defeated him two yeara
ago when he desired a renominating Mr.
Black said the Issues now befora tha
American people were discussed and set-

tled four years ago.
"The ghost of anti-Imperialism," ha

said. "Is not and cannot be made an Is-
sue. Thts country has been committed
to the pollry of growth and It cannot
lie swerved from that policy l>y new
scarecrows erected along the way

"We have already selected tha pilot
for the national rraft. IU« has been over
the course once: he has steered wtth
such success and skill that even In the
turbulence that has surrounded him he
has gained the confidence of his fellow-
cltlsens and Increased hfa own renown
to a degree example."

The Vienna correspondent of the Times,
discussing the situation, declares that
Japan has a strong disposition to act In
harmony with the United States In the
Chinese question. ?

A Shanghai dispatch announces that
German troops will land there today

(Thursday). Curiously enough, they will
locate in the'barracks adjoining the resi-
dence of 14 .Hung Chang.

United Slates Consuf .Goodnow, accord-
ing to the Dally News, says that there
never was any necessity for landing
troops at Shanghai. The Dally Graphic's
Moscow correspondent says:

'The Russian war office has made Im-
mense purchases of furs, to he sent to
the srmy clothing department, which Is
hurriedly preparing to provide the army
In Manchuria with winter kits, showing

that an extensive winter campaign is ex-
pected."

as boiling water, oil, molasses, rags

soaked In oil ready to be lighted and
thrown down, and any other hard and
heavy objects tbey ran throw on the
passing American troops.

"Art. ". All Filipinos, real defenders
of their country, should be on the alert
to assist simultaneously the Inside attack

at the very moment that they note the
rtrst movement In whatever barro or
suburb, having assurance that all the
troops that surround Manila will proceed

without delay to force the enemy's line
and unite themselves with thoir brothers
In the city.

Gage haa made the following reply to an
open letter he has received from Hon. Carl
Schurx, of New YoHt:

Washington. Sept. 4.
"I>ear Blr?l have the honor to acknowl-

edge tha receipt of yours of the 3d Inst..
In which you utter some words of criti-
cism upon the statements made by me In a
newspaper interview, published August «fl.
In which 1 expressed the opinion that "Mr.
Bryan, If effected. could, by the exercise of
considerable "perverse Ingenuity' put tha
government on a silver basis, ruin tla
credit and bring Incalculable disaster upon
the business interests of the country.

"You deny that the dangers set forth
by me. In that Interview really exist, and
that any president will he able to do what
1 declare might be done, 'unless the Re-
publican party. In control of the govern-
ment In both the legislative and executive
branches, proves Itself utterly dishonest
In its professed purpose to maintain tho
gold standard.'

"You say your denial Ms not based upon
the reasoning of those of your critics who
seek to show by figures that a president
desiring ever so much to put the country
on a sliver basis would lack the means of
doing so."

"<">n the contrary, you admit 'for argu-
ment's sake' ail I say on that point. It
would not seem, therefore, that there Is
any particular difference between us as
to what Mr. Bryan as president could do
under the ta*|, or In spite of the law as It
Is now. It ought to have been apparent
to you, as it no doubt was, that I was
speaking of a possible case, uMder cir-
cumstances as they now exist, but you
proceed to point nut how. at the next see
slon of the congress, which will meet In
December, legislation could be had which
would completely forestall unfriendly sc-
tlon toward the gold standard, even If Mr.
Bryan were elected, and should sllll chcr-
Ish the firm set purpose declared by him
on September IS, IW*. at Knogvllle, Tenn.,
where he said: 'lf there Is anyone who
believes that the gold standard Is a good
thing <>r that It must he maintained, I
warn him not to cast his vote for me, be-
cause I promise htm It will not be main-
tained In this country longer than I am
able to get rid of It.'
