report of the superintendent of the dead
letter office show* the large Increase of
total receipts of undelivered mall matter
over the previous year of nearly 19 per
rent. The number of pieces of matter re-
ceived from ail sources was 7.Ti36.1W.
against 6.535.983 for the preceding year.

letters and parcels held for postage
numbered 144.(14, and the misdirected. 422.-
IV.: nearly 35.000 letters were received
which bore no addresses whatever. The
letters addressed to guests of hotels ana
undelivered numbered 269,624, The *ot al
number of unclaimed parcels of all kinds
was 190,914. There were 660,451 pieces of
mall matter addressed to foreign countries
and returned from there as undeltverable
The number of letters and parcels opened
was «.676,00.1, an Increase or the previous
year of JVt per cent.

There were :.0,r>23 letters containing an
aggregate of $44,130. and letters contain-
ing drafts, notes, money orders, etc., of
the face value or J1.136.645. Foreign let-
ters and parcels found undelivered and
returned to countries of origin numbered
605,411.

Homicides and Snlrldea In Army.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 14?Surgeon Gen-
eral Sternberg has prepared statistics
making a comparison of cases of sui-
cides and homicides which occurred In
the army during tho years 18* and !?\u25a0»».
compared with the ten years between 1883
and IHW. It shows that there were rela-
tively fetter homicides during these two
vears than during (he previous decade.

WASHINGTON. Nov. 14,-The commis-
sioner of civil revenue In reply to an In-
quiry from New York as to whether "rev-
enue stamps are required upon an assign-
ment of a mortgage, executed and deliv-
ered subsequent to July 1, WU, the mort-
gage having been Issued and recorded pri-
or to that date and therefore not taxa-
ble." has rendered a decision to th>» effect
that "a tax accrued on every assignment
of a mortgage based upon the amount of
money remaining secured thereby; on a
lease based upon the unexpired term; on
a policy of life Insurance based upon the
amount of Insurance remaining in force
under the assignment, on a fire, marine
and casualty policy based upon the un-
earned premium."

Wnaaded With Chinese Spear.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 14-Admlral Van

Reypen. surgeon general of the army, has
received a report concerning the wound
Ing of Capt. Myers, the ranktng marine
officer at Peking. The wound prove* to
nave been most novel, being made by
a Chinese spear, and Is one of the
Wounds from such a weapon that Amer-
ican surgeons have been called upon to
treat. It also evidences the clcas quar-
ters at which the American commander
at Peking was engaged with the Chinese
spearmen. The wound healed to some ex-
tent, and Capt. Myers la convalescent,
although It has been deemed advisable
to remove him to the naval hospital at
Yokohama.

JOHN PORTER ADMITB
HIB AWFUL GRIME.

Confesses the Mnrder of Little
I.oolse Frost, \ear Ton n of

Union, In Colorado.

DENVER. Colo., Nov. 14,-After with-
standing the pressure of the "sweat-
box" at the city jail for four days. John
Porter, the 16-year-old negro who was ar-
rested Sunday, charged with the murder
of little 11-year-old Frost, near
Limon. Colo., tonight broke down, and
confessed every detail of the crime. The
little girl, who was the daughter of a
ranchman living four miles from I.tmon.
attended school In town, driving hack
and forth. On Wednesday last, while on
her way home, she was waylaid, assault-
ed and murdered, her body showing no
fewer than fourteen knife wounds.

On Sunday Preston Porter, colored, and
his two sons, Arthur and John, who had
been working on the railroad near Llmon.
were arrested here en route to their home
In I>awrence, Kan., and John Porter was
charged with the crime. Only circum-
stantial evidence was brought against
him, and he told a straight story, adher-
ing to it so tenaciously as to almost con-
vince the officers of his Innocence. To-
night, however, he weakened.

In
the event that two vessels using the sys-
tem should attempt to signal a single port
or vessel simultaneously the receiving sta-
tion or ship Is found to be unable to dis-
tinguish between the messages sent for It.

Cable Survey.

The report says the survey by the Unit-
ed States steamer Nero for a transpacific
submarine telegraph cable between Hono-
lulu and the Philippine Islands was most
successfully accomplished, and that a sat-
isfactory route for an all-Amerlcan cable
to connect the Pacific coast with the out-
lying colonial possession* of the United
States In the Pnclflc and with China and
Japan has been discovered, thoroughly ex-
plored, surveyed and mapped. The bu-
reau 1* now ready to lay the cable at any
lime.

The attention of the department I* call-
ed to the necessity for a survey of the
Western Pacific ocean. Many reported
"danger spot*'' appear on the chart*,
whose absolute danger I* doubtful, thus
giving rise to a great deal of uncalled-for
solicitude among navigators.

Two parties were sent to the field by the
naval observatory to witness the total
eclipse of the *un on May 18. 190(1. The
result, say* Admiral Bradford, was as a
whole successful, there being, however,
some failure* with minor Instrument*

Attention Is called to the fact that an-
other total eclipse of the sun will occur
May 17, 1901. which will be remarkable on
account of the long duration of the total-
ity and of the high altitude of the *un.

An estimate to enable the observatory to
send an expedition to witness this eclipse
will be submitted.

I.ynrhlnnr Inan Certain.

StartllnK Testimony Olves Helore
the Industrial Commission

la Washington.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 14.~Thoma* M.
Rlxey, lrfbor commissioner of Missouri,
appeared before the industrial commission
today. He gave a detailed account of the
St. Loula street car strike last summer
and said the reason he had not Invoked
the state arbitration law for the settle-
ment of the strike was that the law wa*
Inadequate. He advocated compulsory ar-
bitration.

James B. Reynolds, of the I'niverslty
of New York, testified as to the redemp-
tion of the slums of New York city, to
which purpose the society Is devoted. Tho
society s building In Kldrldge street, Mr.
Reynold* said, Is now largely surrounded
by Russian and Polish Jews, and by Rou-
manian*. but he thought these were grad-
ually being crowded out by Italian*, as
the Germans were earlier by the Jews,
and the Irish by the Germiyi*. He said
that the children of the quaimer manifest
a disposition to become ashamed of their
parents and not all of them were dis-
posed to adopt the trades of their father*.

Mr. Reynolds also contributed consid-
erable information concerning the sweitt
shops of the l£a*t side. He said that gar-
ment making is pursued largely In that
section In private apartments and that It
had degenerated In recent years. He at-
tributed several recent failures of Mrge
establishments to the sweatshop compe-
tition. He had Investigated an Instance
of 12S workmen, four of whom were work-
ing regularly twenty hours per day. six
of them eighteen and others leaa time,
ranging down to ten hour* per day. In
cases of long continued dally service the
wages were not Increased commensurate-
Iv with the time put In by the workers
In many cases the work rooms are used
as sleeping iimi'lment* and a large per-
centage of the quarters nre In unsanitary
condition.

Puerto Rleo Mksolii.

WASHINGTON. Nov. 14.-M. O Brum-
baugh. commissioner of education for
Puerto Rico, says the school svstem now
In operation there Includes 800 teachers
and 38,000 pupils. This Is only » begin-
ning. as there are .W.OflO chlldrfn of school
aim without school facilities, most of
whom would enroll If they could. Th"
report says the present school law sliou d
be whollv abrogated at the coming ses-
sion of the Insular legislature Tor manv
reasons and a new law naSsed. 'A change
In the licensing of teachers Is needed to
protect good teachers "from the machin-
ations of worthless teachers and from
the pernicious Interference of politic als."

WASHINGTON. Nov. 14. -Senator

Ptatt. of New York; Senators Fairbanks,
of Indiana: Foraker, of Ohio, and Thurs-
ton, of Nebraska, were at the White
House today.
