en OBOROB H'EUSBY, of this city,
died In New York yesterday of
eancer of the stomach, and his

death, though not unexpected by those

who knew of his condition, comes as a
\u25a0hock and personal bereavement to a
large circle of devoted friends In Se-

attle.
Br. Heussy was attacked with the dread

malady which caused his death, several
months ago, and has been In rapidly fall-
ing health sines. He early realized tha
tmpMessness of his case, but kept all
kaowledge of tho exact character of tho
disease from his relatives until a coupla
of months ago, when further conceal-
ment was Impossible. He yearned to re-
turn to his old home In New York city

and end hit days among his life-long
friends and also to submit his esse to
tha host physicians of New York to de-
termine If any help wis poaslhle. After
delaying his Journey until favorable symp-

toms would permit, he went East about
a month ago accompanied by his sister
and niece.

Ten days ago his old friends, Dr. Abbey

and Prof. Thompson, made an exploring
operation, which Dr Heussy heroically
underwent without an anaesthetic.

The result proved the utter hopelessness
of the ease, and he lingered only a few
days longer.

Wan a Self-Made Man.
fleorge Heussy waa horn In Switzerland

March 11 1M« and at the age of :> years
removed to New York cltv wlth his fam-
ily. Hla people were poor and he early
began to help support his widowed mother.
He began Hfe as an apprentice In a print-
ing office. An Injury to his hand brought

him l» contact with Dr. Vlnai>te, an
eminent physician of those days, who
took a grea-t liking to young Heussy and

aeoured his services as office boy. The
lad also read medicine and early showed
? remarkable talent In that direction.

He whlhed to combine a complete knowl-
edge of drugs with the practice of medi-
cine. and spent several years of service
In a drug etore. In which, through the
kindness of a friend, he was lster enabled

to purchase an Interest The profits of
this venture enabled him to enter the
tmiverrity of Now York, from which he
graduated with honors In IKB. He then
began the prentice of medicine, which he
continued uninterruptedly In New York

We never felt that he could leave his
pntients to take needed rest himself, and
were himself oat for <jthera. Hla prac-
tice had been enormous for years, and
he waa the trusted physician of many no-
tables In all walk* of life, including
Abrara Hewitt. ex-Mfcynr Strong. Roscoe
CarvkKne Chauncey Depew. Jame« Gor-
don Bennett. Oeorge Jones. Augustin
Daly. Ada Rehan and scores of others. He
attended Richard Croker when the lat-
ter'* desk waa a barrel with a boarfl on
|r. and had a large practice among the
Stock Bxehange brokers and theatrical
peopli of the better class. On the occa-
rl«n of ere ol his visits to New York
from Seattle, his return was bulletined on
the Stack Exchange blackboard.

Remorn to Seattle.
In IR9O. upon retiring from practice. Dr.

Heus"y traveled through tho West, and
visited Seattle He was Impressed with
the great future of the city, and made
substantial Investment*, including the
northeast corner of Third avenue and
Pike street, upon which he erected the
brick and stone Heussy block. He Induced
his brother and other relatives to remove
here, and spent the most of the past ten
years of his life here.

Dr. Heussy was singularly kind and lov-
able and entirely unselfish. He was
always dolrtg for others, and never
thought of himself. Whlls he had a com-
fortable fortune, he neglected to collect
fees that would have trebled his wealth,
He attended the poor In New York with-
out pay and gave them money for medi-
cines. He was unaasumlng hut dignified,
and perhaps one person In Seattle has
more loving friends.

His great success was largely due to his
eonsclentious thoroughness. Better than
anything else In his profession he loved
to attend children, particularly Infants
who could not express their symptoms,

and where all of the skill and devotion of
the true physician were called into play.
He was wedded to his profession, .and
never married His remains will he in-
terred by the side of his mother In Ever-
green cemetery, In New York city. Sur-
viving him are one brother. Casper K.
Heussy, and one sister. Mrs. Catherine
Mayer, both of Seattle.

Ex-Xlaliter to 91am, Who Spent Five

Years In the Orient, Talks of the

Possibilities for Marvelons De-
velopment of Padllo Commerce?-

nts Observations Convince Him

of the Wlstom of Expansion.

JOHN BARRETT.

JOHN
BARRETT, mited States min-

ister to Slam under President Cleve-
land, reached Seattle yesterday af-

ternoon. Mr. Barrett was a Democrat
under Cleveland's administration, hut
Bryan's anti-expansion policy caused him
to support President McKlnlcy. Mr. Bar-
rett took an active part I* the campaign

Just closed, and having lived in the fir
East was in a position to devote the
major portion of his discussions to tho
Philippine question.

Mr. Barrett res'jmed his position as
minister to Blum in May. IF9B, Just after
the outbreak of the war with Spain. Ho
went to the Philippines, wh»re he re-
mained until after the outbreak of th«
Filipino Insurrection, February 4, ls9f». He
was In the far East something like five
yer.rs.

Washington nedeemrd Herself.
When seen at the Rainier-Grand shortly

after his arrival last evening Mr. Bar-
rett said:

"The people of Washington cannot
overestimate the importance to the wel-
fare of this state of their emphatic ma-
jority for MvKiniey and oxpans on In
some way the Impression prevailed in the
Fast that Washington m'ght go to
Bryan, and as a result everybody was

Is. did not appreciate what she has at
stak«. she could certainly not exiiect
much from congress or from ihe men of
Influence in the East to help In her
prosperity. The Democratic, national
committee stated without reservst on that
Washington would again go for Bryan,
and thoughtful men were surprised to
think that such a repult was poss'ble.
The twelve thousand majority, however,
given for McKlnley and the consequent
development of our As a'le opportunities
will now give Washington a better stand-
ing In concress and the country at large
than It has had for msny years.

"In fact, the strong, vigorous nota
sounded bv the et tire Pacific cast, lead-
ing off with California's forty thousand
majority, will hive a most Weneftclal ef-
fect on the growth snd development of
the entire section.

"Parhaps the most Important new* In
that Connection Is that Riven out In the
Poat-Int«lltgencer this morning to the et-
fect that work on the nejr steamers ord-
ered by Mr. HHI had been commenced.
This especially appeals to me because
wherever I hare spoken before Chambers
of Commerce In different »arts of the
country and have referred to the early
iwsslhilltles of these Immense steamers
being put on the Taclflc »eu, there have
been various skeptical replies to the ef-
fect that they were only Imaginary ves-
sels, talked of to boom and advertise the
Northwest and Seattle, aod that they
would never become a reality.

"It was only recently that I was severe-
ly criticised by Eastern newspapers for
stating that steamers of this kind would
ply. In a faw years, between Puget
sound and Asiatic ports. It Is a fact, nev-
ertheless, and sueh vessels will yet open
the eyes of the commercial world to the
vast interests that must eventually link
the Orient with the Pacific coast, and
which may eventually revolutionize the
carryln* system not only of the United
Slates but of Europe as well. No such
Immense steamers n» these, which will af-
ford the cheapest possible freight rates,
can get through the Sue* canal from any
Atlantic-American or E* opean ports. As
a result of It the manufacturers and the
agriculturists of the United States will be
able to lay down their products In Asiatic
seaports In successful competition along
those lines from which they are now shut
out.

PropbeelM That W*r« Fnllllrd.
"It Is pleasing: to myself and other* who

for year* Tiave been hammering away for
our Pacific coast opportunities. to see the
great development* of tha present. Five
or six years ago when I lent my flrat re-
port* from A*la to the Mate department
at Washington relative to the great fu-
tures that awatted our fosst state* and
the countries In the far Ea*t, I was ridi-
culed and put down as a dreamer. I
have In my possession editorial* written
by San Francisco papers saying that my
prophecies were 111-timed and would
never come true In twenty year*. You
see they were wrong, for already the pres-
ent movement of trade with the Orient
far surpasses my flrat expectation!.
"It Is of vital concern that Washington,

Oregon nnd California should bend their
Individual energies to the development of
this transpacific commerce. There Is our
one great Held wherein we can compete
successfully with th» Eastern states and
with Europe as well. In simple manu-
facturing and along the principal lines
of Industry we are and will be for many
years to come at a disadvantage with tha
Eastern etatea because they have a raster
population and cheaper labor and with
the consequent conditions of demand and
supply largely In their favor. But taking
principally the raw staple product* of the
Pacific coast ni\d the same in a manu-
factured form we can always lead In
selling to the AsUtle market.
Klght llindrrd Million CsitosieM.

"The one thought that Just across the
Pacific ocean from ua are 800,000,000 of peo-
ple, or nearly ten time* our own popu-
lation. whose buying and selling capacity
will increase enormously within theyhext
fifty years, should convince tha most
Skeptically Inclined of the magnitude and
unlimited valine of r at field of operation.

Ith this exploitation of transpacific
markets and fhe connecttor of the Pa-
cific coast states with that market, this
section of »ha country Is now looming up
as never before aa an enormous part of
the United States. Eastern business In-
terests, Eastern cai .tal and Eastern news-
papers nre no longer thinking of thisportion of the country as of secondary
fmportnnce. As an Illustration of the In-
terest now prevailing In the Easternstates In our Asiatic opportunities I may
he pardoned for saying that I have re-

celved over 100 Invitation* within the
last month to address various organisa-
tion* during the coming winter aeaaon on
these Important question*.

"There ia one thing that I shall be able
to mphwtu with a great degree of
pleasure and that Is that Seattle is grow*
ing with creat rapidity and now bear*
all evidence of becoming one of the
most prosperous cities of the United
State*. It lias been my privilege to visit
nlmost every city of 100.008 populat! n In
the United Stales since I returned from
my duties ns minister in the Orient, and
I know of none In proportion to Its popu-
lation which shows mora activity and
push than dues Seattle."
