MOST PONERFUL IN WORLD

WARSHIPS FOR AMBRICAN NAVY
PROVIDED BY CONGRESS.

Will Carry the Heaviest Armor and
Most Powerful Armament for
Vessels of Their Class—Dimen-
sions of the New War Vessels.

Special Dispatch to the Post-Intelligencer.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 17..—Whefx con-
gress, in March, 1809, appropriated money
for three sea-going coast-line battleships,
carrying the heaviest armor and most
powerful armament for vessels of their
class, it was evidently their intention to
provide for vessels more powerful®than
those of any other nation in the world.
The unfortunate provision by which the
contracting for the vessels was made sub-
Ject to an agreement as to the price of
armor, while it delayed the work in con-
nection with these important vessels,
served one good purpose in making it
possible to combine with those appropri-
ated for by the Fifty-fifth congress the
;:‘g provided for by the act of June 17,

The bureau of construetion and repair,
in the designs for these flve vessels, has
fully carried out the evident purpose of
congress, and the designs now approach-
ing completion in that bureau represent
five of the most powerful battleships
which have ever been projected.

The vessels appropriated for in 1899 are
required to be sheathed and coppered,
whereas those of the later appropriation
have been held by the navy department
not to be covered by the provision as to
sheathing, and the bureau of construc-
tion and repair has, therefore, designed
two classes of vessels, one sheathed and
the other not gheathed.

+ The designs have been further compli-
cated by the decision of the board of
construction to fit three of the vessels
with the superimposed turret, similar to
the Kearsarge and Kentucky, and to pro-
vide the other two vessels with what has
been designated the ‘‘quadrilateral ar-
rangement’” of the 8-inch guns of the
main battery. The provisions of the acts
for the five vessels have, therefore been
covered by designs, prepared in the bu-
reau of construction and repair, for three
sheathed and coppered battleships carry-
ing superimposed turrets and two un-'
sheathed battleships with the ‘“quadrilat-
eral arrangement’’ of S8-inch turrets.
