WASHINGTON. Dec. 23.-At the last
meeting of the senate committee on mili-
tary afC&lrs, the proceedings of which
have Just been made public. Secretary
Root maile a strong presentation of the
necessity for Immediate legislation for
the relief of the army. He stated broadly
that If oongress did not at once Indorse
the army bill. In substantial accordance
\u25a0with the recommendations of the war de-
partment, the United States would be
obliged to abandon a large pertlon of the
Philippine islands, where civil govern-
ment Is established.

WASHINGTON, Dee. 23.?The war de-
partment has made public a series of re-
ports made to Gen. MacArthur by the
subordinate officers constituting the heads
of the various bureaus and departments
which have attended to civil affairs in
the Philippine islands for the last year,
fhey are closely summarized, but suffi-
ciently full to cover the situation. The
report says a stable currency has not been
used, and Mexican dollars were for a few
days evenly exchanged. This was termi-
nated by a provisional order by the gov-
ernment, to which it was arrange 1 to
reimburse the banks for any losses they
might sustain through paying out Mex-
ican silver for United States currency
from disbursing offices trade. Doubt
is expressed, however, as to the desira-
bility of this arrangement. Attention is
directed to the marked increase in the
customs receipts under the American
management. Tins is explained in part
fcy the fact that formerly a large part

of the imports came from Spiln and paid
no duties. Also, the American system of
collection is said to tend to honest col
lections The new tariff adopted for the
Islands Is set out in detail. In almost
every case specific duties are fixed, fol-
lowing the established system in the is-
lands. which It was believed to be dan-
gerous to change to the ad valorem sys-
tem.

Correspondence of the Associated Press.
YOKOHAMA. Dec. s.?The wearisome

and disappointing delays of the Peking
diplomats are having n marked effect
upon public opinion in Japan, producing
what may be regarded as almost a revo-
lution of sentiment In favor of China.
The native papers are now mainly ranged
on the side of leniency in dealing with
the chief instigators, not only from a
practical point of clew, looking at the
supreme importance of inducing the gov-
ernment to return to Peking, but also
owing to the inherent force of the spirit
of patriotism which characterizes the
Japanese natives. The Japanese are
naturally asking themselves what they
would have done under similar provoca-
tion. The answer has g.ven rise to an
overflow of something strongly resem-
bling sympathy, and Janan is therefore
ringing itself on the sld*- of the nations
which are cot reeling the most moderate
terms possttle in tlie negotiations with
the Chinese court. It is noticeable also
that even some of the foreign papers here
are upon the same side, the Japan Mall
conspicuously so.

The missionary quest Km, of course, oc-
cupies a foremost place in the discussion.
It is now felt as essential that the West-
ern powers take cognizance of the senti-
ment here that religious invasions of the
Western countries, upheld by power
of the Western organizations, are tanta-
mount to filibustering expeditions and
should not only be discountenanced, but
stern measures should be adopted for their
suppression. It is. of course, admitted
that Individual religious zeal in the line
of propagan ialsm cannot be interfered
with, hut the feeling here is that the mis-
sion boards constitute a standing menace
to peaceful international relations.

If the present garrisons are withdrawn
from certain portions of the island the
municipal officers, mostly Filipinos, will
be left defenseless, with every prospect of
being deprived of their lives and property,
and at the some time the United States
will be disgraced, the secretary said, for
having proved faithless to its solemn obli-
gations. The secretary argued that it
was necessary to pass the department
bill, as a whole. In order to properly ad-
just the military organization to the new
conditions created by the Increase of
members. "We do not, any of us." he
said, "expect that, for any considerable
period, an army of lOO.nof) men will be
maintained, and for an army of W\ooo men
the provisions made (by the committee)
are sufficient."

Matter of Staff Control.
With reference to the matter of ftaff

details, the secretary said that he was
convinced that the control of the per-
manent staff department in the city of
Washington is an evil that ought to be
remedied, and that it Is highly Important
for the army that there should be Inter-
changeable service between the line and
the staff. In answer to an inquiry the
secretary said that It was of minor im-
portance whether there was a corps or
regimental formation of the artillery
branch, and that, while he favored the
former, he really cared very little about
the matter, which he regarded as a purely
technical question.

Effect of Army Canteen.

The extension of the United States im-
migration laws to the islands without sub-
stantial change is said to have proved of
doubtful expediency, and especially . so

with regard to the contract tabor laws.
It is essential, says the report, for the
mercantile interests to secure employes
from abroad, else they will suffer. The
alien laborers do not come into competi-
tion with native residents. More than
200,000 Chinese left the ls!ands last year.
Only one-ninth of the land in the archi-
pelago is under cultivation, and there is
no land tax. Regarding the Judicial de-
partment, it early was found to be nec-
essary to provide a system which would
be divested of those harsh and oppres-
sive features so much in conflict with
American standards.

It was impossible f#r lack of time to
supply an entirely new system, so some
changes regarded as indispensable were
made by a general order. It appears that
the operations of the law, as thus quali-
fied, have been satisfactory in securing to
defendants in criminal cases the funda-
mental rights of Anglo-Saxon criminal
law. The writ of habeas corpus has been
invoked, and under its speedy operation
nearly 100 prisoners, the heritage of Span-
ish regime, have been liberated from un-
warranted detention. Col. Crowder thor-
oughly Indorses the recommendation of
Lieut. Burrett. in charge of the mining
bureau, looking to a thorough chanae in
the mining laws. He says that These
are extremely cumbersome and that, once
they are brought up to American stan-
dards, the mineral condition of the coun-
try soon would be enormously improved,
as experienced prospectors and competent
mining engineers now in the islands
stand ready to undertake the work of ex-ploitation.

Memorial to Perry.
The business stagnation continues and is

exciting some alarm in foreign as well as
In native circles. The harbor of Yoko-
hama is well nigh denuded of shipping
and there Is a steady though small ex-
odus of foreign residents.

When the Chinese troubles are settled,
however, every one Is looking for a sub-
stantial revival of trade and preparations
for it are being made. In the meantime
ii dlgnation against the inexcusable de-
lavs at Peking is waxing hot.

Nothing has yet been heard of the
training ship Tsuklshlma. which disap-
peared off the eastern coast in the recent
great storm and Intense anxiety Is felt
for the fate of the ninety-one students on
board. A warship has been dispatched In
search.

Sevret-ary Rmt devoted considerable
attention In his testimony to the army
canteen, urging that It was a great meansor maintaining the morality, health and
discipline of the troops. He pointed out
that the post exchange is a club, where
the men ger together to read, talk and
smoke ntaylng checkers and other games
and drinking under sll hrnatural restraintsas the place afforded. A prohibition of
the canton, the secretary said, would
interfere with enlistments, as the men
would not enlist If they knew they weregoing to be confined 1n a reform school.

He considered the agitation against the
canteen would drive the soldiers out of
the post exchange, where they are sub-ject to salutary restraints, to the demor-
alisation and vicious surroundings outside
2L Y.mv It wouM result In morodrinking and nv>re deception among those
who drank. The secretary also pointed
out that the' proposed enaotment wouldconvey an entirely erroneous and prejudi-
cial view to the public as to what had
been the course of the array In regulating
the sale of liquor up to this time.

The enthusiasm among the Japanese
over the proposed memorial of the Perry
expedition Is Increasing and something
handsome will probably be the result of
the movement. One pnper. remarking
unon the changf. brought by time, recalls
the fact thit Perry's ships were
lylnir off t'raga the alarm In Yeddo was
Immense. A system of signals was ar-
ranged to keep the captain informed of
all the movements of the "black vessels,"
especially with regard to the con-
tingency that they might proreed to
Yeddo. At flrst the citizens had an al-
ternation of panics and reassurances, for
whenever the tide turned the ships so
that they rode with their bows north-
wnrd, signals were at once made an-
nouncing an advance ngiilnst Yeddo, and
when the tide flowed news of ralvatlon
was hastily dispatched. And now the
Japanese are celebrating largely to ereot
a monument to commemorate their ad-
vent.

Col. Crowder closes with a summary of
the report of Oen. J. F. Smith, military
governor of Negros, showing that this
Island will be held until me entire period
of American occupation Is completed. Thn
government Is In favorable contrast with
other Islands. The attitude of the people
is highly favorable, and the largely au-
tonomous government whtcn fhey now
enjoy seems to be their fitting reward,
and the people are desirous that It should
he continued. But It will be Impossible
to discriminate In favor of Negros, the
report says, In the scheme of government
ultimately to be adopted, so that the com-
plications expected are not easy of ud-
ustment.
