GAUGHT IN A HORRIGANE.

U. 8. TRANSPORT LEELANAW LOSES
ALL HER LIVE STOCK.

Sailed From San Francisco for the
Orient—Pepartment Received Re-
port Several Days Ago-The Sec-
ond Disaster on That Route.

Maj. W. W. Roblnson, ir., quartermas-
ter, U. 8. A, returned jast evening from
Shn Francisco, where he was successful
in taking an examination for promotion.
He will leave for Honolulu, his new post
of duty, about the middle of January.

A short time before Maj. Robinson l=ft
8an Francisco the department received
information that a disaster had betallen
the United States. transport ILeelanaw,
which recently =ailed from San Fran-
cisco for the Orient with supplies and
live stock.

According to the report, which had not
been published at the time the major
started for Seattle, the Leelanaw lost all
her stock while battling for life with a
storm that raged with great fury.

When seen last night at the Butler ho-
tel Maj. Robinsgon sald:

“I bave just returned from San Fran-
cisco, and intend to =ail for Honolulu on
the 1'nited Staies transport which sails
from San Francisco, January 16. 1 ecan-
not state explicitly when I shall leave,
because there are matters to be attended
to In Seattle before [ get way. 1 shall
make my headquarters in the future at
Honolulu. I am sorry to leave Seattle.”

The major then asked if anything had
appeared in print about the misfortune
to the United States transport Leela-
naw. Receiving an answer in the nega-
tive, he confinued:

“Before I left San Francisco the depart-
ment received a report to the effect that
the Leelanaw, while on her way to the
Orient from San Francisco by the south-
ern route, was caught in a severe storm,
and that all her live stock was lost,

“On the traln coming north I met Mr.
and Mrs. Ed. A. Fraser. They live at
Mahuakowa, Hawailan islands. Mr. Fra-
ser told me that the people there were
very anxiousg to have the people of Seat-
tle interest themseives in the sugar trade,
and put on a direct Hne of steamers,”

There are two routes from the Pacific
const to the Orfent. One is known a= the
Northern, with headquarters at Ssattle,
and the other is the Southern, with head-
quarters at San Francisco. The Leelanaw
is the second transport sailing from San
Frageisco to meet with disaster,

DAWSON FREIGHT RATES,

News of Reductions Received by Lo-
enl Ratlway Office—Rotary Plows
Keep Track Clear.
Important dispatches, relating to redne-
tion of freight rates from White Horse
to Dawson and also the condition of the
Atlin trail, were received yesterday at the
local office of the White Pass & Yukon
route. Notwithstanding snow and wind
the railroad from Skagway to ‘White
Worse has kept the rails clear and pushed
trafic. In order to accomplish this al-
mest unparalleled feat two big rotary
snow plows have been kept boring into
the snow banks and scattering them to

the winds.

It will be recalled that earlier in the
seuson the White Pass & Yukon route
people were very cautious about freight
rates from White Horse down the river
to Dawson. They could not tell what the
conditions were going to be,

Yesterday's news puts matters in a
more satisfactory light and clears up the
Situation. The dispatch was originally
received by 8. M. Irwin, traffic manager
of the White Pass & Yukon route at
Skagway from the Canadian Development
Company’'s agent at White Horse. As
forwarded to the Seattle office it says
that the Yonkon route has received adviees
under date of December 22, that its con-
necting line., the Canadian Development
Company, {2 guoting the following rates
from White Horse to Dawson:

Quantities not less than two tons, 20
cents a pound.

Quantities under two tons but not less
than one ton, 40 cents a pound,

Quantities under one ton, 5 cents a
pound,

Rates were reduced to meet the exist-
ing conditions on the trail. Throughout
the winter the rates will devend on i
same conditions, but it is not likely that
there will be an advance.

Under date of December 12 an officlal
telegram to Traftic Manager Irwin, from
Log Cabin, Alaska, says that the Atlin
trail Is in fine condition and good service
is expected twice a week.
