DAIBYMEN HOLD SESSION.

Second Day Devoted to Dl*«n*»lon
of Timely Topic*?Stnrtllnsr FI tr-

ope* a* to Tubercnlo*!*.
Special Dispatch to the Post-Intelligencer.

CHENEY, Dec. 2S.?The second day of
the meeting of the state dairymen's con-
vention had a largely increased attend-
ance, quite a number of dairymen arriving

from various parts of the state on' morn-
ing trains. The hotel accommodations
are overtaxed and visitors are beiag re-
ceived at private houses. Dr. 8. B. Nel-
son, state veterinarian, was the tirst
speaker on the subject of tuberculosis in
dairy cattleT The spread of this disease
has become so serious that it is a very
grave pro Mem. He said 10 per cent, of
the deaths in the state last year were
from consumption. The figures were
startling and created something of a sen-
sation. Ho advocated that dairy herds in
the state be inspected and diseased ani-
mals removed, and urged that the legisla-
ture appropriate fIO.OOO for the office of
state veterinarian.

E. A. Bryan, president of the state agri-
cultural college, followed in an address on
education of farmers* sons and daughters.
He explained the ad vantages of the
courses of training at the agricultural
college. A pa.per by A. C. Bebee was read
on cream testing. Prof. Elton Fulmer,
chemist of the state agricultural college,
delivered an excellent address on food
adulteration.

At the afternoon session Prof. Splllman
talked on rotation of crops. His remarks
were particularly applicable to Eastern
Washington farms and protested against
exhausting soil fertility by growing wheat
continuously. D. 8. Troy read a paper on
farm accounts; D. H. Shanks, manager of
the Rockwood creamery, North Yakima,
made a talk on creamery mismanagement;
J. A. Walla, of Seattle, on the responsibil-
ities of the butter maker.

The committee on legislation was
pointed this afternoon as follows: W. J.
spillman, chairman; D. M. Shanks. North
Yakima; D. S. Troy, K. A McDonald, Se-
attle; S. B. Nelson, Pullman.

At the evening session a very au-
dience was addressee! by H. I* Blsnchard
on poultry manmrnnont and by J. I*.
Smith on the farmer's homo.

The committee on resolutions made a
report this evening recommending a «üb-
stitute pure food bill to be submitted to

the legislature. The substitute provides
for a number of technical changes Riv-
ing the commissioner more authority for
enforcing the law The defects in the
present law are done away with. It de-
fines clearly what constitutes* adultera-
tions, prohibits adulterating, imitating,
substituting or coloring food®; provides
that all packages containing mixtures or
compound# be labeled with names and
proportions of ingredients, so as to plain-
ly Inform purchaser: provides that viola-
tors be sunjected to a fine of from $25 to

SSOO or Imprisonment for thirty to ninety

days; recommends that 13,800 be appro-
priated for analytieal work of fr»od sam-
ples and for salaries of deputies.

KI.BCTHK ROAD SVSTI*.

Proposed to He Operated In Ihe
Vnk I HIM Valley.

NORTH YAKIMA. Dec. 28.?A system

of electric roads, operated as feeders for
the Northern Pacific, is one of the enter-
prises now under consideration for the
Improvement of this valley, and in case
the plan is found to be feasible, after an
investigation which Eastern capitalists
will make neat month, the first steps
looking towards its construction will prob-
ably be taken early in the new year.
Citizens of Yakima who have been inter-
ested in the project believe that about
fifty miles of road could be made a paying
proposition from the start. Power, which
is abundant and cheap, is available.

Better transportation facilities are espe-
cially necessary for fruit growers and
dairy men. and as the population becomes
more dense the demand will be stronger.
A representative of the capitalists above
mentioned was hero this week and after
looking over the ground came to the con-
clusion that the eountry is capable of de-
velopment to such a point that these
facilities will be a necessity. He will re-
turn to make firrther observations about
January 15, and will be accompanied by
one of the leading electrical engineers of
the Coast.

Need of Better Support.

Second?The state institutions are more
in need of better support than ever be-
fore. It is my belief that our state has
more students in her higher Institutions
than has any other state of like popula-
tion. This condition arises from the ex-
cellent administration of the several
schools and the organization and co-oper-
ation running through the entire school
system. The legislature wouVI strengthen
the work of the higher institutions by pro-
viding. upon some equitable basis, an an-
nual state tax for the support of the state
educational Institutions, just as there now
exists an annual tax for the support of
the common schools. This plan wouldlargely relieve the legislature from the
customary biennial "log rolling.'' which
often demoralizes the influence of the en-
tire legislative session. It is moreover
just that all institutions be treated alike
In the way of dormitory equipments. A
student has the same right to demand
from the state the same home comforts
and equipments at a state normal schoolas he would enjoy at any of the other in-
stitutions. Th«> efficiency of our schoolsystem will be increased, also, bv a closer
relation between the several high schools

,*he state and the higher Institutions,
and the board of control should exercisea more positive and definitive policy of
supervision of the high school work in Its
relations to the higher institutions. The
standard should be high and the ideals
should be realized. This can only be
reached by state control and supervision.

Text Rook* Dl*eanslon.
Third?The law governing the adoption

of text books should be modified so as to
repeal the maximum price limit provided
by the present law. The evils resulting
from this provision are accredited by
many to the system of state uniformity.
Ilut It is manifest to any person that a
good book presented at a price above that
specified by law cannot adopted under
any system or by an/ authority. The last
legislature attempted to rectify the condi-
tions, but a conflict of methods resulted
in nothing being accomplished. One plan
was to repeal the limitation clause, leav-
ing the adoption to the state board of ed-
ucation; another was to refer the adop-
tion to the individual districts, and aban-
don the state uniformity idea. The lawas it passed permitted the cities and
towns to select their own books, but left
the rest of the state under the old law.
with its undesirable provisions, and at the
same time made the conditions more ob-
noxious by reducing the contract period
to two years. The spirit seemed to be
that anything would do for the rural dis-
tricts, but the towns and cities are of a
little better fiber and deserve special priv-
ilege.*. The governor very Justly vetoed
this bill.

The public mind has been violently agi-
tated by the recent text book discussion,
and those responsible for this agitation
would have us believe that state uniform-ity has brought untold evils upon society.
At the same time it is doubtful if there 'isa citizen of the state who will assert that
our schools, our teachers or our educa-
tional spirit Is excelled by any other state
lit the i nlon. The benefits of state con-
trol and state administration should not
be disturbed by destroying state control
of text books. It Is my sincere belief thata better school system can be developed
by the state than can result from each
district acting upon an independent pol-
icy. Moreover, if the text plays such an
Important part it fills such a lAtte func-
tion that the constitutional duty of the
state to maintain a. "general and uniform
system of public schools" will be plainly
violated bv a failure to provide for uni-
form text books.

Method* of Tench I na.
Fourth?The educational world has In-

dicated considerable disposition to modify
the customary method of teaching science
and geography in the common schools.
Text book work is not so much of a fac-
tor as it has been, and more and more the
schools are disposed to take on the prac-
tical and applied part of scientific knowl-
edge. This appeals to the experience of
the child In the garden, on the farm and
at every point of contact with nature It
leads to a sympathy with the resources
of our stat»» and their possible develop-
ment. In malty states a course of a«ri-
culture has been recommended for the
rural schools. This Is excellent, but not
sufficiently bro*<i to Include the Interest
of all classes of pupils. Cornell university,
of New York. Issues a limited number of
nature study bulletins to the teachers of
the public schools. It may be possible for
our state to build better than other statesby appropriating to the state university
and agricultural college liberal amounts
for the purpose of ismiing bulletins regu-
larly to the pupils of the state for us*, assupplementary reading, etc. These bulle-
tins should cover the subject M of plant
and animal life, geological nnd geographi-
cal phenomena, mineral resources, the
simpler principles underlying agriculture,
and such other knowledge as will lead to
a love of the common wealth and develop
in the minds of the children a sympathy
with the very life of the urate.

Fifth The plan of levying and appor-
tioning the state school tax appears to be
kindly received by the entire state. It Is
manifest that under this state tax belter
results have been reached than were real-
ized under the plan of local levy. The
?schools being firmly organized on theprinciple of state support, I believe thelegislature will find, after due considera-
tion, that still better results will be
reached by increasing the state tax from
Is per census pupil to $lO per census pupil,
thus creating a larger fund for the weak
school districts.

In connection with school support it
may iw well to refer to the "union high
school * plan now provided bv la* The
desire to furnish the facilities for high
school training to rural communities
should be given every possible encourage-
ment. Much annoyance has arisen during
th« past two years by the Indefinite meth-
od of forming "union schools." and it may
be wise t«» consider th«» plan of giving di-
rectly SIOO annually to each district for
evny grade of high school work main-
tained, the average attendance of which
grade being not less than five. This
change would simplify the who]** mattrr
ami would give the sane encouragement
to secondary education In case such a
change I* made it should b<* provided that
no district can charge tuition for Instruc-
tion In any high school subjects.
