The suoceas and popularity of postal
savings banks in Great Britian are
weighty considerations in favor of the
establishment of these institutions in

this country. The British banks re-

ceive deposits as small as one shilling

and pay two and a half per cent, inter-
est. Every deposit begin* to draw iiv

terest at the first of the month after it is

made and accrued interest is added at the

end of the year. Abont two years ago the

government tried the experiment of re-

ceiving as a shilling deposit twelve

penny postage stamps stuck on a slip of
paper. This provision met a widely

felt want, and has become one of the
most popular and useful features of the

system. Another convenient arrange-

ment is that which enables a person

who has deposited money in one bank
to draw from any bank in the United
Kingdom. The greA popularity 3of
these institutions is shown by the fact
that, though they have been in opera-
tion only twenty years, the number of
i*nk« has increased to six thousand,

while the annaal deposits have risen to

nearlyfthree and a half millions in num-
ber and fifty million dollars in amount.

The number of open accounts averages

about two millions yearly and the ag-

gregate amount on deposit exceeds a
hundred and sixty million dollars.
While the main purpose of postal sav-
ings banks is to encourage thrift and
economy among the people by affording

them the most convenient and secure
means for saving their earnings, the man-
agement of the banks has been a money

gain to the British government. Ac-
cording to a late report of the Post-
master General the amount of surplus

Interest arising from investments and
paid into the exchequer as net gain

during the three years ending with ltfT'.t
was more than one and three-quarter

milliondollars, while the same authori-
ty reports that sinoe their establish-
ment the government has realized from

the banks a net profit of more than six
million dollars.

THE PEARODV FL'UD.

In 1867, when Mr. Pea body made his
magnificent bequest of a milliondollars
for educational purposes in the South,

* ha give to the trustees, in addition,
bonds of the State of Mississippi
amounting, with interest, to more than
another miliiondollars, with direction*
that they should be added to the fund.
The validity of these bonds had never
been questioned up to that date. Like
the majority of Mississippi obligation*,
the interest on them had lapsed, but the
honest and largo hearted banker nerrr
imagined that principal and interest
would ever be repudiated. Mr. Pea-
body, however, did not know the stuff
of which the average politician down
that way is made, for in less than ten
years from the time ho put his splendid
idea into execution the people of Mis-
sissippi had wi|>od out the Peabody
debt by constitutional amendment and
the Legislature had indorsed their ac-
tion. There are unity deep and in-
effaceable stains on the tiuancial record
of Mississippi, but this is probably the
darkest of all. To add to her dishonor,
however, Mississippi has consented to
receive from what is left of the Pea-
body fund the sum of nearly seventy
thousand dollars. For the good name
of the State it is to be hoped the appeal
of the trustees of the fund whioh is
now being made to right this great
wrong and injustice to the whole South-
ern people willmeet with a favorable
response. To rob a charitable fund
should be too low a depth of repudia-
tion for even Mississippi.

1
can teil yon it is humiliating and dis-
couraging to those who are interested in
American shipping to see our harbo>
titled uu with foreigh vessels, their tl igs
Hying in proud supremacy of oar own
ensign, loading and unloading material
either consumed or produced by our own
people. There is but one law on the
statute book of maritime legislation
governing our shipping interests that
stands between as and a complete sur-
render to foreign countries, and that is

ths law prohibiting foreign vessels'
from plying between American {torts."

Capt. Bolles, of the Colombia, makes
the following statement in connection
with the recent accident that befell his
ship while entering the harbor: "Arriv-

Major J. K. Pico, as the administrator
of the estate of e*-Oovern<>r A. ML Pico,
deceased, has sued James PheUn to re-
cover possession of **)feet of land in-
eluded in the site of Phelan's Block, or
$8C3,C,10, its v.ilne. I*loo claims that
the pn>|ierty in question was deeded by
tlie familv to the city in 18.V) for a cem-
etery, ana as no use was ever made of
it. the land reverted to the Pieos. While
Phelan holds possession by virtue of tax
deeds, Pico contends that he paid the
delinquent taxes after a lapse of about
two decades, and propones to enjoin
Phelan from collecting the rent from
his tenants.

A nonsuit was granted to the defend-
ants by Judge Wilson of the Superior
Court on the 21st ult., in the caae of the
Society of California Pioneers against
William Gallagher et al. The action
was to quiet title to a 40-foot lot ou
fourth and Market streets, which the
Pioneers claimed that the late James
Lick by gift deed bequeathed to them
in 1873.

In Police Court No. S the trial of
Thomas Doliver for indecency in ths
presence of littlegirls was continued, on
ths motion of Prosecuting Attornev
Wilson, nntil ths Sd prox. By that time
D. J. Murphy, counsel for the defense,
expected to be able to resume the man-
agementof the case.

Judge Finn has granted a final distri-
bution of ths estate of Choy Poo. a
Chinese restaurant kssper, who died in
ths citv two years ago, leaving a wife
and a child in the city and a wife in
China. The distribution will be con-
ducted for the benefit of both families.
