personal glory and polities! advance-
ment as from any real need on tba part
of tba people. Let us prove to the na-
tional law-makers that we are intense-
ly earnest about this basineas, and let
us demand our rights in a manner not

to be misconstrued. Now, as the POST
l.vrcLLioascßa suggests, tba money con-
sideration is the only thing in the way.
Of course it ia too much to expect any

of oar citizqpeto represent us at Wash-
ington at their own expense. Doubt-
less oar Territory is abundantly willing

is well aa able to defray the necessary
expense of farthering such sn import-
ant me isare as our admission to Siate
hood especially as it ia apparent that
-tome extra effort is needed just at this
time to acoomptuh the desired end.
But just how to get at the money re-
quired speedily enough is the all impor-
tant question. We have a suggestion
to make. Suppose an organization be
effected haying for its object the raising
of the necessary funds by contribution.
Let the Territorial and county political
committees of both parties be invited to
co-operate; let the Territorial and all
leading county offioers be called upon
to aid either in contributions from their
own pockets or by collecting subscrip-
tions, or in both ways. Let the Seattle

hamber of Commaroe. the Boards of
Trade at Olympia aud Taoom i, and all
dimiltr institutions, be pressed into
-:9rviee; let the leading towns of thf
Territory see which can make the best
showing; let all leading publio men have
an opportunity of displaying their pub
lie spirit jast now when it is needed.
Can it be done? Of course it can if
people only think so. The first requi-
site is an orij'iniziition with responsible
officers to aocoaut for contributions
and oush the work rigorously."

On this subject we may say that a
note from one of the most prominent
citizens of the Territory informs as
that the money objection is not neoes
sarily a fatal one. There are many

men in the Territory who are sufficient-
ly public-spirited to take this burden
upon themselves, and who at the same
time are abundantly able in a pecuni-
ary sense to do ao without personal
detriment. Seattle baa several snob
citizens, Walla Walla also, and ev-
ery other considerable town one or
more. If they coald by any means be
induced to make the journey and push
the effort at Washington mora could be
accomplished than in any other way.

TV IIVIU LAW OF M.BLII
auiTi.

With the recognition of the danger to

human health, and even life, from the
existence of certain physical conditions
of the surroundings of habitations
comes the necessity for a revision of the
written law of the land regarding the
treatment of those conditions. The law-
makers must be imbued with the senti-
ment that oertain acts of omission, or
commission, which have heretofore beeu
oonsKlered of trivial importance, are
in themselves crimes, and are to be
treated aa such. As the lawmakers de-
rive their powers direotly from the peo-
ple, it is necessary that the voters shall
put in offioe only those who aie pledged
and willmaintain their pledge to the
Uigher law of the public health. The
education of the publio in sanitation is
a slow prooeee. Mtupidity, ignoranoe
and don t oare have heretofore been the
ideas of legislators and the masses, but
when a great wrong is to be righted or a
great benefit to be wrought, delays are
uangerous, and ordinary methods are
100 slow. In this present emergeney it
is justifiable if our executive offioer«
were to transoend their functions, and
take aotive steps for the abatement of
the mud nuiaanoe, aud of the immedi-
ate oonstruotion of sewerage in thiscitv,
and for the putting under buildings
foundations of stone or hard burned
b: ick. Such actions may or may noi be
sustained by the oourts of last resort
Ifsustained, they furnish precedents,
and precedent is often all the soul of
modern law. if not sustained in prin-
ciple, they lead to such thorough invest-
igation of the principles underlying the
points at issue that an effectual remedy
tor the evils which have oaused the ac-
tion to be taken will be found. The
uuiaanoee heretofore complained of will
tie eradicated, and the higher publio
health willbe maintained against a few
demagogues. Many of our most promi-
nent cities are afflicted with that hydra
beaded monster, malaria, or symotio
diseases, in one form or another, all
caused by lack of proper foundations,
proper sewerage ana proper denning of
uw city's refuse. Wooden foundations
breed multitudes of amalbiform animal-
cute, which bore the wood, and after
eating or abeorbing its acids, die for
lack of further nourishment, and their
decomposition generates anhydroua
hydrocyanic acid, whioh the system
takes up and human life becomes je«>i<-
ardued. San Franoisoo has aboliehed
wooden foundational finding in them
the oaoae of her malaria, and other eit-
lea are doing likewise. If a Board of
Aldermen or of health offioers neglect
their doty, they must be punished for
that neglect; theirs is the fault, and on
then most fall the penalty.

Chapter of UW2, of the Btate laws
of New York, provides that:

At any time the Governor of the State
may require the State Board of Health
to examine into nniseness affecting the
security of lifeand health, in any local-
ity And the Governor may
m relation to thing* found and oertifled
by the eald Board of Health to be nui-
sannss, deoUre them to be public nui-
sinoas. and order them to be changed aa
be shall direct, or abated and removed;
and euoh order shall be presumptive ev-
idence of the existence of enoh nuiaanoe.
and all persons irtintnlnln or assisting
to maintain, or aiding orabetting in any
manner in the maiutainance of such
nuieance, after notice of such order
shall be guilty at a misdemeanor, pun-
ishable by a fine not to exeeed SIOOO, or
imprisonment in ths eoonty jail not to
exeeed one year, or by sooh fins and im-
prison soeat.

On its propsr execution depends
largely the progress of the education of
the people, and their loasl ehoeen
offloara. in a realisation of the faetthat
small private interests eannot be al-
lowed to operate against ths welfare of
the public, and that offeneee against the
general health are as truly crimes as
these against public morula.

Besides the usual con-
struction at the mill, Mr. Amos ia put-
ting upa fine res.denoe on Fourth street,
Mr. Fuller has bia new stable almoet fin-
ished, and his old one is being cleaned,
renovated and embellished by the addi
tion of a new front, after the fashion of
Dr. Boat wick's new drag store in New
Taooma. A large addition to the brew-
ery has just been oompleted, and Mr.
Zelineky haa about finished A house
near the ohnrch.

Yesterday took pl*ee the announced
clears ace among the tiger* belonging to
his Highness the Saltan, in order to
make room for a fre&h supply when the
new tiger pens will be built. At about
10 a.m. the Saltan, the resident military
comir ander, assirftaii t resident and other
spectator* appear behind the Kraton
and asated tiMDjadrea in a grand stand
constructed (or the porpoes. Thousands
of Jirnnnss flooked to tbs spot to aes
the combats. Soon a fight between a
royal tiger and* buffalo together in a
pan was commenced. The tiger was
several times tossed into the air and
then gored todeath by the buffalo, which
had been made aa furious aa possible
by peppered water, burning nettles and
red-hot iron bars. Tide combat lasted
fully two hours. Afterwards began the
rampokt-n or tiger fight. On the plain
alongside the Kraton stood Javanese
armed with stoat spears fifteen to eigh-
teen feet long, drawn up in rows, one
behind the other, forming altogether
an extraordinarily large square. The
two foremost rows lay kneeling, the two
hindmost stood erect. In the crater of
this open space were thirteen straw-
roofed wooden pens, in each of whioh
was a tiger. At a given signal a mu-
sical instrument called the gamelan be-
gins playing a martial air to slow meas-
ure. Three tiger-keepers then step out
of the ranks and approach the cage.
Two of them bear each & burning torch
with which they set fire to the straw.
The tiger, frightened by the shower of
sparks, is then forced out into the open
space, but knows not whither to turn.
It, bounds around and seeks whether it
can find an outlet, until it endeavors
either by a desperate spring to get away
over the human wall which keeps it en-
closed or tries to creep through under-
neath. But it falls pieroed by the many

spears which have struck it. It utters
a savage cry, which is drowned by the
applause and shouts of the multitude.
In silent agony it strikes around furi-
ously with its mighty paws. The shafts
of the spears often break like glass. In
such oases a single blow might cost the
life of any unfortunate within reach of
its claws. It is aftewrards killed in due
form. This scene took place in the
same way thirteen times successively
with as many tigers, the festivity clos-
ing at '1 p.m. Only a few accidents oc-
curred. One soldier by ill luck received
a spear thrust while combating with a
tiger and was severely wounded in the
leg. A native received a bite when one
of the tigers broke through the square
and was killed outside.it, after causing
great commotion among the spectators.
