Fna Japan.

YOKOHAMA. Dec. I.?A supplementary
treaty has been executed between Ja-
pan and Corea extending the bounda-
ries of Japanese settlements and pro-
viding for the opening of a new port
after oue year and permitting Japanese
diplomatic or oonsular agents to dwell
or travel in the interior of Corea.

Tbe Japanese government is prepar-
ing to encourage settlements in the
Hoain islands on a considerable scale.

S. M. Bryan, for many years Ameri-
can postal superintendent, returns
home by this mail, having retired from
the Japanese service.

The trade Between the southern
Japanese ports and Russian porta ou
the Siberian eoast is rapidly and sub-
stantially increasing.

General surprise is caused by the re-
port that the Japanese Government,
hitherto strongly opposed to the emi-
gration of laborers and bitterly hostile
to every feature of the coolie trade,
has yielded, under interested foreign
influence, to the application of the Ha-
waiian envoy now in Tokio. and con-
sented to the transfer of large numbers
of Japanese subjects upin terras simi-
lar to those of Chinese coolies in various
countries. The Hawaiian envoy returns
home presently.

A long decree has just been published,
purporting to emanate from the court of
Corea, declaring the king of that coun-
try has no hostility to foreign inter-
course. and setting forth the reasons
why the recent treaties willbring about
results advantageous to all Corea.
