The wood* in use by Chicago
building contractors are mainly em-
bodied in the following list: Birch,
butternut, calico aud white ash, ayejv
more, white and red oak, cherry, b«<ceh.
walnut, whitewood, white maple, yellow
pine, mahogany, manilla. prima vera
and coffee wood. Sycamore, white oak
and beech are the principal woods that
are used quarter sawed On aejount of
the growing ncaro.it v of cherry, an t the
high prices chnrged for good lumber
other wood* are Nought after that will
auiiwer aa a substitute, affording a siiui
lar rioli urain. Cherry is imitated with
gum, and quarter 'sawed beech is
named aa the lumber likely to
take its place to some extent. Calico
aah ia obtained principally in Indiana
anil Michigan* White maple ia a deeig-
nation applied to the anp of the ordin
ary maple, which ia nought after for
flniahiiu |»urj>osea. Ma hog \nv tinit lat-
terly !«eu use 1 to quite an extent in
faney building*. Very often from ais
to a dozen different kinds of lumber are
need in finishing an aristocratic resi-
dence. the pUa being to have every
room finished in a different wood. Wal
nut ia Ikm used for finishing, because
of ita high prioe, aud the developing
tendency to employ light shades in
wood, to produce a cheerful and re-
fi*dnng effect. ra*her than one of som-
ber i leg mo*.
