SALARIES EEDUCED.

COLLECTORS OF CUSTOMS ARR NOTIFIED
TO READJUART THEIR PAY BOLLS.

Warmimnaton, March 20.—The esti-
timates made at the tressury depari-
ment indicate that the presect rate of
expense ef ccllect'ng revenne from
eastom? cannot be maintrived sp to
the clase of the present fisoal year un-
der tbe aviilable balance of the general
appropriation without creating a defi-
siency of $400,000.

DEFAULTING TREASURER.
STATRE TEEASURER TATE OF KENTUCKY
PALLS FEOM GRAOE.

000. Theirregularities run back eleven
years.
The diseovery of the shortage is the
resalt of an examination of Tate's
bocks commenced some days ago by an
expert accountant. Tate's bond was
for §300,000 and is well ocvered. He
was in Louisville on Satarday nigbt,
when he was observed to be drinking
bard, ap oousual thing for bim. Since
that time be bas not been seea aud his
whereahoats are unknosn. Tate was
sleoted state treasarer in 1857, having
peen nowminated by the Democrats. He
has been selected continuously at each
eelotion sinoe them, making his tenare
of office t+enty years.

OREGON WACGON ROADS.
THE PRESIDENT CALLS TEE GRANTS OF

LAND TO THEM UNBLUSHING FRAUDS.

Wasamxaton, March 20.—The presi-
dent today sent to the:dwo houses of
congress a o mmaunigtion from tbe
secretary of the iaterior, with a great
mass of testimony, relatingz to agrant
of land to the state of Oregon for the
constraction of wagen roads.

“The presentation of the faots by the
secretary,” the president says, “‘is tbe
resalt of an examination which bas
developed, it seems to me, the most un-
blushing frands npon the governwment
which, if remaining unohseged, will
divert several hundred thousand sores
of land from tke pudblic domain sod
from the reach «f honest settlers to
those who have attempted to prevent
and prostitute the bepeflcient desizne
of the government. The government
songht, by the promise of generous do
nation of lands, to promote the build-
ing of wagon r:ads for publio conveni-
ence and for the purpose of encourag-
ing settlement apon the publio domatn.
Tte roads bave pot been baiit, and yet
an attewpt is made to claim the lands
ander a title which depends for its va-
lidity entirely opon the construction of
these roade.”

A bill sscompanies the commanisa-
tinn which the president scbmits with
the recommendation that it may beo me
alaw, and with the earnast hope that
the opportunity $bas pressnted to dem-
opstrate & sinoere desire to res rve
the publio "domain for esettlers and to
frustrate the unlawfzl attempts to
wrongfally appropriate the Jands may
oot be neglected.
