The $hip Market.

Sax Fraxcisco, Dec. 8.—The follow-
ing 13 & brief summmary of the freight
situation:

This is borne out by the
fact that purchases of wheat have been
made in the intenor, while every neive
has been strained to depress botb wheat
and freights here.

The withdrawal of s0 muoh tonnage
has steadied the market, particularly
for iron, which is now in but moderate
supply. Of this class of disengaged
vessels it is highly probable that some
will load on the owuer’s account if the
rates remain standing any length of
tiwe.

Their |first
ACt was to purchase the Jerry Borst
farm on the Snoqualmie river, compris-
ing 700 acres of first class hop land, pay-
ing $22,000 in gold coin therefor. 'They

300 acres of this land into hops, so as to
have at least 150 tons to pick next fall.
l'o accomplish this the association has
arranged for plowing to commence at
once. 'L'he hop roots, which bhave been
arranged for, will cost $3000, and a great
art will be furnished by the Wold
rothers, of Squak; the poles, which
will be of split cedar, will cost $7000. A
dry house will be built oa the place at
a cost of $10,000. Three hundred
aores will be set out in viues during the
month of March. ‘I'he incorporators
and stockholders are H. E, Levy, James
Faller, D. K. Baxter, G. W. Grover, R.
Jeffs, T'. G. Wilson, Catter, Lloyd & Co.,
of San Francisco, and another Seattle
man who wishes his name withheld.
