Flax Cotton- -

Aa Iowa correspondent of a morning' pa-
per talking of the culture and preparation of
flax in that State, writes from Fairfield:

We have had in operation at this place one
of "Randall's Break" and a "Scutcher, or fDuster," both manufactured in Rhode Island, vf
for the purpose of preparing flax straw lor by
manufactory. The process is as follows :

The flax is mowed with an ordinary scythe
or mewing machine, before it is throughly;
ripe, and is cured, in every respect, the same
as haj. It may thus be threshed the same as
any other grain, the tangling: of the straw
not injuring the fibre in the least. It is not
necessary that it should undergo a rotting
process, as it breaks equally as well without,
the only advantage of rotted over unrotted
straw being in the distance it may hare to be
hauled, as the former weighs about one half
less than the latter, there being a correspon-
ding difference in price. is

The brake separates the woody portion or be
shaves into small particles, which are remov-
ed by the duster. It is then ready for baling,
hipping to the manufacturer,- - where it un-

dergoes the cottonizing process.
One ton of straw yields from 500 to 1000

pounds of linters. About 200 tons of the un-rott- ed

straw has been engaged in the vicinity
of this place at $5 per ton, by the party who
has the control of the machinery here. This
is intended merely as an introduction to the
operations for next season, when a larger
amount of machinery will be located here for
the purpose of preparing the straw for mar-
ket. Two of the same breaks are in opera-
tion, at Mr. Pleasant, Henry county, Iowa,
with the same success aa here.

I do not think that we ci entertain a
doubt aa to the success of this movement.
