Requisitions for Criminals A Sharp
Game.

It is estimated by official authority that there are
between two thousand and three thousand fugitives
from justice of all grades, who escaped from thi
State during the rebellion and lied South. The de
mand upon the Governor to issue requisition for
these offender is very large, and increasing daily,
and it requires close observation to prevent thi de-
mand from becoming a source of enormous fraud
upon the Slate Treasury. For example the expense
of sending for a fugitive, bringing him under guard,
traveling expenses, hotel bills, and other incidental,
varies from $300 up to $500. Suppose then that
there are two thousand fugitives from justice who
Bbould be brought here and punished in our courts,
and that the expenses following the requisition, which
must be paid by the State, average $400, the total
expense would be eight hundred thousand dollars!
Now, by far the greater portion of these two thou-
sand criminals are not charged with offenses which
directly affect society at large, such as murder and
the like, but with breach of trust, swindling and
other like offenses. The shrewdness of lawyers has
enabled the plaintiff in many case to get an indict-
ment by a Grand Jury against the absconding par-
ty, and thereupon an application is made to the
Governor for a requisition. In brief, the plaintiff
seeks to use the power of the State to collect his
debt at the expense of the State. Several rich ap-
plications of this nature have recently been made
to the Secretary of State, but that officer has de-
clined to give the aid required, much to the chagrin
of the applicants, until they agreed in writing not
to make any claim on the State for any expenses in-

curred. There is certainly a door for gross fraud
upon the State at present, and probably it might be
desirable to amend our statute on this point The
present law makes the granting of the requisition
dependent upon the discretion of the Governor. It
would be well to limit it so that shrewd counsel
could not use the Treasury of the State for the pri-
vate advantage of their clients. Press and Times.
