The Chicago Republican of July 21, uu

der this caption, says :

" The importance of the action of the
Tennessee Legislature, in "oTTEniTig.the way
for the admission of the Representatives of
that State, is greater than appears on the
surface. It is now pretty well ascertained
that the President is prepared, the moment
Congress adjourns, to depose the State Gov-
ernment in Tennessee and establish a mili-
tary one. Had he been successful in defeat-
ing the ratification of the amendment, such
a measure would have prevented its ratifi-
cation hereafter, because whatever new
Government he might establish would be
organized upon the basis of hostility to that
amendment. The action of the Legislature,
however, places the amendment beyond his
reach in that State, and it furnishes Con-
gress with the opportunity of recognizing
that State Government, and of admitting
Senators and Representatives who are per-
sonally loyal. Resolutions were promptly
introduced in both houses of Congress, de-

claring Tennessee to be entitled to the
privileges of a State; and we trust there
will be no delay in passing them. They are
essential to the preservation of peace.
They are essential to the prevention of Ex-
ecutive tyranny; and essential to tne protec-
tion of Congress from the dictation of the
President.
