On Friday night of last

week, a serious difficulty occurred at the saloon of

Henry Smith, near the post office, between Martin

V. Bridwell, assistant Chief of Tolice, and a young

man from Rogerville, named Joseph a 'Williams,

which proved to be a tragical affair- - The difficulty

was brought about by circumstances of a trifling

character. Sharp words ensued, which ended in

blows, when firo arras were resorted to, and proved

disastrous to both. Williams drew a revolver and
fired four shots at Bridwell, two of them taking ef-

fort. One of them penetrated his left eye, and came
out about the ear. Bridwell, at the same time, drew
a revolver, and shot Williams through the abdomen,
from which he died on Sunday morning. Mr. Brid-

well U also in a critical condition, but thore is a
prospect of his recovery.

This is an exceedingly unfortunate affair, and
cbould prove a warning to young men to beware of
tuch trifling circumstances, where an unkind word,

unthoughtly spoken, or even an unkind look, may
sometimes lead to disastrous consequences.

A Fretebt Gorge at Bristol The Air
Line.

Gov. Pierpoint sent a message to the Legislature
on Thursday, transmuting a letter irom jonn a.
Branner, President of the East Tennessee and Vir-

ginia Railroad Company, complaining that he had
delivered at Bristol one hundred car loads of cotton
and other freight, intended for Norfork and otber
Eastern cities, which the Virginia and Tennessee

Railroad was unable to remove, and tbat, conse-

quently, he had been obliged to inform his Western
connections that he could receive no more through
freight for the present. Mr. Branny regreU this

The
Governor, calling attention to the fact that a line of
steamers has just been established between Norfork

An Apt and Good Illustration.

Black Bill Carter's Lies.
From the Knoxville Commercial.

Mexico, Audrais Co, Mo, Feb. 12, 1867.

Editor KnoxvilU Commercial : In your weekly of
the 6th instant, I notice a letter from one Wni. B.
Carter, directed to the citizens of East Tennessee,
North Carolina and West Virginia, in regard to the
condition of affairs in this State, (Missouri,) and ad-
vising those who think of emigrating to this State

&c I must.. say I was astonished,...uu uiieu wuu indignation wtoen 1 read it, ana ishould be doing myself and tbe good people of Mis-
souri great injustice to let it pass unnoticed. He
says : "Missouri is of all States on earth the wont
!)lace for any one to go to now ; hundreds of

left, &c" This is a sad mistake, and a
palpable misrepresentation, and will not apply to a
single county in all North Missouri, and I doubt
whether to at.y portion of the State. Hundreds
have come here within the past year, and are doing
well, and hundreds more are coming. The emigra
tion to Missouri this Spring and Fall will be im
mense. I knew of but two or three families, out of
more than one hundred, who came here within the
last twelve months, who have left Our streets are
almost daily crowded with wagons and strangers
seeking homes among us. He says the "Governor
(Fletcher) keeps troops in every county and town
to enforce the religious views of one party and to
suppress those of the "other. Murders and assassi
nations occur daily. Women, and even girls, are
ravished almost daily in some of the principal
town?," &c. Th;re never has been troops kept in
any town and county, not even during the war.
Fletcher did call out some companies of militia
and stationed them I believe, in only four counties.
wonnson, ljaiaje.te, and one or two others, and now
they are all disbi.nded and sent home.

As to women and girls being ravished almost dai-

ly, I must say that I have not heard of a single in
stance of the kind, and I keep myself as well post
ed as a man can by reading tbe various papers. 1
am no lover of Governor Fletcher; I believe him
to be a disgrace to his high position, and a man
that would stoop to almost anything for party ad
vancement. But admitting all this, I 'cannot ad-

mit that one-fift- h part of what the Rov. Wm. B.
Carter says to be true. Again he says: "Better
stay where you are, and live on the berries of the
forest than come to Missouri." Who ever heard
the like of that! Shades of Caesar! There never
was a time durixg the whole war but what people
were (with the exception of a few border counties,)
as safe hero as in Virginia, Tennessee or Kentucky.
All that people have to do her is to attend to their
own business, (which by tho way is good employ-
ment any where,) work their farms and let politics
take care of itself. We want emigration ; farmers
to develop the resources of this great State. We
will have it. ' They are coming. Tell tho honest,
hardworking sons of East Tennessee to come en.
It makes no differenco what their political prefer-
ences are, if they are intelligent, industrious men
they will make good citizens and will be welcome,
but they must labor. This is a fast country ; the
people are fast ; slow men, men of no energy can-
not get along here.

I am of the opinion that the Rev. Mr. Carter had
either a very lame political object in view, or wrote
from Lexington, during the time of its occupation
by Fletcher's lcyal thieving militia. Yet that does
not juf-tif- him in drawing so largely on his seem-

ingly fruitful imagination. Lexington and Lafay-
ette counties do not include quite all the State of
Missouri, and outside of these counties there has
been little or no trouble at all with soldiers.

Tbe Missouri test oath cases have been decided
unconstitutional, and that decision applies alike to
attorneys, ministers, and teachers. Now, Mr. Edi-
tor, I have written this letter for you to publish.
I want the people of East Tennessee to read it. I
have stated nothing but facts, and if I see any more
such letters from Missouri in the Commercial I
shall pay my respects to them also. I am an East
Tennesseean; I love East Tennessee and her citi-

zens, and wherever I find them they are highmind-e- d,

honorable men. Yet I love my adopted State
(Missouri,) too, and whenever I see her or her peo-
ple misrepresented at home or abroad, I shall feel
it incumbent upon me to let the world know the
facts in the case. More anon perhaps.

The Lojal Military. Bill Passed.
The following is the Senate Military Bill, which

is now the law of the State, having passed the House
by a vote of 40 to 25 :

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State
of Tennessee, That the Governor is hereby author-
ized and empowered to organize, equip and call into
active service a volunteer force to be known as the
Tennessee State guard, to bo composed of one or
more regiments from each Congressional District of
the State: Provided, always, that the Tennessee
State Guard shall be composed of loyal men, who
shall take and subscribe the oath prescribed in the
Franchise Act.

Sec. 2. Be itfuather enacted, That tho Governor
shall be Commander-in-Chie- f, and any number of
said force shall be subject to his order, when in his
opinion the safety of life, property, liberty, or the
faithful execution of law require it; to be organized,
armed, equipped, regulated and governed by the
rules and articles of war and the revised army reg-
ulations of the United States, so far as applicable,
and shall receive pay and allowance according to
grade of rank, as provided for the United States ar-

my while in active service, to be paid out of any
money in the State Treasury not otherwise appro-
priated ; provided, that the force provided for by
this aot shall not be armed and equipped until call-
ed into active service by the Governor.

Sec 3. Be it further enacted, That this act Bhall
take effect from and after its passage.
