Statement of an Ex "Grand O i lops."

Objects of the Organization Discussed.

A Committee on Assassination.

The proofs of the real character of tho liuklux
Klan are accumulating every day. The following,
which wo find in the ilemphis Bulletin of tho 1 5th
instant, will silence the tongues of thoso who have
insbted that it was merely an association for the
purpose of harmless amusement :

alleging as a reason Uat 1 was not the man for the
place that I si too impu'eivc nd rash and re-- j

commending that the old organisation should be
continued until we could get into eur ranks some
cool, clear-heade- d, man whom we all could trust.
I told Ihcm they might feel eausned in trusting cie,
tut I could not trust my own discretion. They
elected me, and I ws sworn in. The next move
made was a motion that a coromiltee of five on
l'absam.iaivjri' ahould be appointed. I opposed
this at the time, as did all the older members of the
association, considering it injudicious. It was car-

ried over our heads, and the committee actually
appointed, reduced, however, to three, of which I
was chairman. I placed mjelf on the committee,
as I told them, for Hit-purpo- of controlling and
directing them, at; I finally succeeded in doing,
and to my presence on that committee may he as-

cribed the fact that a lomewhat notorious county
ofUcial is not now with his fathers. Do
the members of this ' assassination" committee wish
their names published? Do they wish the number
and names cf the candidates voted for to be assassi-

nated published ? If they do all they have to do
is to say so. In fact, as they have violated their
oaths and undertook to brand me as a traitor, I am
prepared, if necessary ia self-defenc-e, to lay bare to
the public gaze facta and figures, names and dales,
which would send a thrill throughout the length
and breadth of this land. I have the records in full
of the tram-action- s of this concern since I became
identified with it. The charge that Colonel Beau-
mont and myself were in collusion-- is simply pre-
posterous, fur Iho blows I have struck him through
the columns of the Aealanche were too honest, and
came, too straight from the shoulder for him to for-

get them so soon. I might as well be accused of
collusion with Judge Iluntor to send Colonel Gal-la-w

ay to jail. In this connection, however, as a
matter of justice, 1 would publicly call upon Colo-
nel Beaumont to tell how he succeeded in ferreting
us out. I know it is asking a great deal ; but the
charge, of collusion has been made against me, and
his evidence is not undesirable. That this was a
Kuklux den I do hot know it claimed to be one.
It was, at all events, an association of men banded
together for the purpose of carrying out the obliga-
tions of the oath (which has already been publish-
ed) and that wa.--, if necessary, assassination before
I joined it. One circumstance I had almost forgot
to mention, and that was that just before the last
meeting, about eight or ten of us agreed to with-
draw from tbe concern, not feeling safe in trusting
the material which composed it. When these men
charj;o me with acting as the !1slool-pigeon- " of
Colonel Beaumont, or any other be in Christendom,
they lie individually and collectively. Iiad they
been as true to Ihemsolves 83 I was to them, they
would not now stand before the community as per-
jurers. I use this language understanding its full
meaning ; and I tell them here that, assassuiatc me
they may, but intimidate me they cannot. They
cannot make me the scapagoat to bear their sins in-

to the desert. I stood up for them before Beau-
mont, and denounced to his face his act as that of
a tyrant, unwarranted by law or right, and protest-
ed against tbem giving their addresses, when not
one of them bad the manhood to call their souls
their own i and he threatened to send me to a cell
for il. 1 have done with Ihcm. This explanation
is made more in sorrow than in anger ; for the real,
genuine Kuklux Klan, as 1 understand its objects,
has net better friend in the country than

Jack Campbell.

Ku EIux Oath.
The following is tbe charge and oath administer-

"Heie, in the presence of thia tkull aud the
members here assembled, I solemnly swear to be
true to the Order, to its members individually and
collectively, and should I ever, by sign, word, or
deed, betray a becret, or a member of the Brother-
hood, that the skull upon which I now look may be
a counterpart of mine, and I hope that all the so-

cial relations which 1 now enjoy may be sundered,
that honesty in the men or virtue in tho females
may not be known in my family or generation, and
that all who own my name Buall Te branded as
dogs and harlots. I further swear to obey implic-
itly tho orders of the Grand Cyclops, regularly is-

sued through his Council, aud as soon as I receive
an order to fullill it. I again swear that, should a
member of this order be in danger, that, even at
the rbk of my life, I will defend and endeavor to
save him. That I will give no outward 6ign or
hint thjt a person may know of the existence of
Ihe K. K. K, unless, authorized by the Grand Cy-
clops, and that each member of this order, as soon
as the tign is given, I will recognize, defend, and
protect as a brother. I further swear that I will,
under and inull circuniitances, bear true allegiance
to the South and her interests, as interpreted by the
Supreme Cyclopean Council, and when I receive
its orders, should I bo even iu the embraces of my
wife, 1 will leave her to obey thorn. I further
sweur that all lladioals and negroes who have
placed themselves opposite to the interests of tho
owners of the soil of Tennessee shall forever be
my enemies, and that under no circumstances w ill
1 have ether connection with them, if 1 can help
il, than to 'welcome them with bloody hands to
hospitable graves.' TX;t my family and tho fami-
ly of a Kadical shall never interchango visits.
And I further pray that tho God of the Southland,
whom I now invoke to strike mo dead should 1
ever, cither in letter or iu spirit, infringe upon the
things set forlh in this oath. To all of which I
swear in honesty of heart and sincerity of purpose.
So help me God."

Organized Assassination.
Colouel .Beaumont may have exceeded the

warrantor law in arresting, as members of
tho secret political organization of the Ku-
klux Klan, a parcel of hot-heade- d young
Jicmphians. lie has been unmercifully
rated by the Aealanche and Appeal, whoso
efforts to " explain " tho matter have been
equally 6olemn, persevering, and intensely
absurd.

privates and officers bo low, that men could not
serve, it is not the purpose of tho Governor to call
out troops under said Act, but to call oulolberwiae,
and to rely upon the loy9l people of the Stale to

sustain him :

Washington, D. C, April 21st, 1S68.

DunbiR : As constituents identified with you
in the success of your administration, we beg leave
to call your attention to what cannot have escaped
your notice, the disorders prevalent in certain lo-

calities of our State. Lawlessness and violence
have attained alarming proportions, Teaceable
citizens are terrified by threatening missives ; the
sanctity of their hemes is invaded, often in the
hours of sleep; thoir property is consigned to the
flames; some are seized snd scourged and otherwise
cruelly mistreated ; others are shot devl, or hang-

ed or subjected to some other form of murder and
assassination. Tunishment rarely follows j and in
most instances no form of legal redress is resorted
to. On the contrary, the victims of these outrages
are maligned, and their characters defamed by the
perpetrators, whose conduct find many to connive
at it, and not a few openly to Justify it.

Upon you, as the First Magistrate and l'eace Of-

ficer of the State, devolves the duty, under the Con-

stitution and the laws, of seeing these disorders sup-

pressed. Not the Statute Law merely, but the
Common Law, even without Legislative enactment,
clothes you with very high powers. You do not
bear the sword in vain. The safety of the people
is the supreme law ; and nothing less than the ex-

ercise ot all the physical and moral force of the
State, by summoning to your aid, if need be, all the
good people of every age, sex, color and condition,
will satisfy its imperative requirements.

The community must be protected at all hazards
and at whatever cost. Happily for our beloved
State, the exercise of this extraordinary authority
has seldom been required ; so rarely, indeed, that
some are possibly unaware of its existence. We
refer to it, therefore, not only by way of admoni-
tion to evil-doer- s, but to shield you, so far as our
counsel can do it, from the imputation of transcend-
ing your just and legitimate powers, in taking all
necessary measures to suppress the maladies afiiict-in-g

tho people.
We respectfully suggest the propriety of organi-

zing and arming, under the recent act of Assembly,
a small militia force, with judicious and competent
olfiecrs, to be stationed at points where the civil
law is found the least efficient, to repress and pun-
ish high-hande- d crime. We know your indisposi-

tion to impose unnecessary burdens upon our peo-

ple, already oppressed with debt and impoverished
by war ; and have the utmost confidence that you
will exercise your great official powers, within the
limits of necessity as defined by the demands of hu-

manity. While we hope not to see our State gov-
ernment driven to dependence upon National pro-
tection, we, at the same time hope soon to see the
moral influence of the National government ex-

erted i n its behalf and against its enemies.
