An Army's Mansner of Movement.

There are a great many thiags besides mea

All the prelimivary wreangements for the
mnrch havieg been carcfully made, the *“or-
der of march” is communicated to the severa)
commanding officers of divisions, brigades
und regiments, but not published ju order.
The troope are distributed accerding to the
character of the cenntry. lo & very opea
countiry, a
be at the head of the columa; but generally
it tu disteibated throogbout the line.

The arsillery should be 1n the rear of the
first foot regiment. An advance of rear guard
