The Senate assembled at 12 o'clock, and was call-
ed to order by Hon. John HilL late principal clerk.

A call of the Senatorial districts was now made,
and all but the first, third, fifth, sixth, and seventh,
were found 'to be represented. The usual oaths
were then administered, and, a quorum being pre-
sent the Senate proceeded to organize.

The Governor's Message.
We have the pleasure of laying before our readers

to-da- y the Message of Gov. Bragg to the two houses
of the General Assembly, now in session..

This document will be perused with interest by
persons of all parties in all portions, of the State. It
is devoted entirely to North-Carolin- a affairs; and
the subjects embraced in the Message, as well as the
manner in which they are discussed, evince the deep
concern which the Governor feels for the prosperity
and honor of the State. We have no time now to
refer to the many valuable suggestions which the
Governor lias made to the Legislature, but we ma'
do so at some length hereafter.

Organization of the Legislature.
The General Assembly of this State commenced

its biennial session in this City on Monday last
In the Senate Col. Henry T. Clark, the Senator

from Edgecombe, was chosen Speaker ; and in the
House Thomas Settle, Esq., of Rockingham, was
called to the Speaker's chair. Both these gentlemen
arc well qualified by former service and from their
knowledge of parliamentary law, for the duties of
the honorable and responsible positions they have
been called to fill.

For a detailed account of the proceedings of the
two houses on Monday, we refer our readers to an-

other column in to-day- 's paper.
The Legislature has organized harmoniously, and

the indications are that the same spirit of harmony
will continue. We sincerely trust that it will, and
that the present session may redound to the honor
and the lasting prosperity of our beloved State.

The weather for the last two or three daj-- s

has been quite cold, and on this morning we were
greeted by the appearance of the first snow of the
season. It was thin and light, but it was snow,
and the earliest we have known for
past.

The Legislature of Mississippi. The legisla-
ture of Mississippi met at Jackson on the 1st instant.
Hon. James Drane was elected president of the
senate by acclamation, and Mr. S. S. Calhoun secre-
tary. The house was organized by the election of
J. L. Antry as speaker, and Mr. C. A. Brougher as
clerk. A resolution was introduced in the senate
by Mr. Davis, and made the special order for the
ensuing Thursday, declaring that the institution of
slavery, as now held and practised in the southern
States, is neither legallyjnor moralty wrong, and hence
the law of Congress making the slave trade piracy
should be repealed

The governer's message was read in both branches,
and a number of extra copies ordered to be printed.
With reference to the levee system, a project de-
signed to give securitv to the bottom and swamn
lands along the Mississippi river, the governor re-- j

commends that a tax be levied on all the swamp j

property sufficient to build up this protection. Af-- j

tcr careful reflection, he could see no means for the j

early completion of the railroads but by the inter- -
position of State aid. He would, therefore, in aid i

of these great and beneficent works, recommend
that a tax of one-quart- er of one per cent be levied
upon all the taxable property of the State, outside i

of that heretofore proposed to be taxed for levee I

purposes. He had no hesitation in recommending :

the State University of Oxford to the fostering care :

of the Legislature, and to the care of all the people '

of the State, with the expression of the hope that
every young man in the State who is desirous of a
thorough education will seek it at Oxford, and not
in other States.

In reference to the common-scho- ol system, he rec-
ommends the appointment of a superintendent-in-chei- f,

whose duty it should be travel over the State,
lecturing and advising and directing as to those
and that he should annually report to the governor
on the first day of October the condition and pecu-
niary resources of these schools in each county in
the State, with the number of children being cduca-i- n

them, and his views generally in reference to the
legislation necessary to give efficiency to the commo-

n-school system.

Limitation of the Judicial Office Jcdoe Nasii.
Among the points involved in the proposed change

in the election of Judges, is that of the period for
which they may hold the office whether for life, or
a term of years, or whether it shall terminate at a
certain age. Wc do not propose to examine this
question at present ; but allude to it, because refer-
ence has been made in two or three papers to the
case of Judge Nash, Chief Justice of the Supreme
Court, speaking of him as " virtually removed from
the bench-b- y advancing age and physical infirmity."
This, we are happy to say, is entirely a mistake.
The health of Judge Nash at present is as good as it
was before his late sickness, in no part of which was
his mind in anywise affected ; and we believe him
now to be fully as capable of performing the duties
of his high and responsible office as he has been at
any period of his life. Though age may impair bod-

ily strength and activity, we do not admit that an
active mind in an otherwise healthy body is ever ob-

scured by age." Many of the best and most useful
statesmen of England have displayed their greatness
most eminently after they had passed the age of sev-

enty years. - Gen. Cass, our own distinguished and
able Secretary of State, is considerably over seventy
years of age ; and Chancellor Kent, of New York,
for years after the laws of his State had excluded
him" from the bench because, of his. age, displayed
abilities which raised him to an eminence which few
can hope to attain.

1. It is objected that ;the plan : would not be
ttempting to capitalists.' s:w.; ; 1 -

The Observer, I submit, does not give due weight
to the fact, that by far the largest portion of capital
in the State brings to its proprietor, at this time, a
net annual interest only of o per cent Yet the
decided preference with the mass of intelligent cap-
italists, even, is to lend at that rate rather than take
a .30 year bond. Many are investing their money
at the South and West, on personal security and
mortgage, at 7, 8, 9 and 10 per cent Still the sa-
gacious capitalist feels there is more security "at
home" and he is desirous of some place there in
which he may vest and supervise his capital But
I proceed to the estimate of profits.

If 9 per cent, be made on the actual operating cap-
ital of $2,000,000, the C percent, on $500,000 worth
of State bonds added will present an entire profit of
$210,000, which is 82-- 5 per cent per share to each
stockholder in the entire capital of $2,500,000 : that
is, each corporator will be entitled to 8 2-- 5 per cent,
on his share of $100. If 10 per cent is made, it
gives to each share 9 1-- 5 per cent That such a div-
idend as the former at least may be reasonably ex-
pected, is shown by all our past history of banking.
I know many prudent men who would prefer to take
stock in such a bank, rather than remove their
money to the south and west, and obtain, as they
can with great ease and little risk, 8 per cent

2. " A. Citizen" proposed that the bank should
purchase and hold $500,000 of State bonds shortly
becoming due, until they were gradually redeemed
by the State at the rate of $50,000 a year. The ob-
jection is, that by this process that amount of the
State's capital tcill IU locled up.

I do not admit the conclusion. If by the opera-
tion proposed, that amount of gold and silver would
be withdrawn from circulation, riot furnishing even
the basis of a paper issue, but drawing an interest
of six per cent, it would indeed be the deadest cap-- i
tal' that ever had a key turned on it But the ope-

ration is only a purchase by an association of indi-
viduals, from sundry individuals scattered hither
and thither, of their Stnte bonds, and holding them
as the- - were previously held, except that they arc
to be paid by instalments of $50,000 each j'ear until
they are all paid. Suppose one capitalist now own-
ed them all, and by agreement he should consent to
receive of the State ten new bonds of $50,000 each.
payable one bond each year, could it be predicated
of this transaction, that the State had locked up
$500,000 of its capital ? When pay day came around
could not the State either supply the amount by the
issue and sale of new bonds, as now the Observer
proposes to do, or by money raised by taxation?

It is unnecessary for me to express here my opin-
ion as to the mode which the State ought to adopt
in redeeming the deferred bonds. But if this were
the place, 1 should not hesitate to say, that there
ought to be some more show of vitality in our fiscal
energies than the payment of the mere intercut on
our bonds, and an everlasting struggle to defer to
the next thirty years the payment of a few hundred
thousand dollars now due, contracted ten and twen-
ty years ago. No policy in finance would sooner
break down an individual, and none can be more
sure to shake the credit of the State. However, if
the bank shall take them up now, the State can
adopt, when neecssarj--, any advisable means to pay
them off as they are demanded.

3. The Obxerrer objects further against the plan
of u A Citizen," that'4 the State itself borrows all it
puts in, pays 41 per cent on what it borrows and
comes in for a full share of the profits of the individ-wi- ll

be more than 8 per cent" I am not certain
ual "investments which the writer seems to expect
that I comprehend the nature of the objection.. The
better way of answering it, therefore, is to restite
so much of the plan as seems to furnish the objec-
tion : The entire capital paid in is to be $2,500,000.
With this sum the bank purchases $500, 00O worth
of State bonds and operates on $2,uO0,0no in bank-
ing. Its profits are (i per cent, on the bonds as long
as they are held, and the sum made on the business
of banking. The entire profits after laying aside
the excess bej-on-d 8 per cent on $2,500, nb are di
vided among the stockholders according to their re-
spective stock interest The objection shapes the
operation into a loan of $5n0,000 to pay off that
amount of Stite bonds, and $200,000 for other pur-
poses, making a sum total of $700,000, on which an
interest of only $30,000 is paid by the State, being
ij per cent. only.

It is true that the loss of interest at G per cent is
$12,000; but this is intended as a bonus for the
charter, and in lieu of taxation. And the only-questi-

of interest to the stockholder is, whether,
after this drawback, 8 per cent can be realised. If
it can, it matters not to him how large may be the
boon to the State. In my view, the greater it is,
the better is the plan.

4. "A Citizen" proposes that "as the bonds shall
be redeemed, the amount paid to become stock in
the bank." The Olwrrtr objects that this language
implies "that the State, when redeeming this debt
and taking up its bonds, is to receive, besides, stock
in the bank to the amount of $ jh0,000." The plan
declares that the money paid shall become " stock in
the bank" and not Stnte utock in the !ank. But I
will not take a turn at criticism with the Obxercer;
if the language be susceptible of that meaning, the
Obsei rcr does me but justice when it supposes I
could have designed no such thing. The plan in-
tended to make the proceed of the bombs take the
place of the bond in every particular, except that
the bonds were not to be the basis of discounts : the
change intended was, that the proceeds should con-
stitute such a basis. But the ownership of each was
intended to be the same ; that is, the bank was to
be the proprietor as well of the proceeds as of the
bonds.

5. The plan of u A Citizen" proposes to give the
State the contingent fund on the expiration of the
charter.

The Observer objects that this is a very high tax.
Be it so. If the stockholder is secure in eight per
cent, he ought to be satisfied ; and it is the intent
of the plan that the State shall have only such con-
tingent fund as shall remain over an average of eight
per cent

I am gratified that the plan has attracted the at-

tention of the press ; and I trust that it will be fair-
ly and impartially canvassed, and its errors expos-
ed. I think if the Observer had understood "A
Citizen " as he now explains himself, some of the
objections to his plan would never have been raised.
However, let the matter be pursued, for it is clear
that a large sum must be raised in cash or otherwise,
and a new bank established, or the present Bank of
the State recharted ; and every patriotic citizen who
possesses one good idea on the subject owes it to his
State.

The Observer very truly says that capitalists will
not embark in any bank loaded with restrictions and
fettered with illiberal provisions. B it it is equally
certain that they prefer, however 1II1 cral the pro-
visions may be, that they be certain, precise and
limited in extent by a known, and risible boundary,
before the highest liberality, which may be the sub-

ject of great change without and against their consent
In conclusion, I will add, that I am quite sure,

notwithstanding the doubts of the Observer, that a
bank on the plan of "A Citizen," whether a new
one, or the present oneTe-charterc- d, with the other
provisions fair and just, would secure its existence
in thirty days from the opening of the books.

Life-Pkesekvi- Vest. In these days, when al-

most every paper is freighted with sicke.ing details
of loss of life at sea, any newly-devise- d invention
which promises greater security to those who "go
down to the sea in ships" is a matter of general in-
terest, and deserves more than a passing notice.
Such is the "life-preservi- ng vest," differing materi-
ally from all other inventions, which have uniformly
proven miserable failures. This er is an
ordinary vest, made of common or fine material, as
the purchaser may wish, and so constructed that,
without lwing removed from the person, the breast
and upper back can be inllated in ten seconds by the
wearer so as to sustain and buoy up a weight of more
than two hundred and fifty pounds in the roughest
sea. When not inflated it is like an ordinary vest,
and may be worn in the parlor or on the street with-
out attracting any attention. The many failures of
inventions of this character heretofore have been
owing to the cumbersomencss of the article, its lia-
bility to be wrenched from the person, and their fra-
gility and discomfort This vest combines all the
essentials of safety without any of the objections
mentioned.

A trial was made of the utility of these vests at
the Washington navj--yar-d on yesterday in the pres-
ence of a board of naval oilicers appointed by the
Secretary of the Navy, and a number of gentlemen
assembled to witness the experiments.

The gentleman under whose superintendence the
exhibition of this useful article was made, Mr. J. T.
Ames, clothed two young men obtained in the yard
in the vests, who, plunging in the
water, floated securely on its surface. It was quite
evident that with one of these vests buttoned on the
person it was impossible to sink, and that no dis-
comfort would arise from its wear. The young men
were made to stand upright to float on their back,
with feet crossed, and hands clasped under the head

to lie on their chests, and, throwing their hands
behind them, to grasp their feet They were then
directed to unbutton the vest to see if its loose con-
dition would affect its buoj-an- t properties; and with
every test applied its great superiority over every
other known invention of the kind was satisfactorily
shown. Another feature of the article is that while
buttoned it is inflated sufficiently for the heaviest
man's support, but in case of need to aid or sustain
a sinking friend unprepared with one, it is only r3r

to throw open the vest &I blowing in the
tube a mouthful or two of air you have the means of
supporting and saving him.

It is peculiarly adapted to those persons carry in
coin or gold dust upon their imrsons. This was
shown by placing a heavy stone of several pounds
weight upon the breast of one of the young men
without apparently depressing him in the water.
Its capacity to bear heavy shocks and pressure was
made manifest by two gentlemen, weighing respect-
ively 190 and 198 pounds, placing their feet upon it
and springing up and down without injuring it in
the slightest degree. The experiments were highly
satisfactory, and clearly exhibited the great value of
these "life-preservers- ."" Wc learn that it is being
extensively used by ship-owne- rs in fitting out their
vessels ; and, indeed, it will soon doubtless become
an indispensable article to all who travel by water.
It is idle to speculate as to the lives which might
have been saved had the passengers of the ill-fat- ed

Central America or of the Austria been supplied with
these invaluable safe-guar- ds ; but it is well to call
attention to this article that they may possess them-
selves of a means of safety when their lives are peril-
led on the sea. Washington- - Union. . .

Deplorable Accident. Last night, a few nyn-ute- s
before 9 o'clock, a most deplorable accident hap-

pened at the thug store ofJ. V. Jordan, Esq., near-
ly opposite our office. A negro girl, it is said, it
seems, had been into the store for some medicine,
which having obtained she was passing out at the
door, or making for it, when a rifle which Mr. Eli-sh-a

Cuthbert and some other young gentlemen were
handling, went off accidently, the ball hitting the
girl in the back of the head somewhere and passing
out at the chin, inflicting injuries of which she died
almost instantly. The rifle was in the hands of
vonnsr Cuthbert when it went off.

These arc the facts as we learned them during the
excitement of the moment,' and are, we suppose in
the main correct The girl belonged to Mrs. Nan-
cy Lawrence, of this town, and we understood, was
only 1G or 18 years of age.

This is one of those accidents which everybody
regrets, but which no one can recall. No one can
be more deeply mortified at the sad occurrence than
is the young man whose hands held the gun that de-

prived the unfortunate creature of her life, and we
trust it will serve as a lasting warning to the youth
of the town to be careful in their use of firearms.
