THE HARRINGTON IRON ORE UPON THE

UPPER CAPE FEAR.
It is some time since I called the attention of the

public to this locality of iron. It was described as
a rich and valuable ore, and regarded as an addition
to the resources of the State for the manufacture of
iron ore. Specimens from the richest part of the
bed were analyzed and found to be free from any in
jurious substances' as sulphur and phosphorus.
1 here are many remarkable points connected with
this ore which are quite worthy of attention. The
silex, for example, is diffused through the ore in
very fine particles and is never excessive in quanti
ty. It is unlike the New York ores, which contain
tne suex in a coarse condition and trequently in so
large a quantity that it has to be washed. The cen
tre of the bed is a nearly pure oxide, as it appears
from my first analysis, but towards the outside of
the bed or vein it becomes manganesian and calca
reous. Now the presence of manganese, though it
is not contained in the best of iron or steel, is still
important and contributes some way or other to the
production of the best kinds of iron and stecL Thus
the Hcematites of Salisbury county and other local
ities on this range of ores, arc associated with man
ganese ; and the iron haa been used from time im
memorial for the manufacture of rifle and gun bar
rels by government, on account of its softnessas
well as toughness. The best of English cast-ste- el is
prepared by adding manganese in the proportion of
about two per cent It is supposed that manganese
is important in the production of a proper slaig, by
which the iron is purified and rendered tough and
malleable.

Now the Harrington ore is found naturally mixed
with the oxide of mangenese, and hence, the proba
bility that this bed will become one of the most val
uable in the southern States for the production both
of steel and iron of the best quality. The ore itself
appears to the eye, as if it would be refractory and
difficult to work, mt its composition shows the con
trary. This bed being one of the largest in the Uni
ted States, renders it possible to select that quality
of ore which may.be desired for any speeiul pur-
pose ; and being also, upon both sides of the river
and easily accessible, the place bids fair to become
one of the most important manufacturing points in
the South, or upon the Atlantic slope. For pud-
dling, this ore will also command a high price, for
it is perfectly suited in its composition and texture
for this kind of furnace.

In conclusion, I may remark, that were there no
other kinds of ore, or no other product of value in
the Deep river valley, the owners of this property
could afford to make the river navigable up to this
point, in order to secure the cheap transportation of
iron and steel ore to the markets of the world.

22d sec. 3d they said, the present mode was found
productive of great delay ana dimculiy, and enao
ted that the Judges of the said court shall appoint
some person of skill and probity to act as Clerk and
Master. &c.

In many of the counties of the State, the clerk of
the Superior Court has as much business to attend
to. particularly during term time; as he can well do,
without imposing the further duties of the office of
the Clerk and Master in Equity upon him ; and if in
the early history of our courts, it was found incon- -

A large number
have gone to their homes, and among them, Messrs. .

Reid, Branch, Shaw and Craige, of North Carolina.
Messrs. bcales and Kumn will remain in this city
during the short recess. I regret to state that the
latter named gentleman has been confined to his
lodgings for the last ten days or more, by a severe
attack or erysipelas ; he is now, however, rapidly
recovering and will be able to resume his seat in
the House, on the reassembling of Congress,

The Pension Bill, introduced by Mr. Savage, of
Tennes.' ea has finally passed the House by a large
majority, it will require about eighteen millions
of dollars to meet the provisions of this bill, and at .

a time when the finances of the country are disor-
dered and the executive branch of the government
perplexed to devise a satisfactory mode of providing .

means to meet our current expenses. W here is '

this money to come from ? . Borrowing will not do,
for the President will scarcely approve a bill author-
izing a loan. How then is it to be obtained unless
by increased duties iipon imports? And yet many
who voted for this bill are vehement opposcrs of the
President's "specific-diries- policy.

The whole pension system is decidedly WTong,

A number of naval officers, retired and furlough- -

cd by the famous " Retiring Board," have been re-

stored to the active list by the Senate,
T learn from a reliable source that the President

has nominated Major A. J. O'Bannon, of Virginia,
as 4th Auditor of the Treasury, to lill the vacancy
created by the death of A. C. Dayton, Esq. The
Major is at present the popular Chief Clerk of this
Bureau, and is eminently deserving promotion.

A resolution has been adopted by the House in-

structing the Committee of Ways and Means to re-

port a bill making an appropriation for taking the
next, census in 1800. The census will be taken un
der the existing law adopted in 1850; it was pre
pared with creat care and as it has lccn practically
tested and found well adapted for the purpose de-

signed it would be sheer folly to linker it as some
proposed dome. Doubtless under the new census
there will be great changes in the representation of
several States. In the last Presidential election the
State of Illinois with nine members of Congress
polled nearly 239.000 votes, while Massachusetts
with eleven members cast only 107.000; the dis
crepancy between several other States still greater.

The
country is scarcely prepared to entertain seriously
the proposition of Mr. Davis ; while that ot Air,
Branch is so much more feasible and proper in view
of our present relations to that power, that it will
at once receive the hearty sanction ot all.

out" for him, he will have his hands full for a while.

It seems that
Douglas introduced a bill into the Senate, pending
the Illinois Central Railroad grant, which provided
for a railroad from the southern terminus of the Illi
nois and Michigan Canal to the mouth of the Ohio
river, with a branch to Chicago, and another to Ga-

lena, the north-wester- n terminus of the road. Sen
ator Jones desired the road extended to Dubuque,
and it seems from his version that Douglas was not
only willing to this arrangement, but even thanked
him for proposing it The road was extended to
Dubuque, and the constituents of Douglas murmur
ing at this action, he sought to pacify them by rep
resenting that Jones and his colleague had declared
their purpose to defeat the bill unless he consented
to amend it in this way, and he (Douglas) thought
it best to submit rather than lose the bill altogether.
This Jones emphatically denies in a spicy letter,
closing with the following severe paragraph: " This,
sir, is the third time that you have made " infamo'is-l- y
