Wilkes, after a
patient and thorough examination, fully sustains the
opinions heretofore expressed as to the great value
and abundanee of the resources of the Deep River |
Valley. It will also be observed that he regards the |
creation of means of transportation to and from |
this valley as an indispensable presrequisite to any
action by the general government for the establish-
ment of naval workshops, & But we will not de- |
tain our readers from the letter. It speaks for itself: |

REPORT OF CAPT. WILKES.

We are enabled to present to our readers the an-
nexed important letter addressed 10 our Represen-
stve In Uongress, the Hon. Warren Winslow, by
Capt. Wilkes of the Navy, the head of the Commis-
sion appointed by the Sceretary of the Navy 1o ex-
amine the Decp River Valley, with a view to the as-
certainment of its adaptedness for the location of |
Naval Work Shops.

It will be seen that this officer, whose scientific
attainments are well known, enumerates the various
rich mineral -and other treasures which a carcful
personal inspection disclosed to him in that remark-
able region, but says emphatically that they must
remain valucless until facilities for (ransportation
and travel are provided; and he is very naturally
surprised that there should be any hesitation in
providing those facilities.

We trust that his letter will turn the scale in the
Legislature in favor of that small amount ofaid
which our Railroad needs :—

Wasmixarox, Dec. 24, 1838,
To the Hon. Warren Winaloiwr—

My Dean Sme: 1 take great pleasure in answer-
ing your letter relative to the examination of the
Deep River country, which I am now enabled to do,
as my Report is finished, and will be handed to the
Department for presentation to Congress after the
holidays. This, you understand, is unofficial, and |
will be a short synopsis, which will give you a cor- |
rect idea of the result of my examination. Owing |
to the delay- in receiving the specimens from the |
Decep River country, the unalysis of the coalsand |
ores has postponed my. official report much longer |
than 'I anticipated, and some time must still clapse |

after it is handed in, before it can be published by |
Congress, on account of the engraving of the Maps |
and Seetions of the Geological formation.

I need not point out to you the situation of the
Deep River district, but you must be aware as well
as I am, how little is really known of its geographi-
cal position as well as its valuable productions, and
the apathy with which all improvements for accessi-
bLility to this district have been viewed, on the part
of nany in your State, and the prejudice which has
existedagainst it, from the appropriations having been
lavishly and uvselessly expended in the construction
of inefficient Dams andinsecure Locks, which were
found inadequate to bear their oun weight, without
the force of the water.

These mishaps and procrastinations have acted
very unfuvorably in preventing appropriations h'cin_g
made by the Legislature, as well as deterring indi-
viduals from subscribing towards these great and
useful works, [ am sure that there are yet many
who entertain doubts, and are unwilling to give
their money and exertions, or credence to the truth
which has been fully brought to light by the well
directed efforts of Mr. Wm. McClane in sinking the
shaft at Egypt; this fully ecstublished the existence
of the veins of coal, and left no reason to doubt the
existence of a coal basin and large quantities of the
best bituminous coal as well as a great variety of
iron ores which had been noticed by Prof. Eimons,
the State Geologist, in many localities, and I ean
now add that it is fully confirmed by the recent ex-
amination of the Commission: indeed, there are
few places to be found in our country. where there
is such a concentration of material, and which can
be mined with so little toil and expensc; an’ abun-
danco of the best fuel, consisting of charcoal and

the mineral coals susceptible of being advantageous-
ly coked, in great variety and quantity for all pur-

of the arts as well as domestic uses.

Although these deposits of coal and iron in the
Deep River country will not bear a comparison
with the vast ficlds and mountains of these miner-
als in our Western States, yet owing to their posi-
tion, proximity to market and sdaptability to many

of the arts, it is far before them in value,
of« great interest to your State, and I consider of
national importance.

The outcrop of the bituminous coal has been
traced 18 miler, and five seams of coal found at the
surface. The shaft at Egypt is sunk to the depth of
460 feet and includes the lower coal seam, and by it
we are assured that there are four coal seams, two
having united as they descended; the largest is
there found to be 6 feet wide, fron the
others by beds of carbonate of iron known as the
“Black Band."

The coal has becn proved to be of the best quality
of bituminous couls. It is a shining clean coal, re-
sembling the best specimens of Cumberland ; it ig-
nites easily, burns with abﬁgh_ﬁ clear combustion,

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making a hollow fire; is a desirable coal for the par-
lour grate and for blacksmiths' vse; is well adapted
for fuel, coking and oil; and is superior to most
coals for the production of gas, for which it will be
in great demand ; it is almost entirely free from sul-

hur ; its coke is light and porous’ when rapidly

urned, it inclines to smelt and flow, but when un-
der slow combustion it does not exhibit this tenden-
¢y, which is owing to the presence of large quanti-
ties of bitmmen; it does not easily disintegrate
when cxposed to the atmosphere,

I think every one who visits this coalfield must be
satisfied from the rogularity of its seams, and the
diminution of the dip as it descends, (proved to be
some 8 or 10 in the shaft of Egypt, which is
1500 feet within the outcrop, ) that its seams conform
to the shape of a basin, or trough, and I am satisfied
that the greatest depth will lic on the northern side
of the axis of the trough, and that this valuable
mineral does not extend to such depths as to render
its mining diflicult, but, on the contrary, both easy
and profitable,

The ores of iron consist of the Black Band, in jux-
taposition with the coal senmns, and so-situated as to
be readily mined with the coal ; Speenlar, Hemati--
tic, the Argillaccous and Magnetic ores are all found
to be rich, and in quantity, and for their manufac-
ture, besides the mineral coal, there is abundance of
wood for charcoal; the uncleared lands of this dis-
trict sfill have the primitive forest growing upon
them, and charcoal can be obtained in any quantity
and at a cheap rate ; and there can be no question,
but that the best quality of iron can be manufac-
tured there, and that there is no locality in our coun-
iry where a better and cheaper article can be pro-
duced. Fire clays for refractory furnaces, building
m terials of sandstone, gneiss, and granite, millstone
grit and fine sandstone, roofing slates, and sands for
the manufacture of glasy, and poreelain clay, of
which there is alarge tract. There are also rich
copper mines and quarries of soap stene and agal-
matolite.

The proximity of the Deep River Country to mar-
ket gives it great ndvantages, and 1 think insures its
becoming at no distant day a populous manufactu-
ring district. The bulk of coal and iren in its raw
state renders its transportation expensive, and will
cause the erection of manufactories on the spot,
which will be more economical and profitable. 1
am of opinion that when such is the ease, very little
coal can be afforded to be shipped, except it he for
the production of gas, which may be able to afford
the prices it will command for the manufacture of
iron.

I would, however, remark, that all these minerals
and materials are valueless, unless the routes are
opened and every convenience afforded to reach the
district, not only with easy and safe transportation,
but in the quickest possible time from all parts of
your State; and unless this is effected they must re-
main entirely dorment.

I think it must be apparent that it cannot be ex-
pedient for the General Government to establish ma-
chine shops for the construction of machinery, &e.,
&e., for naval vessels, until this district is shown to
be aceessible from every direction.  The completion
of your Western Railroad and slack-water navigu-
tion will tenl ina great measure to give the facilities
for speedy and sure transportation for both passen-
gers and freight.

To acquire some estimate of the quantity of coal,
and allowing but half the width of the basin for:the
extent of the coal, we shall have an area of 75 square
miles 5 this gives an approximation to the quantity
of mineral wealth locked up in this district. ~ Surely
no legislature can hesitate for a moment to expedite
its development by any meanx in its power,

Although we¢ have no actual proof to offer, yet
there can be little doubt that the extent of the coal
must underlic the basin, T was desirous to place

this beyond question, and had it been in my power, |
T should have orlered borings to be made, consider- |
ing it of great importance in a national point of |
view; but as there was no appropriation to mect
this expenditure, it could not be made,

The African Slave-Trade.

It seems to be admitted that a cargo of slaves
from Africa have been landed upon the soil of Geor- |
gia, and disposed of.  When we first saw a notice of |
the transaction we thought it a hoax, intended to |
move the tender sensibilities of a portion of the Nor-
thern people ; but we now take it for granted, from ‘
what we see in the newspapers, that the negroes |
hare been procured from Africa, landed, and dis- |
posed of.

Some persons in the South entertain the opinion |
that the law of the United States declaring the slave
trade piracy, is unconstitutional; and some of our
cotemporaries are of ize opinion that the law has

purpose of testing its constitutionality. This solu-
strikes us as far-fetched and unreasonable. The
penalty is a heavy one, and not likely to be incurred
simply with the view of settling a question of con-
stitutional law. Gain, we apprehend, was ot the |
bottom of it, and not a disposition to test the law.

The people of the South are nearly unanimously
opposed to the re-opening of this trade; and the
Northern people will not judge them justly if they
take it for granted that the action of this company
in Georgia receives their approval. Not that they
regard the slave-trade as sinful, for if the institution
itself be sanctioned by Iloly Writ, as we insist it is,
there can be little if any difference between holding
in and reducing to bonduge ; but they are opposed
to it mainly because they have enough slaves alrea-
dy, and because any general attempt to re-open it
would produce the most huriful and dangerous agi-
tation in all portions of the Union. The number of
our slaves is increasing and spreading out in the
South and Southwest, at n rate never hefore attained
by any servile laboring population. The acquisi-
tion of Cuba, which is certain, and probably not very
far distant, will add one million more to this popula-
tion, and present in itself & lnrge and most profita-
ble extent of country for slave labor. In the fulbess
of time we will also have Central America and Mex-
ico, thus adding still further to the area of slave ter-
ritory, . What the times in which theseacquisitions
will be made will bring forth, cannot now be fore-
seen ; the slave-trade may be re-opened to some ex-
tent to supply the demand for labor in that vast re
gion, or the supply which will be furnished from
the present slaveholding States may be found suffi-
cient. That day, we doubt not, will take care of it-
self, as past days have done.

We trust, however, that the discussion growing
out of this Georgia transaction may have some effect
in opening the eyes of the people of the United States
to the * entangling alliance” in which they have in
volved themselves, by stipulating with Great Britain
to unite with her in maintaining ships of war along
the coast of Afriea to prevent trading in slaves.—
The tresty binding the United States to this duty
should never have. been made. Besides branding
the slave-trade as a sin among nations, it has occa-
sioned trouble already with Great Britain, and may
ovwgion morn IV is sncugh for we W guand our |

own waters to prevent violations of our laws on the
subject of the slave-trade, without undertaking to
watch and protect ninety millions of black barbari-
ans, whose true and whose happiest condition is that
of servitade.

Christmas eve in Gotham is an interesting season,
The deszendanis of the Stuyvesants, Schaylers, Von
Tossols and other old Knickerbockers, keep up the
customs of their ancestors to a great extent. St
Nicholas continues to be honored. He is worshi
ed, just now at least, more than any other saint in
the calendar. Visiting and feating, besides some
drinking of wine and cider, are the tributes mostly
laid before his altar. The Germans, however, don't
give ug their lager bier, nor are their pipes Inid
aside by any means. The claim the privilege of
enjoying themselves according to their own notions,
leaving others to exercise tie same; for here in
New York, it scems to be settled that not only may
men do as they please, but that one man, or set of
men, is just a8 good as another, and a great deal
better, especinlly if the former be well versed in
scientific pugilism.

Some
publishers have taxed their skill and taste, in getting
up costly books for presents, and for center-table
display. Many of these are truly beautiful, while
others are only a hmnbug, being filled with stale
stories and vapid rhyme, the reading of which would
be an expense of time. In some of the very fine
works, it is said that injustice has been done many
writers of merit in the Southern States. In one,
the name of Wm. Gilmore Simwms, of Sonth-Caroli-
na, is quite omitted, but compensation is done him
in another, and fur more superb affair, namely, the
“ Gallery of Famous Poets,” by E. 11. Butler & Co.,
of Philadelpbia; which isa collection of the choicest
gems of such men as Tennyson, Byron, Moore, Ma-
cautey, IBurns, Southcy, Thempson, Goldsmith,
Woardsworth, Scott, Camphell, Mrs, Hemans, Keats,
Montgomery, the late Judge Conrad, Longfullow,
Holmes, Geo. D). Prentice, Edgar A. Poe, and many
| others of like eminence and genius. Tn this large
sclection, only a few New England poets are griven a
place; and with the ahove names of the standard
poets of Great Britian, the poet of the Palmetto
State finds himsclf doly and deservedly honored.
In an article of two columns upon the gift books of
| the season, in one of the dailies of this city, this pro-
duction is adjudged to be one of the most substantial
and splendid in the extensive market. In the book
are portraits of the men whose writings adorn the
pages, and here and there are rich and original il-
lustrations of the most striking scenes in the various
poems.  They were executed upon stecl, by designs
after such distinguished, and skillful nrtists as Dev-’
ereux, Lawrence, SchmBltze, Hamilton, Vassari,
Fletcher, Leslie, Scharf, and others, the whole cm-
| bracing more than one hundred brilliant illustrations,
and unexcelled by any similar issue. As these en-
gravings are in several instances, upon the same page
{ with letter-press, it may be regarded as the first suc-
| cessful attempt to interweave art and poetry in
| Ameriea, for it will be borne in mind that steel en-
| gravings have heretofore occupied a separate page

from the letter-press. To this achievement the crities
have unhesitatingly given their praise, and the print-
ers as well ns the artists have received warm encomi-
ums. It is not often that connoiseurs in literature
and urt, find high, judicious and tasteful attractions
in the same volume; and very often, I have noticed
at this scason of the ycar, when so many persons
are investing money in books, for presents, that of-
ten the eye is filled with the blue and gold binding
—the Turkey moroceo and glittering exterior, when,
if they were only to examine the inside, they would
find insipid trash cnough to sicken any refined and
intellectnal person. Against being deceived Ly the
outside appearance of these souveniers, too much cau-
tion cannot be exercised. If one has no taste nor
brains of his own, let him ask some person of intel-
lectual cultivation—one whose heart, as well as eye
appreciates the beautiful and the useful, in the orna-
mental, and not suffer deception in the bronze and
golden * Annuals” that are sometimes palmed off,
In selecting a work, which contains the writings and
the records of illustrious genius, like the collection
of famous poets, under considcration, we have no
need to apply the doctrine of careat omptor, for
we have nothing to fear, and we will have little oc-
casion for any emotion, but that of gratification af-
terwards. Such a gathering of gems do not lose
value, but will retain their original beauty and bril-_
liancy so long as the productions of world-noted
minds eontinue to be admired. Although this gal-
lery in which specimens or sclections of these emi-
nent bards are embalmed, is adorned clegantly and
expensively (it sells for $12) yet it will not be dif-
ficult to perceive, that we place our highest estimate
upoen its poetic and interior excellence, as being of
more permanent atiraction and enduring worth.

One other work is claiming great attention in
New York and elsewhere, for its solid and artistic
attractions, It is Mrs, Henrietta Lee Palmer's
“ Stratford Gallery," issued by the Appletons. This
gorgeous volume ig the work of no ordinary female
mind, and will doubtless give the accomplished au-
thoress an enviable reputation. It is a choice ‘fuh
ering of Shakspeare's heroines, portrayed and de-
seribed in a graphic and attractive style of thonght
and langunge, according to her own original ideas
and views of them. portraits are all ideal, and
number forty-five, representing a charming and im-
mortal sisterhood. It is a galaxy of beauty upon
which much time, talent and expense have been be-
stowed, and of course it will find its ‘place among
other splendid displays of Shaksperian literature,

Nor have the little folks been forgotten. The
stores contain for them a thousand little articles of
value or beauty, as those who purchase may desire.
Sheldon, Blakeman & Co. have exhibited a fine lot
of pretty books for their instruction and amuse-
ment; and Mr. R. L. Delissu, opposite the St
Nicholas, has devoted considerable ctre to the pub-
lication of several choice Christmas stories, such as
the * Yule Log,” * Buds from Christmas Boughs”
*Life among the Children,” *Bye and Bye" and
