fought with spirit, but were forced to retire, our
loss being 200 killed, wounded and missing.

It is reported that Grant has joined Meade with
15,000 men.

Ifromains to be seen whether Gen. Lee will give
battle where he is or retire on Richmond. If the
enemy should Fredericksburg they will
be between Gen. Lee and Richmond.

Threatened Advance on Weldon.
We learn that the Yankee forces, in what num-

bers is not known, arc supposed to be advancing on
both sides of the Roanoke on Weldon. Col W. J.
Clarke, of the 24th, telegraphs to Got. Yance from
Weldon, July.29th, that a part of Ransom's brigade
met the enemy in large force on the 28th, about 8

miles from Jackson, Northampton, and after an en-

gagement of four hours drove them back. Five
companies of the 24th were alone engaged. Our
loss two killed, and less than ten wounded.

It is also stated that our forces met the enemy on
- the 28th, at Fort Branch, in Martin County, on the

south Bide of the river, and drove them back. No
particulars. . The latest rumor is that the enemy
were retreating on both sides of the river. It may
be, however, that the fighting is not over. The
enemy would hardly advance so far into the inte-

rior without a large force. If they are aiming at
Weldon, their object is to cut off communication
between Virginia and the other Southern States.
The loss of Weldon at any time would be serious,
bat at this particular time it would be a great ca-

lamity. We have confidence in the ability of our
troops to held it against any odds.

The news from Yicksburia not very important
The shipment of troops by the enemy up the river

from that place continues. Tbey are believed to be
intended for Richmond. The roads in the Yick3
burg region have been rendered almost impassable

by recent rains.

Fbov Chableston. The conflict continues at
Charleston. . The enemy are erecting a new batte-

ry on Morris' Island, about 600 yards from battery

Wagner. Several additional blockaders and trans-

ports had arrived, some of the latter with troops on

board. The news from Charleston up to the 28th

states that heavy shelling was going on by the ene-

my's gunboats.

" An and Comport to the Yankees." The Wil-

The Observer is correct. The article referred to
was not written by Gov. Graham, but by a gentle-

man who resides many miles west of Hillsborough.
Neither are the contents of the article correctly
stated by the Yankee paper from which the Journal
quotes, which the latter might easily have seen by

examining the article itself The main object of

the writer was to show the absurdity ol the posi-

tion taken by President Davis in his last message,

that the States who were parties to the old Confed-

eration seceded from that Confederation when they
established the federal Union. The writer showed

this most conclusively. Incidentally, and as a part
of the history of that day, be also noticed the fact that

leading statesmen affirmed, while others opposed the

right of coercion in the federal government ; but

there was no argument in favor of such right, and

no "exclaiming against the propriety of and any

just cause for the pending assaults against the

Union."
This article, which was signed "Davidson," at-

tracted very general attention, and was attributed
to several of our ablest statesmen. Another com-

The New York Herald of the25th ofJuly contains
a lengthy dispatch from Washington, of which the
followhs o ti&substance. We give it for what it
is worth: ' f.

" It is now admitted by the most saneuine mem
bers of the Administration that never were our Foreign

Affairs in so menacing a state. England, so
official advices indicate, has determined to furnish
the South with an iron-cla- navy ; and it is equally
certain that tho Emperor of France has made up his.
mind definitely to interfere in our domestc affairs.
The fall of Vick&burg, Port Hudson, and the rebel
defeat at Gettysburg, will not, it is believed by the
most sagacious friends of the administration, alter
the character of the action France and England have
determined to adopt On the contrary, the moment
there isdanger of theNorth overpowering the South,
intervention will be tried to compel a separation,
upon which England and France are determined-Engl- and

to cripple the power of this great Republic,
and France to preserve her dominion over Mexico.
With these indications before them, Seward and the
President are convinced that this is the most critical
time, so far as regards our relations with foreign
powers, since the commencement of the war. From
what I bear I am inclined to believed that measures
are now on foot to put an end to the war. It is not
impossible that we may see a sudden change of
parties next month."

j RECOGNITION GRAVE ERRORS.
Perhaps no one thing has done' more to paralyze (

the und and the efforts of the South then the con-
stant repetition of the report, and the almost con-
stant expectation of recognition and intervention
by the great Powers of Europe. From time to time,
and oftentimes the influence was hurtful in the ex- -

e leuers oi European correspondents ol nortnern i

papers, and occasional articles in European journals. .
Our people hare seized upon these indications with
too much avidity, inasmuch a this avidity would
seem to favor the idea that our people were so tired
of the war that they seized upon every sign of
peace with anxious solicitude.

We think and have thought for some time, that
these outgivings very often foundationless were
intended to lull us into a fatal security or lassitude,
at the same time that it incited our enemy to in-

creased exertion. It is time our people divested
their minds ofall such hopes. They ought to know,
and never forget, that the destruction of republican
ism is a cnerished object of all the European
Powers, while the extirpation of slavery is an ob--
joct desirod and aimed at by many, ft is in vainrtojUt,,,which tho people of many of them are subjected
tney ao not regard it as slavery, and it tbey listen to
the suggestion it is only to become insulted by it.

It is, therefore, it seems to us, worse than folly
to even hope for, much less to rely on, the recogni-tio- n

and intervention by European powers, to putja
stop to this wicked and unnecessary war. It can
only be brought to a close by a firm and unwaver-
ing reliance noon our own prowess and resources, .

and the aid of the God of Battles. .We must en-

dure privations, and fight and win battles meet
the enemy at every point, and dispute with ardor
and determination every foot of soil, and drive him
back at all hasards and at any cost

Another great mistake, and, in our judgment,
scarcely less important or mischievious than the
other, has been our underrating the courage and
resources of the enemy, and their willingness to use
them for our subjugation. This great error prevail-
ed at the beginning of the war, and hits continued
to prevail till this day. Whether as courageous as
the people of the South or not, it is very true that
the correspondents of the Southern newspapers
speak in high terms of their recent assaults on onr
fortifications both at Yicksburg and Charleston ;
and we would remember that of all the people in
the world those of the North are the most obstinate
and determined in whatever they undertake. Tbey
will prove as much so in war as they have in com-

merce. Their motto has been, " hold all you get,
and get all you can." If they gain any point or
territory it will require great exertions to dislodge
or expel them.

Much is now expected from tne opposition to the
draft exhibited at the North. We wish we could
participate in the expectation ; but we cannot It
may be some time before, and with great difficulty
that Lincoln will raise the 800,000 troops he has
called for. But the safest opinion for the South to
act upon, is, that Lincoln can and will raise the men,
and prepare accordingly. To act upon the con-

trary opinion, may result in dreadful disaster to us,
from which we could not recover for years ; whereas
if we believe, that notwithstanding the violent and
even' armed opposition to the draft, the troops called
for will be raised, and prepare to meet them, all
will go. well If we should be deceived, we will
only be the better prepared to drive the enemy from
our soil, and conquer a peace. We shall be in a
condition to conquer a recognition from the only
nation we need care to be recognised by, or that 4
is really important that we should be recognized by.

We should, therefore, at once and forever, dismiss
all hope of . recognition, and the idea that the Lin-
coln government will be unable to raise men or
money with which to prosecute the war. - To onr
view the contest at the North is not so much for
peace, as it is as to see which of the two great
parties shall have the honor of subjugating us all
parties believing that we can be subjugated. We
have need of all the men, money, and other re-
sources which the government can command, and
all should be brought into exercise without delay.
This is the only way to bring about a. termination
of war, recognition of our nationality by foreign
nations; and an acknowledgment of our independ-
ence by the United States.
