this moment to weld such n combinationnnd use Its money and Influence
In Russian development.

Why the Air Mail Fliers Were
Burned to Death.

The Poet Office Department announcesthat it has discovered that
the mail uirplnncs which caught fire
and' crashed, killing airmen and destroyingmail, wore defective. The
gasolene feed system was wrong, the
drainage system was wrong and the
radiator was wrong.
But when this newspaper, begin-

ning a year ago, called attention again
and again to the sacrifice of life in the
air mall service Mr. Burleson could
not see that anything was wrong.
except this newspaper.

In a news bulletin Issued by Mr.
Burleson's office these confessions
are now made:

"The Investigation mado by the
Post Office Department as a result of
recent accidents to J. L. monoplanes
has shown that the flres which caused
the loss of the machines and the
death of the occupants were the resultprincipally of a defective gasolenefeed system.

"There was, also, no provision for
ventilating the fuselage or draining
the bottom of the fuselage so that

the leaking fuel could escape. It
therefore collected beneath the engine
and was Ignited either by backfiring
from the starved motor or by flames

from the Insufficiently protected exhaustmanifold.
"It was found that the engine ran

at a very high temperature owing to

the fact that the heavy vibration
caused leaks in the radiator which

quickly reduced the water supply,
causing prelgnltlon."
Then follows a list of recommenda

tions made by "our experts" nnd "concurredIn by experts of the Army Air
Service, after they bail made an examinationof the machines."
But what were "our experts" doing

when the machines were bought?
w nnt were iney noiug mier iu« um

crashes u yenr ago? How many deaths
must occur before "our experts" are

asked to look at an airplane?

Revising the Art Guides.
Thp tnsk of the schoolboy of to-day

who tries to work out the problem of
the new boundaries of European countriesbrought about by the war is a

minor job compared to the work that
Is cut out for the compilers of the
new art guides to Europe. Not only
have various treaties and agreements
brought about a great Interchange
and return of art, historical objects
and books, but also one of the strange
phenomena of the after the war period
abroad has been a desire on the part
of the people to away with ninny
long existing statues or to change
their time honored positions.
Examples of this return of art and

historical objects, books ami documentsmay be found In the draft of
thp proposals made by the Soviet Oovermnentof Russia to Poland for,an
armistice nnd preliminary peace, and
in an agreement entered Into by Itnly
nnd Austria. The Russians propose to
return to Poland "the tirchlves, libraries,art objects, historical trophies,
monuments of nntlqulty nnd other.objectsof cultural value removed from
Poland to Itussln since the time of the

partition of the Polish .le^ubllc, in no'
far a a such object* are of cawntltl iinportaPee to Poland."

Tt Is only natural that a race so

devoted to nrt as are the Poles should
rejok* If this plan Is carried out.
Put If this Is effected what a rewritingof art gnliles and library cat-i
alogue* would have to he done! The
agreement between Italy and Austria
provides for the rwlprocnl restitution
of art objects held njr persons who
have no legal lltle to them. One practicaleffect of this will be to restore
to Austria vnltlahle codices now tn the
ttnllnn state library &wd the Hohen
staufen coronation Insignia, which
was left, In Florence by the Ornnd
Ihtke Promt,n, Inter the Km|>eror I.rorotnIf. That more catalogues will
have to he rewritten hy this InterchangeIs obvious, nnd must he cheer
lug news for the literary nnd historicalsavants of those two countries,

England's contribution to this necessarywork, If art lovers are to have
correct information, is found in the
prevailing outdoor sport of the public
authorities in London this summer.
This is the mania that has developed
by the Office of Works for removing
old statues of bygone kings and queens
of Great Britain and replacing them
with effigies of newer popular heroes.
Among the changes to be made are the
removal of the statue of King George
III. at the entrance to Pall Mall and
that of King William IV. in the City.
Lord Napier's statue in Waterloo
place will go, to be replaced by a

status or KnWAitn \ it. Aim mr howlandHill's statue will be removed
from behind the Royal Exchange.
Sites are to be provided for statues to
the war heroes, Lords Rorkhts, Kitciteneband Fisiii k. In New York when
we remove n statue from Mnnhattan
Borough we usually ship It to The
Bronx. The Office of Works has not
named as yet what suburb Is to be the
Bronx for the discarded monumental
nrt of London.

White Coal About as Costly as Mark.

The recent passage by Congress of
the national water power bill and the
expectations raised by It make timely
the study of hydroelectric developmentgiven in the report on centralelectric light and power stations
Issued recently by the Census Bureau.
The report forms part of the record
of the census of electric Industries of
1917, and the statistics for the most
part cover the year ended December
31, 1917. One general conclusion Is
that while a great deal of coal may
be saved by the utilization of water
power, there may be no corresponding
saving In the eos^of electric current,
and that only favored regions* of the
country can be served.

Official estimates made In 1912 place
the minimum horse-power of the
waterways of the United States at

27,000,000, the maximum being at least
83^)00,000, and perhaps 60,000.000.
The total developed horse-power Is
estimated at about 7.000,000, so that
there is at least 20,000,000 undevelopedhorse-power.
Oh the other hand, In 1917 the centralelectric light and power stations

operated by steam reported a productionof nearly 12,000.000 horse-power,
and there was an additional horsepowerof 238.Yr obtained with Internalcombustion engines. The latest
avawuue ugures snow mm more man

15-000.000 steam horse-power is used
in manufacturing industries, together
with nearly a million horse-power producedby internal combustion engines.
This is n total of about 30,000,000
horse-power.

If the same amount of power were

supplied by water power there would
be a saving in fuel of the value of
perhaps $2,000,000,000 annually, and
there might he a further saving of
several hundreds of millions of dollars
now paid as wages to the ninny thousandsof workers whose services are

requiml in (he present system of supplyingpower hut who would not be
needed with the general electrification
of industries. But the report says
these savings would be rather effectivelyoffset at present by the high
cost of hydroelectric development as

a general rule.
Expensive storage dams must frequently1h> constructed, water power

rights secured and large areas of land
bought. Furthermore, it is ordinarily
necessary to transmit the olectrlo cm*
rent long distances over high tension
lines, which are expensive to eonstructand to maintain, to the centres
of industry and population where electricityis most used. Moreover, the
distance over which electricity can

profitably be transmitted is strictly
limited by engineering difficulties.
Therefore a water power plant, which
Is ordinarily operated at a very low
cost as compared witn a steam piant,
usiMtlly requires n relatively high Investmentfor development purposes,
nn<l tltere are likely always to be regionswhich cannot be served by hydroelectricdevelopment.
The conclusion given in the report

is that in many cases "It appears to
l>o true that the pains which would resultfrom a conservation of the nationalfuel supply and a full utilizationof the nntlonal water resources

would he 'public and future' rnther
than 'prlvnte and present.'"

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ARTICLE XXIII.
Its Yugue Wording Makes It a Source

of Danger.
To Th» Nrw York Herald: I have

read with attention the two communications,one from Raymond L. Fosdlck and
the other from Mrs. J. Borden Harrlman.
in which they attempt to show that
Mrs. Arthur L. Livermore wns quite
unjustified In criticising the twenty-third
article of the League of Nations covenantas she did in her address in Somervlile,N. J., on September 29, and in
representing it as llablo to foster the
international traffic in women and girls.
These statements do not at all decide
the duty of American voters in the
matter.

Article XXIII., paragraph 3, reads as

follows: "Members of the League will
intrust the League with general super-
vision over tne execuuon or HgreemoniM
with regard to the traffic In women and
children and the traffic in opium and
other dangerous drugs." This phraseologyis evidently exceedingly vague and
ambiguous and may readily be used or

twisted to permit the managers of the
League either to take measures toward
diminishing these two nefarious trades,
or, if for political or economic reasons

rhey wish to do so, to continue them or

wink at or even foster and encourage
them.
Suppose that the Governments of Turkey,Persia and Morocco, where women

are still held as slaves and Imported
from foreign countries, were members
of the League, and that they and avariciousEnglish merchants who wished
the opium trade to be legalized and encouragedshould apply to the League for
recognition of what they deem their
rights, what then? Is there a single
word In this Article XXIII. to prevent
such an Interpretation as would permit
the granting of these requests?

Just now the European League Is on

Its good behavior, trying to win our

consent to submit our international activitiesto Its supergovernment. But
suppose, as is quito possible, that in a

few years the economical or political
advantages of legalizing and even fosteringthese nefarious trades appealed to
the directors of the League of Nations.
Do our voters wish to hand over to a

European council and supergovernment
the right to commit our Government to
such a subordinate position as would tie
our hands against any effort to suppress
these two trades? This Is the vital questionfor American voters.

Possibly Mrs. Llvermore may hryve
used too strong a word when she accused
Article XXIII. of legalizing or enforcing
the International trade In women. But
it Is clear that the article as phrased is
so dangerous In Its vagueness and ambiguitythat It should bo replaced oy a

newly worded article emphatically condemningand prohibiting such Immoral
kinds of business among modern nations.

President Wilson demanded that the
League be adopted by the Senate withoutrevision or reservations, but the dangerouswording of this single clause entirelyJustifies the refusal of the Scnato
to agree to the covenant as It stands.

RENT LAWS NOT ENOUGH.

More Building Is Needed to Settle the
Housing Trouble.

To The New York Herald: The new

housing laws passed by the Legislature
icay possibly.but it Is doubtful.give
some temporary relief from excessive
rents. That they will not supply a permanentsolution of the housing problem
Is certain. In all likelihood they will do
more harm than they will pood.
When the first set of housing bills

were passed they were heralded as a

sure curb to the profiteer landlords. Yet
only a few months passed before they1
were found to be inadequate.
That there will be no lasting relief

given by any of these laws Is admitted
by Governor Smith. The type of legislationthat would give a permanent solutionof the housing problem would aim
to encourage new building. If some bills
had been passed to interest new capital
wo would have no housing problem in a

short time. Just now. when building
costs are falling, legislation of this kind
would be of great help.

Although the la teat laws exempt new

building from the provisions of the acts
concerning rents, what does that mean?
Simply this, that for the time being the
legislators are willing to allow the ownersof new buildings to run their own
business. The two scte of rent laws
have proved that the Legislature is willingto take the management out of the
owners' hands. Under these conditions
a man would be foolisn if he built now,
as in another year another set of laws

may be passed which Will Include his
building.

A Keply to Mr. Burleson In Regard to
Fostal Savings Bunks.

To Thb New York Herald : I regret
that Postmaster-General Burleson In his
onununlcatlon In your columns of September29 had apparently not seen the

full statement in connection with the
Postal Savings Bank made by myself
when called before Senator Caider'a
Committee on Reconstruction Matters.
Otherwise he would perhaps have directedhis discussion to the main Issues
raised there.
The discussion hinged upon the necessityof change In regulations and law to

enable payment of increased Interest on

deposits, first in order to do Justice to
the depositors and second as a stimulantto national thrift No reference
was made to the Postmaster-General so
far as I am aware. The whole questionwas raised by Mr. Eugene Meyer
and his friends In an endeavor to secure

that the Postal Savings liana should be
put on a basis to further encourage
thrift, and, as far as I am aware there
has been no suggestion of partisanship
In the matter. I am unable to agree
with the" Postmaster-General that harm
can be done to the depositors fn the
Postal Savings service through "creationof suspicion or unrest amongst
them" by calling attention to the glarirgpublic Injustice on their belialf.
Our contentions were (a) that the

service was never intended for profit
(or revenue) ; (b) that the Government
should pay Its profits out In Interest, In
an endeavor to give full 2 per cenL In
the spirit of the law; (c) that the regulationsare unjust to the depositors and
discourage thrift; (d) that the law
should bo amended In order that major
investment should be In Government securities; (e) that the rate should thus
be Increased above 2 per cent, as a furtherstimulant to savings. None of these
matters were touched upon by the Postmaster-General'sletter to you.
The Tostm aster-General apparently

does not consider that the Government
Is profiteering by earning large profits
from the poorest section of the community.Although the earlier postal savingsstatements are by no means clear,
It Is evident enough that during the fiscalyear of 1918 the deposits rose from
$131,954,000 to $148,471,000, that the
total amount of Interest paid to depositorswas $1,259,000, or somewhere about
1 per cent, on average of the deposits,
and that the report points with pride to
a net pcoflt made by !ho Poet Office ot
$1,125,188.61. The statement for the
year 1919 shows deposits rose from
f 1 f c aaa aaa «ia*?aaaaaa

interest paid amounted to $fc,296,382, and
that the profit made by the Post Office
after expenses and Interest paid depositorwas $1,616,087.15. In both cases It
would appear to have been able to pay
.nterest upon deposits remaining a full
quarter instead of limiting it to depositsremaining a full year and thus
have distributed the Government's profitsto the depositors.

Although, as said, the early reports
are not very full, they do Indicate that
the loss on conduct of the service duringits early years could not have aggregatedmuch more than $1,000,000.
This, in my mind, as equipment has been
currently charged off, would represent
the capital Invested In the bank. 1
should think the ratio of earnings Indicatedabove might properly be labelled
profiteering If it wore done by a private
bank.

I agree with Postmaster-General
Burleson that a Republican Administrationis responsible for the original regulationslimiting Interest to full year's deposits.I think they have been proved
wrong, but I might add also that the
present Administration has continued
these regulations after the time when the
bank grew in deposits to an extent that
turned Its business from annual loss to
great profits. As Indicating a lack ot

partisanship In the matter, I might repeatthat I commended the present Administrationfor the cchstructlve legislationIn extension of the deposit maximumsand other Improvements In the
law covering the Postal Savings se<-vlce.
If I wnnted to be partisan I should mentionthat the number of depository post
offices has been reduced from 12,823 In
1912 to 6,439 In 1919.and, again to be
non-partisan, I may add that mucn ot
this reduction may have been Justified.

Policy of Equalizing Prices
Working: Satisfactorily, Says

Corporation Head.

ON TOUR TWO MONTHS

Many Prominent Americans

Jurigo Elbert H. Gary, head of the
United States Steel Corporation, who.
