MISHEL PIASTRO'S CONCERT.
Russian Violinist I'leases Large

Audience at Curnegie Hall.

Another Russian violinist. Mishel Piastro,made his American debut yesterdayafternoon at Carnegie Hall( which
was well filled by his past and present
countrymen. The programme opened
with Handel's E major sonata, played
with much sincerity and feeling for the
classical idioms. Tlie more brilliant passageslacked that flawless polish which
the music demands, but Mr. Piastro
seemed in full sympathy with the purposeof the composer.

In the Goldmark Concerto, op. 28,
which followed, the virtuoso qualities or
tho artist had greater opportunity to
show themselves. The music, if somewhatdiffuse, was no sma'l tax on the
energies alone, nnd Mr. Piastro's per-
formanee had unfaltering sonority, easy
bowing and a certain breadth. His interpretationwould have been further
from the oversentimenlat If his slurring
had been a little more discriminating,
but his audience responded with enthusiasmto his emotional appeal.
A group of four Russian pieces closea

tho programme. The "Caprlcclo Valse"'
and "Russian Carnival," by Wienlawski.
afforded the vlolnlst numerous harmonicsand other forms of pyrotechnical
agility which were warmly appreciated,
but in the romance, "The Lark," arrangedby Auer from BalakirelY and
Glinka, simplicity of expression was requiredand attained.

SCHIFF AS A JEW IS
PRAISED BY DR. WISE
'Not Like Those Flinging
Children Into Fifth Avenue

Baptismul Fonts.'
|
BORE PEOPLE'S BURDEN

Stands on Pedestal Which FutureGenerations CannotShake.

Rabbi Stephen S. Wise made the life
and achievements of the late Jacob II.
Schlff the text of a sermon yesterday
at the Free Synagogue Congregation in
Carnegie Hall, praising the independenceand self-respect which Mr. Schiff

j held as a Jew. Dr. Wise said
"Jacob Schlff was a Jew. I do not

merely mean that he was a good Jew,
or a high minded Jew, or a great
hearted Jew. I mean that he was great
as a Jew, not merely an outwardly conformingJew, but a spiritually afllrmlng
Jew. 'When I say that Scliitf was a
Jew I mean more than that he was not
a non-Jew. Many Jews are only that.
They happen to be Jews by birth, unhappily,as they conceived It. They are
Jews by race, but they are not Jews,
high, self-revering and greatly selfennobling.

Death Itntber Thftii Hnptlsm.
"Schiff was so great as a Jew that

he would have perished sooner than do
what not a few mean hearted, little
souled Jews are doing to-day, namely,
flinging themselves and their children
into Fifth avenue baptismal fonts. I
believe Schiff would have gone to the
stake If it had been necessary sooner
than do that. He would not crawl in
at the back door of a Fifth avenue club
nor suffer himself to be endured in certainsocial circles.

"As a Jew he bore himself with just
as much self respect as any non-Jew
In our city or nation ever bore himself.It never occurred to him that he
could put Jewish life behind him, that
he could forswear the Jewish faith.
1'roudly and rejoicingly was he Jewish
throughout his days."
Mr. Schiff was the first Jew in Americato understand rightly and to honor

the East European Jews in America.
Dr. Wise said, and he was the first
American Jew of distinction born in
Western Europe to break away from the
tntl-East European Jewish attitude. Mr.
Schiff was big enough, he .said, to be
ympathotic with Russian Jews and to

treat them with no inferiority b'cause
they came to America thirty or forty
years later than other European Jews.

Concerned About Jewish I'eople.

Speaking of the leadership of Mr.
Schlff among American Jewry, he said
Mie banker was one of a small number
who within the last ten years had seen

I that "the time had come for the AmericanJews to take their affairs Into their
s own hands," and that a "completely

democratic order" must be installed,
t "Schiff was -a great Jew In that he

gave not only of his possessions but of
c i.'mself," said Dr. Wise. "That he gave
, more than his millions.namely, his

heart.that Jewish heart which bled
over the sorrows and tragedies of his
people. A man who gives himself, his
rr.ind, his heart, his sympathy, his devotion,gives all. This Schiff did.
"No man can take his place. No man

ought to dream of filling his place.
r that place which Schiff sought not, thai

r iaca of power which was forced upot.

and his devotion, but in very large part
