I
However, the opinion here seems to be
that the Pope's action is a slight to
France at a time when Government and
public sentiment is more favorable
toward the Vutican than at uny tlm-i
since the first Clemenceau Government
broke off relations between Church and
State In 1904. Already there is a French
Charge d'Affaires at the Vatican, and
the appointment of a Minister or, per-
haps, of an Ambassador, to that post
is only awaiting the reconvening of the
French Parliament. At the same lime,
the French Charge d'Affaires at the
Vatican hns not been informed by the
Pope of the appointment of Cardinal
Dubois.
The real seriousness of the situation is

the fact that the so-called Radical party,
which Is composed largely of profes-
